MEMORIAL ADDRESS
ON IWO JIMA

(On this Armistice Day it is well for
all of us to remember what has gone be-
fore. The words of Chaplain (Rabbi)
Roland B. Gittelsobn, delivered on lwo
Jima in March, 1945, should, in these
troubled times, be of utmost interest to
all. They are reprinted beréwith in part) :

“This is perhaps the grimmest, and
surely the holiest, task we have faced
since D-day. Here before us lie the bodies
of comrades and friends. Men who until
yesterday or last week laughed with us,
joked with us, trained with us. Men who
were on the same ships with us, and went
over the sides with us as we prepared to
hit the beaches of this island. Men who
fought with us and feared with us. Some-
where in this plot of ground there may
lie the man who could have discovered
the cure for cancer. Under one of these
Christian crosses, or beneath a Jewish Star
of David, there may rest now a man who
was destined to be a great prophet—to
find the way, perhaps, for all to live in
plenty, with poverty and hardship for
none. Now they lie here silently in this
sacred soil, and we gather to consecrate
this earth in their memory. It is not easy
to do so. Some of us have buried our
closest friends here. Indeed, some of us
are alive and brcathiugatﬂ:isvctymg-
ment only because men who lie here be-

neath us had the courage and strength to
give their lives for ours. . . . We dedicate
ourselves, first to live together in peace
the way they fought and are buried in this
war. Here lie men who loved America
because their ancestors generations ago
helped in her founding, and other men
who loved her with equal passion because
they themselves or their own fathers es-
caped from oppression to her blessed
shores. Here lie officers and men, Ne-
groes and white, rich men and poor—
together. Here are Protestants, Catholics
and Jews—together. Here no man pre-
fers another because of his faith or de-
spises him because of his color. Here
there are no quotas of how many from
each group are admitted or allowed.
Among these men there is no discrimi-
nation, no. prejudice, no hatred. Theirs
is the highest and purest democracy. Any
man among us, the living, who fails to
understand that will thereby betray those
who lie here dead. Whoever of us lifts
his hand in hate against a brother, or
thinks himself superior to those who hap-
pen to be in the minority, makes of this
ceremony and of the bloody sacrifice it
commemorates an empty, hollow mockery.
Thus, then, as our solemn sacred duty, do
we, the living, now dedicate ourselves—
to the right of Protestants, Catholics and
Jews, of white men and Negroes alike,
to enjoy the democracy for which all of
them have here paid the price. . . .
“Thus do we memorialize those who,
having' ceased living with us, now live
within us. Thus do we consecrate our-
selves the living, to carry on the struggle
they began, Too much blood has gone
into this soil for us to let it lie barren.
Too much pain and heartache have fer-
tilized the earth on which we stand. We
here solemnly swear: This shall not be in
vain. Out of this, and from the suffering
and sorrow of those who mourn this, will
come—we promise—the birth of 2 new
freedom for the sons of man everywhere.

; We, the Assembly Training Class of Shorewood High School, have
recently discussed moral and spiritual values of youth today., We feel
that one of the great concerns of the thinking people of our country is
the all too apparent decline in ethical standards in public and private
life, We are convinced that this decline needs the attention of those
soon o be involved as world citizens, for we feel that even more dis-
turbing than the incidents themselves is the apathy of the general pub-
lic to these lower standards., It is evident to all of us that behavior
in pulblic and private life which was once condemned raises little pro-
test today,

foo frequently the plea is voiced that times have changed and that
ethical standards, as well as material standards, must also change. We,
as representatives of Shorewood High School, ecannot share this opinion,
however; and we desire tollksa.neffort.toeomct this apathy at
least within the limits of our own school, hoping the spirit will spread.

ruption in all phases of our so-

clety that it is difficult to ap-
pralse what has been happening. We
need some perspective. We must sep-
arate symptoms from ultimate causes.
Political corruption, crime, immorality,
athletie scandals, the current disorders
of our society, cannot be diagnosed as
independent, isolated phenomens.

Are things today really as bad as
they seem?
