INTRODUCTION TO FINANCIAL PROSPECTUS

A new dimension has been introduced into Israel's pelitical life with
the establishment under Yigael Yadin's leadership of The Democratic
Movement. The announcement of its formatiom sent a wave of enthusiasm
and hope coursing through the country, and a feeling quickly developed
that here was a visible alternative to the present government and a

man and 5 group vhom people could believe im, Here was a political
movement which if given the opportunity could lay to rest the deep
frustrations and disappointments of a large part of Israel's population,.

During the past twentyfive years and ever since he§left the Army as

Chief of Staff, Yadin has been comsistently wooed by the major political
partiegiie refused offer after offer to be Prime Minister, to be Minister
of Defence, and was recently comsidered for the position of President

of the State. During those years Yadinm served on numerous independent
commissiops of inquiry set up by the cabimet including thirteen months

of arduous kabor on the Agranat Committee set up to investigate the

Yom Kippur war. All these add up to the fact that Yadin's record was

such that he was eminently suited for the highest positions in the

land, And yet he always refused to enter political life,

It was not until this year, however, that Yadin realized he had no
moral right, in the face of the rapidly deteriorating social and
economic situation, to stand aside, e made his decision to enter
political activity in Israel and called upon all right-minded
citizens to group together to turn Israel around to prevent the
rapid slipping towards a major intermal crisis, and to remew the
former idealism,

There were also other men and women, many of whom held important
positions, who had never before thoughtfof political invelvement., They
all had the same thought: disenchantment with the indecisions of the
present government and with the existing political parties whose

methods were inadequate sniaieEsassrsitr in the face of the
grovwing intermal deterioration and dissension.

The inevitable conclusion was to establish a new party cutting
across all lines of political thought and anchored im the center
of Israel's political spectrum, It emerged that most of the people
of Israel saw their government moving in emdless circles without
decisive leadership. And am equally serious aspect was the fact
that many loyal supporters of Israel abroad were beginning to be
aware of this demoralization and lack of confidence in the
leadership.

Therefore, a decision was made and announced publicly on November
22, 1976, to establish The Democratic Movement nnﬂﬁo enter the
political arenas

It is apparent that the present government has placed a major
emphasis on foreign affairs and sedurity to the detriment of
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internal issues§ too long meglected and mow critically explosive.
It became the thesis of the newly organized Democratic Movement
that only an Israel strong and healthy internally could control

its own destiny and face its extermal problems, This strong
SHMEERESPCTRESS domestic bese has a direct bearing om the vitality
of the people and the stremgth of the army,

Five critical problems facing the country today have, in effect,
eveolved inte some of the major principles of The Democratic
Movement. They are:

CHANGE IN THE ELECTORAL SYSTEM

A basic change is imperative imn the electoral system if we want

to create a truly democratic society where the electorate and

the elected are linked im direct voting. Todgpy the Knesset, the
Histadrut, and other natiomal institutioms are peopled by
representatives selected by a small committee within each party
designed to reward the party faithful without reference to their
ability or qualifications, There are no primaries, no comstituencies,
The electorate votes for a party list whose members were selected
for him, This must be changed., There must be a democx atizationm

of the electoral system to rid the country of amn antiquated

method established by the Zionist mevementi many decades ago and iR
perpetuated for marrow political expediency., The system must be
modernimed so th&t each voter has a say in who shall represeant

him in these institétions, Control must move from a handful of
self-appointed 8¢ leaders to the individual voter, wvhere it
rightfully belongs,

STRENGTHENING OF EXECUTIVE OPERATIONS

The Democratic Movement calls for a radical change in thex
executive branch of the govermment. Today a large and unwieldy
cabinet,dictated by pure coalition and partisan politics has shown
its inability to make or carry out decisions that would alleviate
the intermal crisis. The Movement &BB® calls for a small SNGEESS
functional cabinet made up of highly competent and expert mem and
women whose policy decisions founded on national priorities, can
be executed through a coordinated system of ministries. Thus, im
addition to two or three senior mimnisters there would also be a
Minister for Social Affairs and a Minister for Economiec Affairs
working through a group of other ministers heading individual
departments and geared for immediate action. Additionally there
would be established regiomnal authorities that would brimg the
government closer to the needs and concerns of the people, This
streamlining of executive operatioms is mandatory if we are to
overcome years of neglect of the critical internal problems of
the country.

