As mentioned above, additional elective courses related to modern

The weekend theme is decided 
upon by the students, faculty and the Jewish Agency. The ~essions 
are comprised of lectures and discussions on a major issue of 
current Israeli interest. The guest speakers and rroderators are 
prominent Israeli ideological leaders . 

5. A meeting with a group of officers in the Israeli army will be 
scheduled during the year for a free discussion-confrontati on 
on non-military issues. This is arranged through the military 
college in Jerusalem (I.D.F. Education division). 

6. A member of the Knesset will host the College students in an 
afternoon tour and discussion at the Knesset. This will be 
a program devoted to the Israeli partiamentary system. 

7. In addition to a number of afternoon walking tours of Jerusalem, 
the College will conduct two major organized :trips to various 
parts of the country. These are orientation tours, designed 
to introduce students to important ancient sites. as well as 
to modern Israel. 

A. The Galilee Trip is scheduled for November 7 through 
November 11, 1976. This trip includes the Jordan River 
Valley, the Beth She'an Valley, Upper Galilee, the Golan 
Heights, and the northern Mediterranean coastline. 

B. The Negev and Sinai Trip is tentatively scheduled for 
April 11 through April 17, 1977. This trip includes Beersheba, 
Nabatean-Byzantine town (Shivta or Avdat), the Eilat area, 
Dahab, Strait$ of Tiran, Sharm el Sheikh, Mount Sinai, and 

, St. Catherine's Mor.1astery. 

Several one-day tours out of Jerusalem to the Dead Sea, 
Masada, Bethlehem, Hebron, etc., will be held throughout 
the year. 

NOTE: Spouses and special students who wish to participate in 
the tours will be charged whatever costs they incur. Also, when 
figures for the expense of the Sinai tour are available, all 
participants will be billed. 

8. Service Project: Students will be required to participate in 
a service project in Israel. This can take the finn of volunteer 
work in hospitals, tutoring Israeli youth, a stay on a kibbutz, 
civilian guard, commur1ity centre work, etc .

We highly recanmend that you explore the possibility of volunteering 
several hours of your time per week to assist under-privileged Israeli I 
children in supplementary stuczy or recreational activities. 
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Also, the Ben Shemen Youth Village, located near the town o.f Lod, 
consists of a grammar school and high school for the children of 
broken and under-privileged familes. In the past, students have 
travelled to this village once a week in order to tutor children. 

Students. may suggest other service projects, for the approval of 
Rabbi Joel Oseran, who will coordinate this aspect of the program.
