WE CANNOT CONCERN OURSELVES ONLY WITH THE GROWTH OF OUR OWN COUNTRY - EVEN THIS IS

NOT ENQUGH.

AS HUMANS WE ARE PART OF THE WORLD - THE WHOLE WORLD. THE BEATING HEARTS OF BLACK

CITIZENS OF THIS NATTON AND THE BEATING HEARTS OF BLACK NATIONS ON OTHER CONTINENTS -

MUST BE AS REAL TO US AS THE BEATING HEARTS OF OUR OWN CHILDREN. UNTIL THERE IS A
