In regard to the Tel Aviv University, my notes show 
me that Shimon raised the question with y~hat you had 
very strong reservatiOns and that you said you would eXAmine 
the problem in America. In the meantime the whole question

any ~inal conclusions to be reached. 

Mr. Ben-Gurion has written a ~etter with his reservations 
to Mr. Pincus who wi~ doubt~ees have discussed the matter with 
you. Sam Rothberg lIet last night with Mr. Ben-Gurion and will 
also have given you a full report, and an hour ago I received 
a copy ot a cable which Teddy sent to various addressees, ~ 
of which edds to the confusion. 

I em seein8 Mr. Ben-Gurion on Thursday and will endeavour 
to get some ~ina1 conclusion out ot him BO that we know where 
we are. I do not think this will be possible unti~ Pincus' 
return on Friday. In other words I think it will be o~ after 
the meetin8 between Mr. Ben-Gurion and Mr. Pincus that it wi~~ 
be possible tor me to let you know bow matters stand, one way 
or another. This sho~d take place by ths m1dd~e of next week 
and I will cable you 1mmed1ate~ the conclusiOns reached. 

A personal note. lihen I agreed to act in this capacity 
I I119.de a condition that the entire business be centralised through 
me. What is happening is just the reveree. with various individ­
uals pulling in various directioDs.

As I advised you, I brought the matter of the sponsoring of,the,visit ( ~~ 
to the attention of the members of the Jewish Agency Execut1ve 1n . ~ 

New York and I would like to 91ve you their opinion in connection with . 
how the sponsoriag groups should be §et up. 

They believe that it would be logical and expedient if the umbrella 
organizations or "sponsoring organizations" would be the UJA and the 
Bond Drive only. In that way Ben Gurian's visit to the U.S. would 
clearly centralize around the two major supporting fundraising agencies 
for Israel. After that all the other national Jewish organizations 
can be listed alphabetically as "cooperating agencies." This proposal 
would obviously be the simplest and avoid organizational jealousies 
and competition .. 

If, however, the intention is to add to these two sponsoring agenC±e~~~ 
(namely, UJA and Bonds), it would be unthinkable and indeed misunder-
stood to exclude from this list the Jewish Agency Executive as the 
overall representative of the Zionist Movement.. To ignore the fact 
that Ben Gurian was for decades the chairman of the Jewish Agency 
Executive would be simply incomprehensible to any intelligent Jew. 

On the other hand, listing the CJFWF has no meaning whatsoever in 
such an overall group of umbrella organizations, though certainly it 
should be listed among the cooperating agencies.

BEN-GURION VISIT 

I talked with Don Hurwitz in Philadelphia, Isidore Sobeloff in Los 
Angeles, as well as Jim Rice and AI Hutler in Chicago regarding 
Mr. Ben-Gurion's visit . 

PHILADELPHIA - We have re-confirmed to Philadelphia the fact 
that Ben- Gurion will be addressing the Philadelphia campaign 
function on Monday, March 6. As of this moment , Mr. Hurwitz 
believes that the dinner will be at the Warwick Hotel. If there 
should be a change, be will let us know. I told h1m that Ben­
Gurian would be arriving in Philadelphia, from Miami, in the 
very late afternoon of Sunday, March 5, and that he would leave 
Philadelphia on Tuesday morning, March 7. I explained to Mr. 
Hurwitz that we would want nothing to take priority over the 
campaign functionj that it would be advisable if he and Consul 
Yissakhar Ben-Yaacov were to clear with each other on how Ben­
Gurion's calendar was to be filled, especially regarding the 
Jewish institutions of higher learning -- Graetz and Dropsie. 
I also indicated that Ralph Goldman would be in touch with 
Mr. Hurwitz. Shortly after my conversation with Mr. Hurwitz, 
Mr. Ben-Yaacov called from Philadelphia . I gave him the same 
informatlon~ and he promised that we would receive the Phila­
delphia program, in writing, in due time. 

LOS ANGELES - Mr. Sobel off was advised that Ben-Gurion would 
arrive in Los Angeles in the afternoon of March 7 and that 
he would be expecting to address Mr. SObeloff ' s campaign 
function on Wednesday, March 8 . Moreover, I indicated that 
Ben-Gurion would stay in Los Angeles until the morning of 
March 10. Sobey indicates that the tentative location of the 
campaign function is at the Beverly Hilton Hotel . He believes 
that all contact with Jewish institutions of higher learning 
should be through his Board of Jewish Education. I urged that 
there be the closest kind of co- ordination between h~ and 
Consul General Avshalom Caspi . Although Sobey understood that 
Ben-Gurion will solicit for the IEF while in Los Angeles, he 
doesn't want to give any public notice of this fact.

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THE MlDRASHA IN SDE BOKER 
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Since his retirement as Prime M~nisterl Ml',. Ben GuriOl' has mnde 

Negev reclamation on a broad scale his central work . Characteristically, 

his concept is imaginative, bold and sweeping. SignificaTltly, it revolves 

about education. 

The Midl'ssha in Sde Boker, conceived by Ben Gurian, is a projected 

complex of education and research institutions which will serve the entire 

,Negev. The ver-all aim of the Midrashll is to draw a.ttention to the. importance 

of the Negev, to mobilize the energy of !fo;rae] f s youth in behali of tris part. 

of Israel, and to provide the opportunity for the stu(l~ of Negev's resoi.trc~s 

and for the ~tilization of these ~esources. 

One of the most important single Uni1:5 "in the Midrasha will be a 

regional academic high school which is intended to serve the entire area 

surrounding Sde Boker. 

At the present time ther:c is a makeShift high school in Sdc Boker 

which consists 01 prefabricated asbe9tos buildings nnd which can accommodate 

only 90 students. The projected new high school wiU have 3. capacity 01 600 

students of whom 240 Will live in 11' dormitory. 

Israel has mnde a concerted ef"fort to build up the Negev becaus(e 

this desert orea, rovaged by nature and the. -dctim of centuries of neglect, 

holds the key to Israelts futUre. If l~rael i:;.; to accommodate a population 

substantially larger than its present onll, it will have to look to the Neg~v 

to receive these people .. Tile water p:l'oblem jn Israel derives iLs sigllifjc~lllce 

from the fact that water is essential to tho development of the Negev and the 

development of the Ne~cv is essential to Israel's gl.·owth. 
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In keeping with this central objective, Israel has been encouraging 

the establishment of new towns in the Negev, as p:l.rt of the over-all plan to 

penetrate this part of the country. Examples of these towns nrc Yeruhnm nnd 

Mitzpe Ramon. 1.ife in these towns is grim. It is everywhere conceded that 

it takes a great deal of idealism and self-sacrifice to settle in these and 

other small settlements which have begun to dot the Negev countryside. 

The people who have demonstrated the spirit to face the rigors and 

insecu.l'ity of life in the Negev must be given every encouragement to stay on . 

• Few things will have this effect in grl:atcr measure and in a morc meahingful 

• 
way than the establishment of a high .;cllo01 of cxcellcl1c<.! in the m:ldst of the 

Negev to which the children can go and receive the best education tlv:J.ilnble 

in the country . 

Moreover, in the cultural oettinK which will be provid ed by the 

other units th3t will comprise the Midrllsh3, the high school will undoubtedly 

become one of the model schools of the country.
