Dear Friends: 

At our regular meeting on Monday, June 13th, 

the Execu ive Committee adopted the following resolution: 

Resolved that it is the sense of this meeting 
t hat the American Civil Liberties Union ought to 
incorporate, subject to the approval of the Nation­
al Committee. p.-~dvided, that when the vote is taken 
two-thirds of those voting shall vote affinnatively; 
and provided, further, that such two-thirds vote 
shall represent an actual majority of the National 
Connnittee membership. 

You are now asked to vote upon this proposal, 

Objections raised hitherto to incorporation 

were as follows: 

(1) That incorporation would in a measure ~estrict 
the freedom and infonnality of our action as it 
exists under our present loose fonn of organiza­
tioJIL; 

(2) that the directors of the corporate entity would 
be liab)e for debts of the organization; 

(3) that the Union has not hitherto recognized the 
conditions which called it into being as permanent, 
and that th ere may be no warrant for the assump­
tion of permanency that would be implied in incor­
poration . 

(4) that the corporate entity would be subject to 
suits at law in the event of libel or other mis ­
conduct. 



National Committee -2-

The counter arguments on these points are as follows: 

(1) A subsidiary form of incorporation could be 
devised providing for but one annual meeting 
of the directors for reorganization and per­
functory business. This would leave the Union 
free to conduct its business as in the past 
with expeditious informality. 

(2) There would be no more probability of suable 
debts against the Union under corporate control 
than under the present form of organization. 
Our present £inancial system would continue, 
protected as it is by monthly statements and a 
complete annual report. The Union has never yet 
experienced an inability to pay its debts, and 
its financial condition is better at this time 
than it has c~er been in the past. 

(3) Those of us who are in the work realize more 
that the need for the ttrx-ion is likely to continue 
for an indefinite period -. If it should be found 
at any time that the need has ceased to exist, the 
corporation could be easily diss~lved& Testators 
and the founders of endo,:vments woul<l experience no 
difficulty in altering t~ei~ plans to meet any 
changes in the situation. 

(4) It is not at all likely that suits for libel 
will develop in the future any more than they have 
in the past~ All official statements by the Union 
are checked by counsel in advance if there is even 
the slightest possibility of an element of libel~ 
If the organization should be guilty of misconduct, 
it ought to be liable. 

The principal advantages of incorporation are two: 

(1) It would place the Union in a position to re~eive 
bequests. On a number of occasions the Union 
has failed to receive bequests because it was 
not incorporated •• 

(2) If it were incorporated, the Union could itself 
bring action in the courts when it finds itself

2. Religious and educational freedom 

Last spri:.-ig vie got out e. pamphlet entitled "The Gag 
o:-i Teaching" which covered all the legislative restrictioi'!S 
on schools and colleges during the past decadea That pam­
phlet aroused col1side able criticism on the grounct that cer­
tain of the issues were not our concern 2.nd that others did 
~ot involve minority or individual rights, but educational 
policy. 

Our board , canvassing these objections , has agreed 

(1) Thet we have no concern Dith Bible-reading in the 
schools e;'cepting \11he,1. it is compulsory, and that 1 ts 
interest for us in that situation depends upon a clear 
showi~G in specific iDstances tha t a denial of religions 
freedom has occurred; 

(2) That sectaria~1. religious in3truction under the 
"school time release 11 ::.,~rsteri1 (under 1hich pupils are 
excused from schools to take religio~s instruction 
under 7-)rivac.e auspices) does i.1o t ~~raise civil 
liberties issues . 

Our Committee on Academic Freedom, wresting with some 
of these bordar-line issues, has proposed that in all instances 
u co~sideration of the eGucational principles i~volved should 
~recede the intervention of the Union in defe~se of religious 
freGdom or froo speech in schools.

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The Principles of Academic Freedom 

The Issue of Freedom in Teaching. 

AT NO TIME in the pa t ha ' the que tion of 
aead mic freedom been of greater concern to 

Am rican ducator tJian today. ,vith the increa -
ing <·ompl xit of ocial life there ha emerged a 
cJa 1-- of p ciali t in knowledge who. ervice to 
tl1 eouununity depend upon the ab olute con­
fide • • which the community repo e in their in­
tellectual integrity. Any attempt to abridge the 
right of re earch, teaching, and publication i 
therefor fundamental challenge to the teacher ' 
profr • ion l tatu for where the pre umption of 
freedom and di intere tednc 1 lacking, hi work 
1, ri~htly u pect. 

