RESOLUTION ON ABROGATION OF THE WHITE PAPER

WHEREAS, the British White Paper of 1939 which decrees the
complete cessation of Jewish immigration into Palestine by the
end of March, 1944, deals a severe blow to the Jewish victims of
Nazi bestiality seeking escape from extermination at the hands of
the Hitler henchmen; and,

WHEREAS, the White Paper, one of the tragic results of the
Chamberlain policy of appeasement, is a flagrant violation of the
British mandate on Palestine which guarantees the right of Jews
to immigrate into and settle in Palestine; and,

WHEREAS, the Congress of Industrial Organization, at its
1943 National Convention, held in the City of Philadelphia, adopt-
ed a resolution condemning the White Paper and calling for its im-
mediate repeal; Now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that