REVISED HOUSING POLICY

Israel urgently needs a revised housing policy so that this
basic factor of existence for all sectors of the population
can be adequately supplied. And those special sectors of the
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population who have had difficulties in acquiring homes «-

young couples, large families, the nmderpriv‘deged in development
towns, and ex-servicemen -~ would have highest priority in this
nev policy created to help close the social gap. Under the present
housing policy there are arbitrary decisions on types and locations
of housing developments which only serve the interests of large
contracting firms and speculators, Developments have beem built
without regard te the needs of large families numbering eight,
nine or ten persomns, and at costs way beyond the ability of these
families and others to cover, even im the lifteime of their
children,

REVISED EDUCATIONAL POLICY

Linked to & revised housing policy must be a reorganization

of the educatiomal system. Here, too, there has been a disregard
of the needs of those for whom education is more than a mepre
elementary necessity. It is the very foundation of their ecomomic
survival. The reorganization must begin with the very young,
providing them with special facilities and superior teaching
staff with emphasis placed on special educatioan for children
coming from large families. In other words, the other half of

the population mired in mear poverty and unable to cope with

the present bureaucratic systemmust be offered the finest in
educational facilities., This should begim at the level of www il
elementary schools and move progressively through high schools,
vocational schools, technical colleges and even at the
university level,

A STRONG ECONOMY

A strong economy developing alomng advanced technological

lines is essential to maintain the political and military
stability of the country., Resources must be allocated in
asccordance with cl¢ a¥ly defined priorities in the economic

and social spheres. The economy must move freely, with all

due concern for the welfare of the worker but at the same

time refraining from too great an intervention in those areas
where the individual is capable of fumctioning on his own,

Every effort must be made through compulsory arbitration in
essential services to rid the country of strikes, sanctions,

and lockouts that have plagued industry and drastically

reduced productivity. There should hot be a false egalitarianism
in the wag structure and yet a fair: reward must be paid for
effort and initiative. Ve must deliberately brimng about a maximum
increase in gross national product and im exports., We must create
the best possible conditions for foreign investment, by reducing
the bureaucracy which surrounds every new venture,

These, then, are some of the principles emerging from a close
study of present conditions in Israel which have reached what
might be called an intolerable state. These principles can be
achieved because basically the people of Israel, at present
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disillusioned with the government, are ready and anxious for 5
change that will restore their self-respect and give them comfidence
in the future, What they want is a stromg, popularly elected
government that will wipe out dishonesty in the bureaucracy, wide=
ranging inflatiGslonary tremds, and disturbing labor unrest. Amd

at the same time the peoplé want to maintain a stromg posture in
foreign affairs and security, Ome is impossible without the other,
The people of Israel are ready for sacrifices if called upon to de
s0 by a leadership which openly demonstrates that all citizenmns

are equal before the law,

This The Yemocratic Movement cam offer them..The Movement believes
it has the planning ability and executive strength to achieve these
desired aims, Only a clean sweep can repair the
damage done to Israel's social and ecomomic position, What is needed
is & resounding victory for the Movement at the polls in November
1977 to give it a clear mandate to begim the job.

The existing political parties will wage a tough election campaign.

They have the resources acquired over the years and they are liberally
upplied with funds from government coffers, They receive sums of money
aintain their party organization and sums of momey to wage an

elaction campaign. These two sums can reach almost half a million

Israeli pounds for each Knesset member. The Democratic Movement

begins with nothing except the small personal contributions of

a determined and dedicated membership which believes the time is

nov for a change., Tomorrow will be too late.

The Democratic Movement has aroused widespread enthusiasm in the
country for it is, im essence, a renewal of faith in Israel's
future based on the social and humanistic values of the Jewish
people. Only through such a political movement can Israel once
again move fAgward. It is this spirit which David Ben-Gurion
called upon to create the State of Israel and it is this spirit
vhich moves the founders of The Democratic Movement,
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