In addition to hi vocation a a cholar, the edu-
ator~ b irtue of hi toric tradition as well as 

membc-r hip in a democratic community, i called 
upon to furni h leadership both in moulding the 
ham ·t r of the young and influencing public 

polil'i -~- The excrci e of such leader hip carrie 
wit it th nece ity of critically evaluating con­
tcm1 urar cultur . The impo ition of arbitrary 
che lo!- npon freedom of teaching, critici m, and 
publi • propagation of belief makes it impo sible 
for teach r to develop the trait of leader hip­
ind p ·nd nee, in ight, and initiative-for which 
the <·o,nruunity look to them today. 

or ean any t achcr win the re pect of hi tu­
dent .. :111d properly perform hi educational func­
tior,. i-oo I ng a hi tudent believe that he is not 
fre< to i-u. what he think . The American A ocia­
tio11 of { niver ity Profe sor well says: 

" I,, ord r to xert a high degree of beneficial 
infhu·u upon his students, the college teacher 
rnm-t fir t induce their confidence in hi sincerity. 
H( 11m convince them that he i intellectually 
fr t a.nd concerned with nothing but ternal 

•riti •. If, th refore, the tudents in any col­
l<·g cl room reach the conclusion that their 
tt-acli r is afraid to speak his whole mind or 

j t. hi. con cientiou beliefs, the day of hi m­
:fluen over them is done. 

"Hence college pre ident and governing 
boards ought to realize that nothing woula 
more urely impair the whole morale of coll g 
in truction than a feeling among the students 
that tho c who lead them are them elve being· 
led, in other word , that their in tructor are 
free to say what they think only so long a it 
coincides with the opinions of those in author­
ity ."-Bulletin of the American A sociation of 
Univer ity Profes or , Vol. XIX, May, 1933, 

o. 5, P. 83. 

Th quest for truth and the exerci e of leader-
hip are render d particularly difficult in a period 

of economic cri es and of harpened ocial antag­
oni m . The range of controversial topics i ex­
tended; the i ucs are more momentou ; the pas-
ion of elf-interest are more easily arou ed. Ve tcd 

inte1·e t of one sort or another seek to cripple in-
truction which they regard as untrue or harmful. 

Self-appointed custodian of the public welfare et 
them elve up a educational censors; attempts are· 
made to impo e narrow and sectarian political 
programs upon school and teachers in order to 
xploit their profe ional reputation for disinter-
tednes . It is therefore imperatvve in tke present 

era of social transition to define, extend, and deferul 
the rights and responsibuity of all participants itn­
the educatio'Tl,(ll process. 

The ommitt e i well aware that no ab olute 
principle can be laid down. Every specific case­
mu t be judged a it ari e in the light of relevant 
factor . But in order to indicate what factor are 
to be judged relevant in reaching a conclu io111 
and formulating a plan of action, and in order to 
prevent di criminatory action against teachers on 
camouflaged grounds of incompetence, economy,. 
violation of good ta te, etc., the following guiding· 
principl,es are proposed: 

Administrative Control 

I. In piiblic "adult education" and in all insti­
tutions of higher education, teaching should b 
quite free of all inter{ erence except for the re-



quirements of standards of scholarship and ef­
fective teaching. 

While teachers should not take advantage of 
their positions to carry on in the cla sroom par­
tisan or sectarian propaganda, no seriou opinion 
on questions relevant to the subject which they 
teach should be excluded from consideration, nor 
should teachers be expected to conceal their per­
sonal opinions on such question . 

If need should arise for an objective interpreta­
tion of these limiting requirement as enforced by 
the admini tration, such interpretation hould be 
made by a jury chosen by ome permanent organi­
zation of instructors, such as the American A o­
ciation of University Professors. At the hearing 
before such juries, students who have been taught 
by the instructor should have the right to be heard. 
(Thi provi ion; however, hould not affect the right 
of administrator to determine whether teacher are 
fit to continue after a preliminary teaching period -
if so specified in the contract; unle of cour e an 
i. sue of freedom of opinion i raised.) 

2. In the el,ementary and secondary schools like 
freedom and like requirements should hold, allow­
ance being made for differences arising from the 
age and maturity of the students. 

If questions should arise concerning the ad­
ministration's interpretations of these limitations, 
then a composite jury representing school au­
thorities, community opinion, and professional 
opinion should investigate and make public report 
of their findings to the school board with recom­
mendation as to appropriate action. If the edu­
cational members of the jury do not concur in the 
majority report, they should make public a min­
ority report setting forth the reasons for their 
dissent. 

3. In the out-of-school expression of opinion 
and participation in public affairs, teachers should 
enjoy the same freedom as other citizens and pro­
f e ion al group without being called upon to give 
an accounting of their views and activitie to their 
uperior . Rather than permit fear of antagonizing 

authorities to silence teachers, their participation 
in public affairs should be encouraged and counted 
in their favor o long a it doe not adver ely in­
fluence the effectiveness of their classroom teach­
ing and quality of their research. It i to be under-
tood that classroom discussion hould be relevant 

to the ubject the instructor i employed to teach. 

4. The ame prov1 10n hold corre ponding} 
for the executive of chools and colleg a for 
the teachers in tho e chool . 

5. Because the effectual educative proc it elf 
is at stake, the teaching profes ion at all 1 vels i 
vitally concerned with the matter of fre dom of 
teaching and should organize it elf appropriately 
to see that the right of teachers in thi regard are 
properly re pected. 

Legislative Control of the Curriculum of 
Tax-Supported Schools 

1. The Committee recognize the legal power of 
the legislature under exi ting con titution to con­
trol the curriculum, but challenges any unrea on­
able application of that power. Laws prohibiting 
teaching the theory of evolution, for in lance, eem 
to the Committee unrea onable. 

2. In the case of public in titution of higher 
education, the same principles already tated 
hould apply as in other institutions of thi char­

acter. 

3. The control of the chool curriculum hould 
be ve ted within the educative function. Th legis­
lature should delegate authority in thi matter to 
the State Department of Education which may et 
up minimum requirement , but leave the making of 
the curriculum, so far a it can be made in ad­
vance, to the school per onn 1 ( offi ial and teach­
ers) working under the local board of education. 

Religion in the Schools 

1. The separation of church and tate is a 
fundamental con ideration in determining the is­
ues involving religiou practices in the public 
chool . 

2. Compul ory Bible-reading, except in educa­
tional cour e uch as comparative r ligion and 
comparative literature, violate civil lib rtie prin­
ciple by compelling minoritie among tud nt to 
listen to the teaching of r ligiou b Ii f • which 
they do not hare. 

Rights of Students in High Schools 
and Colleges 

Student hould be permitted to examine and 
openly di cu idea in a earch for truth. Thi i. 
e ential if they are to learn to judge for them­
elve . Granted freedom of expre ion, abu e would 
eldom occur. Check , if nece sary, hould come 



not from cen or hip by the faculty but rather from 
pre ure by tudent opinion. 

No di ciplinary action hould be taken again t 
tudents on account of their religious, social or 

political conviction or activity. Student organiza­
tion and publication should be entirely free to 
engage in the di cu ion of public affair and edu­
cational policy. "Di ·cu ion" hould be interpreted 
to include variou form · of participation in ocial 
and political movement . Such participation 
hould be regarded a a genuinely educational 

function. 

Teachers' Oaths of Loyalty 

The law requiring pecial oath of loyalty from 
teacher place them in a po ition where their 
critical evaluation of our political and economic 
in. titution can be interpreted a di loyalty, e. pe­
cially where uch critici m run counter to the be­
lief. of legi lator or admini trator . Experience 
ha hown that uch oath are often u ed a in-
trumcnt of intimidation again t t acher who 

cxpre unpopular view . In th intere t of free 
educational di cu ' ion of the problem of Amer-

ican life, such pecial oath hould b liminat d 
from the statute books wherever they are in force, 
and every movement to extend legislation of thi 
character should be vigorou ly oppo ed. 

Teachers' Organizations 

The enforcement of the foregoing provi ion to 
protect for teacher their academic freedom and 
tenure right i largely contingent upon the exi t ­
ence of trong teacher ' organization able to con­
duct a militant defen e in behalf of their member. 
Any attempt therefore on the part of legi lativ 
or administrative authoritie to re trict the free­
dom of the teacher to organize and control their 
a ociation and union con titute a eriou in­
fringement of the letter and pirit of thi tate­
ment. In order to prevent unwarranted attack 
upon their tenur right , teacher organization 
should trive to have t nur law enacted protect­
ing them again t unju . t di mi al. Committ e on 
academic fr dom and national organization of 
t acher. can perform a u ·eful ervice in triving 
to pr vent the nullification of tenure law ' in ' talcs 
wh re they have been nacted.

At our regular meeting on Monday, June 13th, 

the Executive Committee adopted the following resolution: 

Resolved that it is ~he sense of this meeting 
that the America4 Civil Liberties Union ought to 
incorporate, subject to the approval of the Nation­
al Cor:nnittee, p.-~o:vided, that when the vote is taken 
two-thirds of those voting shall vote affirmatively; 
and provided, further, that such two-thirds vote 
shall represent an actual majority of the rational 
Committee membershin . ... 

Objections raised h1therto to incorporation 

were as follows: 

(1) That incorporation would in a measure ~estrict 
the freedom and informality of our action as it 
exists under our present loose fonn of organiza­
tioJTt; 

(2) t...~at the directors of the corporate entity would 
be liabie for debts of the organization; 

(3) that the Union has not hitherto recognized the 
conditions which called it into being as permanent~ 
and that th ere may be no warrant for the assur.1:p­
tion of permanency that would be implied in incor­
poration. 

(4) that the corporate entity would be subject to 
suits at law in the event of libel or other mis­
conduct. 



National Committee -2-

The counter arguments on these points are as follows: 

(1) A subsidiary form of incorporation could be • 
devised providing for but one annual meeting 
of the directors for reorganization and per­
functory busineBs- This would leave the Union 
free to conduct its business as in the past 
with ex~itious informality. 

(2) There would be no more probability of suable 
debts against the Union under corporate control 
than under the present form of organization·. 
Our present ~inancial system would continue~ 
protected as it is by monthly statements and a 
complete annual report. The Union has never yet 
experienced an inability to pay its debts, and 
its financial condition is better at this time 
than it has c'tfer been in the past· • . 

(3) Those of us who are in the work realize more 
th~t the need for the union is likely to continue 
for an indefinite period·. If it should be found 
at any time that the need has ce~sed to exist, the 
corporation could be easily diss~lyed~ Testators 
and the founders of endov~ents would experience no 
difficulty in altering t~eit plans to meet any 
changes in the situation. 

(4). It is not at all likely that suits for libel 
will develop in the future any mo re than they have 
in the past. All official statements by the Union 
are checked by counsel in advance if there is even· 
the slightest possibility of an element of libel~ 
If the organization should be guilty of misconduct, 
it ought to be liable~ 

The principal advantages of incorporation are two: 

(1) It would place the Union in a position to re~eive 
bequests. On a number of occasions the Union 
has failed to receive bequests because it was 
not incorporated •• 

(2) If it were incorporated, the Union could itself 
bring action in the courts when it finds itself

The theory in set­ting up t:1ese ir1depende ,1t orgc:::1.izations 1:1e..s that the~, would enlist support ~hich the Civil Liberties Union itself could ~ot e~list a~d ~hich freed from identi­ficc.tion with our other work t ~1e job they had in hand. 

But a f eeli:-ig has oee::i Gro ;,.,ing in our board that ~ith the gro~th of these subsidiary orga~izations, the Union's activities have become too mucn diffused and have left the main organizetio~ too exclusively i n the field of defe~se i~ the courts &nd therefore too much ide~tified ~ith defense of radical cases. The Board of Lirectors has therefore resolved, subject to vour a·pnroval ., .l

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The Principles of Academic Freedom 
I 

The Issue of Freedom in Teaching, 

AT ~O TL\IE in the past has the question of 
academic freedom been of greater concern to 

Am(-ncan educators tlum today. With the increas­
ing ,·u111pJexitJ- of social life there has emeTged a 
c~a5:- of specialists in knowledge whose service to 
thE ·()rnmunity dEpends upon the absolute con­
fidencE which the community reposes in their in­
h·llt::ct u al integrity. Any attempt to abridge the 
right of research, teaching, and publication is 
tht-rdon: a fundamental challenge to the teachers' 
profbsional status, for whHe the presumption of 
freE-<lom and disinterestedness is lacking, his work 
j, rightly suspect. 

Ir1 addition to hi.:; vocation as a scholar, the edu­
cator. bv rirtue of historic tradition as well as . ., 
JJ1e1t 1bc-rship in a democratic community, is called 
upon to furnish leadership both in moulding the 
char:J.cters of the young and influencing public 
polici1::s. The exercise of such leadership carries 
with it the necessity of critically evaluating con­
hmporary culture. The imposition of arbitrary 
chec.-k~ upon freedom of teaching, criticism, and 
pub}j'-= vropagation of belief makes it irnpos ihle 
for tE.-ac:hers to de,-elop the traits of leadership-­
jndq:.,d1Jcnce, insight, and initiative--for which 
the <.:ornnmnity looks to them today. 

~ or can any teacher win the respect of his stu­
dent ~ :rnd properly perform his educational func­
t ior.. ~o long as his students believe that he is not 
frH tv ~aJ what he thinks. The American Associa­
tior, of University Professors well says: 

" [ 11 order to exert a high degree of beneficial 
influence upon his students, the college teacher 
mn,t first induce their confidence in his sincerity. 
Ht: rnu t convince them that he is intellectually 
frtt and concerned with nothing but eternal 
·Hrities. If, therefore, the students in any col­
h·gi:: classroom reach the conclusion that their 
h :acher is afraid to speak his whole mind or 
gii't his conscientious beliefs, the day of his in­
flutnct: over them is done. 

"Hence college presidents and governing· 
boards ought to realize that nothing would" 
more surely impair the whole morale of college­
instruction than a feeling among the stu<lentS­
that those who lead them are themselves being­
led, in other words, that their in:structors are 
free to say what they think only so long as it 
coincides with the opinions of those in author­
ity."-Bulletin of the American Association of 
University Professors, Yo]. XIX, l\,lay, 1933, 
No. 5, P. 83. 

The quest for truth and the exercise of leader­
ship are rendered particularly difficult in a period 
of economic crises and of sharpened social antag­
onisms. The range of controversial topics is ex­
tended; the issues are more momentous; the pas­
sions of self-interest are more easily aroused. Vested 
interests of one sort or another seek to cripple in­
struction which they regard as untrue or harmful. 
Self-appointed custodians of the public welfare set 
themselves up as educational censors; attempts are· 
made to impose narrow and sectarian political 
programs upon schools and teachers in order to· 
exploit their professional reputation for disinter­
estedness. It is there[ ore imperative i.n fhe present 
era of social tra-miti<.m to define, extend, and def eruI 
the rights and respO'Tlsib·il.ity of all participant8 in­
the educatio1l,(ll process. 

The Committee is well a-ware that no absolute· 
principles can be laid down. Every specific case­
must be judged as it arises in the light of relevant 
factors. But in order to indicate what factors are 
to be judged relevant in reaching a conclusiona 
nnd formulating a plan of action, and in order to· 
prevent discriminatory action against teachers on 
camouflaged grounds of incompetence, economy,. 
violation of good ta te, etc., the following guidiny­
principl.e1t are proposed: 

Administrative Control 

1. In public "adult educatio-n" and in all inst;... 
t'l.itions of hig}u:r ediication, teaching should be­
quite free of all interference except for the re-
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quirerr:ents of standards of scholarship and ef­
f edive teaching. 

".hile teachers should not take advantage of 
their positions to carry on in the classroom par­
tisan or sectarian propaganda, no serious opinions 
ou que5tions relevant to the subjects which they 
teach should be excluded from consideration, nor 
should teachers be expected to conceal their per­
sonal opinions on such questions. 

If need should arise for an objective interpreta­
tion of these limiting requirements as enforced by 
the administration, such interpretation should be 
made by a jury chosen by some permanent organi­
zation of instructors, such as the American Asso­
ciation of University Professors. At the hearing 
before such juries, students who have been taught 
by the instructor should have the right to be heard. 

(This provision1 however, should not affect the right 
of administrators to determine whether teachers are 
fit to continue after a preliminary teaching period­
if so specified in the contract; unless of course an 
i. sue of freedom of opinion is raised.) 

2. In the elementary and secondary schools like 
freedom and like requirements should hold, allow­
ance being made for differences arising from the 
age and maturity of the students. 

If questions should arise concerning the ad­
ministration's interpretations of these limitations, 
then a composite jury representing school au­
thorities, community opinion, and professional 
opinion should investigate and make public report 
of their findings to the school board with recom­
mendation as to appropriate action. If the edu­
cational members of the jury do not concur in the 
majority report, they should make public a min­
ority report setting forth the reasons for their 
dissent. 

3. In the ou.t-of-school, e:r:pression of o 1n..1uo-n 
and participation in public affairs, teachers should 
enjoy the same freedom as other citizens and pro­
fe~sional groups without being called upon to give 
nn accounting of their ,•iews and activities to their 
superiors. Rather than permit fear of antagonizing 
authorities to silence teachers, their participation 
in public affairs should be encouraged and counted 
in their favor so long as it does not adver elv in­
flu ence the effectiveness of their classroom t;ach­
ing and quality of their research. It is to be under­
stood that classroom discussfon should be relevant 
to the subject the instructor is employed to teach. 

4. The same prov1s1on5 hol<l correspondingly 
for the executives of schools and colleges as for 
the teachers in those schools. 

5. Because the effectual educative process itself 
is at stake, the teaching profession at all levels is 
vitally concerned with the matter of freedom of 
teaching and should organize itself appropriately 
to see that the rights of teachers in this regard are 
properly respected. 

Legislative Control of the Curriculum of 
Tax-Supported Schools 

1. The Committee recognizes the legal power of 
the legislature under existing constitutions to con­
trol the curriculum, but challenges any unreason­
able application of that power. Laws prohibiting 
teaching the theorJ of evolution, for instance, seem 
to the Committee unreasonable. 

2. In the case of public institutions of higher 
education, the same principles already stated 
should apply as in other institutions of this char­
acter. 

3. The control of the school curriculum should 
be vested within the educative function. The legis­
lature should delegate authority in this matter to 
the State Department of Education which may set 
up minimum requirements, but leave the making of 
the curriculum, so far as it can be made in ad­
,·ance, to the school personnel ( officials and teach­
ers) working under the local boards of education. 

Religion in the Schools 

1. The separation of church and state is a 
fundamental consideration in determining the is­
sues involving religious practices in the public 
schools. 

2. Compulsory Bible-reading, except in educa­
tional courses such as comparative religion and 
comparative literature, violates civil liberties prin­
ciples by compelling minorities among students to 
listen to the teaching of religious beliefs which 
they do not share. 

Rights of Students in High Schools 
and Colleges 

Students should be permitted to examine and 
openly discuss ideas in a search for truth. This is 
essential if they are to learn to judge for them­
selves. Granted freedom of expression, abuses would 
seldom occur. Checks, if necessary, should come 



not from censorship by the faculty but rather from 
pressure by tudent opinion. 

X o disciplinary action should be taken against 
students on account of their religious, social or 
political convictions or activity. Student organiza­
tions and publications should be entirely free to 
engage in the discussion of public affairs and edu­
cational policy. "Discussion" should be interpreted 
to include various forms of participation in social 
and political movements. Such participation 
should be regarded as a genuinely educational 
function. 

Teachers' Oaths of Loyalty 

The laws requiring special oaths of loyalty from 
teachers place them in a position where their 
critical evaluation of our political and economic 
institutions can be interpreted as disloyalty, espe­
cially where such criticism runs counter to the be­
lic,f j of legislators or administrators. Experience 
has shown that such oaths are often used as in­
struments of intimidation against teachers who 
express unpopular views. In the interest of free 
educational discussion of the problems of Amer-

ican life, such special oaths should be eliminated 
from the statute books wherever they are in force, 
and every movement to extend legi Iation of this 
character should be vigorously opposed. 

Teachers' Organizations 

The enforcement of the foregoing provisions to 
protect for teachers their academic freedom and 
tenure rights is largely contingent upon the exist­
ence of strong teachers' organizations able to con­
duct a militant defense in behalf of their members. 
Any attempt therefore on the part of legislative 
or administrative authorities to restrict the free­
dom of the teachers to organize and control their 
associations and unions constitutes a serious in­
fringement of the letter and spirit of this state­
ment. In order to prevent unwarranted attacks 
upon their tenure rights, teachers organizations 
should strive to have tenure laws enacted protect­
ing them against unju t di missal. Committees on 
academic freedom and national organizations of 
teachers can perform a useful service in striving 
to prevent the nullification of tenure laws in states 
where they haYe been enacted.
