r. 
Among the tasks oonfronting the San Frano1soo c-,nrerenoe is that rif 

aasuring international protection or human rights. It bulks large in the 

minds or th,.,se who hold that political institutions, na·tional er inter-

national, are instituted among men t~ saf'eguard oertain basio 1nalienabl8 

rights of the itldividuals comprising the national and international oommunity 

and who beli~ve that i~ternational peace and individual freedom are indivisible. 

• These ideals haTe inspired many able and el,quent demands for an Inter­

national Bill ~r Rights, advanced among othera by the World Jewish Cnngress 

and the American J~wish Cont'erenoe. With suoh ideals and aspirations we 

unreservedly agree. The question. however, to which this memcrandum is di-

reoted oonoerns the institutional fo~m in which hopgs based on such ideals 

oan be satisfied, it at all, at San Francisco or, for that matter, in a 

foreseeable future elsewhere. In other words. the question that must be 

answergd is: What rcnn of international protection of individual rights, if 

&ny, oan be evolved at this time on th~ basis or a realiatio appraisal of the 

present attitude or the ~arious nations?

A fairly general agreement on the essentials or human rights exists to­

day mnong the United Nations. Whether or not all er them are equally sinoere 

about it, is doubtful at best. Still, hardly any or them wculd refuse to 
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join in a general statement of respect for fundamental freedcms. It will, 

however, be very diffioult to formulate detailAd -pr~visions dealing with 

human ribhts, that would prove aooeptable at this time to all interested 

parties. 

There is a ooneenaus ef ~pinirn as to th~ existenoe of s~me internati nal 

intere&t in the protection of minimum standards of individual freedom. But 

attempts at an outriLht internati~nal ~nforo~ment of these standards w~uld be 

blocked by the relu~tanoe to reco 6nize a suoari r international juriadi~tien 

in a sphere long a j~alously guarded domain r,f exclusive domestic juriadiotion. 

If this appraieal of th.4'.11 PrP-sent situation is oorreot, the way, if any, 

r.,f as8urin6 some concrete nroteotion ~f human rights at this time r.i.ust be f<'und 

in a scheme that would make use of the gen8ral agreeMent n the existence of 

some basio human rights and their international relevance, but, at the same 

time, a.,rl"'id the difficulty l"lf a detailed definition C'f auo }1 rights and sidE,­

traok the opposition to SUJI! ricr international ~nforoement, deemed a challenge 

t~ national sovereignty. 

This dilemma oan be solved through, l) the avoidunoe ~f every ntt~mpt 

at the fcrm1ilation l')f a detailed Bill t,f Righta at this time; and 2) the im­

mediate orea.tion of an intern1.tional agency that should operate within the 

fram~work of nati~nal s~vereignty. Such ngenoy sh~uld, in the first instance, 

use w ateTer machinery, lP-gal or otherwise, is already prc~id~d fer by tM 

s~veral nations in crder to further and protect tl~ uasic hwnan rights already 

reor,gnized by their internal law a• 

II. 

1. The Creation ?f the ~enoy 

'rhe oreaticn of tha A ency sh"uld nnt be contingent upon the promulgation 

of a detailed Bill ~f Rights . 111:ie San Francisco Ccnt'erence obvirusly w0uld b 
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unable tt, r,rmulate it. Every attempt to foroe suoh an aotion wouJd result 

in a reference to a smoial omimittee with the consequent postp~nement ~ all 

aotion for the proteotion ~f human rights. On the other hand, the fundamental 

rules of an International Bill •f Right, are already •n the law borke of the 

-various countries. Thus, for inatanoe, Rumania has never repealed the oans~i­

tutional p- •visions guaranteeing the enjeyment "without discrimination as 78-

gards raoial oribin, language ~r religion" •f liberty of "oonsoier:oe, freedom 

of instruotien, freed~ of the press, freedom ,:,f assembly and freedom" C'f as-

sooiati<,n. The Spanish Constituti~n still assures that "any individual hae 

the right freely t~ 0xpr~ss his ideas and opinions, availing himeelf ~r e.ny 

methed of dissemination without boing subjeot to orior censorship;" and 

Argentina gees bey~d the classical freedoms in addin~ tm freedmn "to teaoh 

and to study" and in proclaiming as a matter of oonati tutic-nal law that "the 

national jails shall be healthful and olean, intended for the safekeeping and 

Mt for the punishment of the ar fenders data ined therein." 

It is, of course, true that most of these solemn proclamations have been 

honored more in the breaoh than in the ebserTance. But the meJ'e adqption ~ 

an International Bill of rlighte wotllcJ not che.nge the situation. The main effort 

must be directed at the development of effeotive rooedural, enf'~rcement de­

vioes rather than at the f~rmulati().ll or additional rules of substantive law. 

The diffioulties in the formulation ,r international rules ehauld net be per­

mitted to delay the oreation of an international Agenoy to be entrusted with a 

case-by-oase oroteotion of minimum international standards of indi vidue.l freedom. 

11-' ithcmt attempting the f~mulation of a detailed Bill of High.ts the United 

ations possibly oould promulgate a br~ad statement of humanitarian pelioy -

similar to the 1:!our Freed,9ms - to be embodied in the .,1genoy' s charter. But, 

in any oase, the ereation of the Agmoy should not be postpqned if the United 

Natians are not ready at this time to join even in a general or oonditi~al pre­

olamation. 
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2. TM Operation of tm Agenoy 

The first function of the Agency should be the itudy of the conditions 

prevailing in the various countries in resoeot to the protection of human 

rights. Such studies, based on reports of the govermnents oonoern"d and field 

observations made by repres~ntatives of the Agenoy, should he made available to 

the general publio. 

In the seoond plaoe, the Agency should have the right to anpear b~fore 

legislatures, administrative agencies and national courts as a witnees, inter­

venor or amious our i&e whenever it te els that; the oases or pr ob lems before 

these bodies are of concern to the international community at large. 

Thirdly, the ·~genoy should be granted the right of independent Petition. 

lost people in areas of impairment of oivil liberties are in the position of 

the fourth son of the Passover Hagadah ''who did not know how to ask ." To 

assure the effec-t;ive protection of the inarticulate, the . genoy should have 

the ri ght of initiative, independent of the oomplaint of interested private 

parties, am to rem9dy possible relnotance of local attorneys in oritioal 

areas to appear 1n proceedings aeainst their own governments, the various 

member nations should, on reciprocal terms, grant to the lawyers admitted to 

praotice in other nations the right to represent the , ency before th~ national 

oourts of all members of ~he International Organization. 

Finally, the Agency should attempt the application of the technique of 

"yardstiok regulation" to the field of oivil liberties. The .~ency should or_­

ganize an Otfioe ot Information and, ocmplying with local regulations, should 

aoproaoh the oeoµles of the various countries thro gh the channels af press, 

radio and film. The µub lioation of a newsna, er or the furnishing cf news 

facilities would give the ~igency more first-hand data on the actual scope of 

freedom in a oountry tha volumes of investiga·tion. And the rr esenoe of a 

frea news periodioal could do more to free the spirit of a oountry than scores 

of injunctions, 
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3. Privileges and Immunities 

In none o~ these activities will the agenoy aot as a superior inter­

national pmver, but appear before the vari~us branohes of a national govern-

ment as a witness, a petitioner or an amious Curiae, ~--- It will operate from 

within rather tha~ from above the framework of an unimpaired national 

sovereignty. l'he only privileges and immunities the Agenoy should claim are 

those oustomarily granted by all sove.reigns to the agents of their moat 

humble sister-natione. 

These i:rivilege& should inoludes a) the recognition of the agenoy's 

juristic personality; b) the diplomatio immunity or its agents; c) their 

right to unrestricted travel; and d) the extraterritoriality of premises, 

The extension of suoh privileges to international bodies has already a numbor 

or preoed·onba. Thus, tr.e Bretton ,··cods AP'reement stipulates that the Inter-,., 

national Monetary I1'und and ths International Bank for Reoons truotion and 

Deve l,apment should be aooorded "ful 1 jur iat io personality," immunity rrcm 

judicial process or ·· any other form er seizure by exeo11tive or legislative 

aotion," inviolability of' its arohi ves and the privilege of diplomatic pouoh. 

It also provides that all 5overnors, exeoutive direotors, offioers and e:rra­

?loyees of the Fund or Bank shall be granted the immunities from immigrati~n 

restriotions and alien registration as well as the traveling facilities accord-

ed to oftioials and employees of sovereign nations. The Constitution of the 

Food and ~r ioul ture Organization provides tor the grant " r all the immunities 

and faoilities which eaoh member nation aooords ·bo diplomatic missions, includ­

ing inviolability of premises, immunity from suit and exemption from taxation." 

The signatories or this constitution thought that further extension of privi­

leges to internaticnal organizations was not unlikely and introduced, as an 

alternati-ve means or determining the privileges of employees of the Food Or­

ganization, the reterenoe to the "immunities ani raoilitiee whioh may thereafter 

be aooorded to equivalent members or the staffs of other publio international 

organizations•" 
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4. Posi~i~ or the Agency in th~_,:!.e~.!_ In~ernational Organization 

The Human lti ghts ii.gency should be an independent functional agency. I· odern 

ex!)f'lrience has s hown the great advantages of independent regulator agenoies on 

the domestic plane. The ex·oerienoe has been duplicated in the international 

sphere by the Bank or International Settlements, the Internati.onal Institute of 

Agriculture and last, but not least the International I.a:>or Office, admittedly 

the mnst successful recent exoeriment in international organization. The trend 

has been followed by the recent creation cf functional agenoies at Hot Springs, 

Atlantic City and Bratton v·oods. Human Rights call for an analogous ?rotection, 

Chapter IX of the Dumbarton Oaks Proposals provides - resIE ctively in 

Section A(2) and in Section D(l) - for the two distinct types cf international 

bodies, the specialized agencies inde?endent in nature and the commissions of 

experts, being uart of the Economic and Social Counoil, It is imoortant that, 

wh~ther or not an emert study and research group on human rights be created 

within the t conomic and Social Council, the main task of nrotootion of indivi­

dual freedom be entrusted to a functional active inde{)endent agency detached 

from ryower politics and having a c,aoaoity much greater for flexible looal action 

than the Co~noil or its Committees are likely to possess. Itl h1 s e.tld -res s of

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The DtDllbarton Cake Prop~sals provide that all speoialized agencies must 

be brought intQ relationship with the General International Organization. The 

Human Rights Agency would thus be oalled upon to make reports and reoommenda• 

tions to the Assembly and its Counoil and Ctmmiasion and should therein, among 

other things, state the taoilitiea enj~:,ed and the difficulties enootmtered in 

the performance or ita task. It should, tinally, be empowered, when taoed 

with the repudiation of the moat elementary principles •f fairness and decency, 

to bring suit for declaratory or remedial judgment in the Permanent Court of 

International Justice. 

III. 

It is, of course, possible that some of the governments concerned will 

refuse to consent to the creation of an international agency at this time, 

while claiming their readiness to enter into thorough - and lengthy -

negotiations aimed at the formulation ot a code of substantive international 

law. But it 1eema likely that ne nation bona tide favoring an International 

Bill or Rights will reject a progran which oall• for no more than an agency 

•p:,rating primarily, if not exclusively, en the basis ot that nation's (Mn 

laws and before that nation's own tribunal&• The reaction to this minimum 

program will, at any rate, be the aoid test of a country's readiness to agree 

to any kind ot international proteotion or freedom, going beyond mere lip 

aervioe. 

Nor should it be assumed that, once oreated, the 4genoy will aohieve the 

millenium. It must be ~eoalled, however, that the usual pattern ~ta diotator•a 

oareer shows, at the beginning, a deoided reluctance to break international ties 

or to defy public opinion abroad. It took Mussolini almost fifteen years to 

prepare the Italians for the break with the League by isolating them from publio 

opinion and the news of the world. A newe periodical published by the Agenoy 
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or its radio bro&doasts could have me.de 1Ussolini' s task muoh more d1ffioult at 

a time when he would not have been ready openly to defy the community of nations. 

Even after the fury of' a wP.r, oivil or otherwise, has swept a country, some hu• 

manitarian devioes have at times afforded a certain ainount of' protection. T™' 

Red Cross activities during this war, the asylum given by t~~ Latin knerican 

embaasies in lvladrid in 1936 and 193~, the asylum in the international zones in 

China in the early thirties and, thie year, in the British Embassy in Buoharest, 

ha~ saved a number ~r racial and political refugees. iv1ore or le as extensive 

extraterritorial zones under the protection of a Human Rights Agenoyr could re­

sult in the similar rescue of many victims or persecution, 

The present proposal, far from being new, is nothing else than an ap nlioa• 

tion of basio lessons or the hist.cry of freedom to the field of international 

law, These lessons point to the overwhelmin~ importance of Procedural institu-

tions over substantive rights. The hum9.niza.tion of l!: nglish law has not been the 

work of a Council charged with the formulation of the Code of Equity, it has 

bee ;, the result of a prccedural devioe, the creation of a court of CbanoerJ·• 

Even French law owes some of its most effeotive means of protection against 

governmental arbitrariness to the creation of a epeoial administrative Court 

- the Conaeil d' Ti:tat - r~;t;her than to the formulation of a body of substantive 

rules, In the words of a reoent opinion rendered in tn3 United States Supreme 

Court, "The history of American fr~edom is, j_n nc smaJ l measure, the history of 

procedure•" The grc.vth of administrative agencies is but a manifestation of 

the same institutional trend. The u. s. Federal '..l'rade 0ommission Aot, for 

instance, does not contain any more preoise mandate than the outlawing of 

"unfair" methods of oompetition, but this has not prevented the Commission from 

evolving a oonsistent and important body cf trade regulations. It would be easy 

to multiply instances of statutes suooeasfully entrusting important and delioate 



functions to administrative agenoies with the help solely ~f oriteria such as 

"fair, oquitsabr\e and feasible," or consistent with "public c nvenienoe and 

neoessit~. 11 And it should not be forgotten that in the United States the 

least apeoifio of constitutional provisions, the "due process" clause, proved 

to b~ one of' the main bulwarks of proteoti,n of individual liberties. 

The tiIM seems ripe for a r~oep~ion cf similar, common law techniques in 

international law and politics. The recent recourse to the creation of speci­

alized agencies is an instance or this new spirit. The Dumbarton Oaks Proposals 

are another. The Proposals do not attempt to r~rmulate a body of international 

publio law prior to the creation of the Security Organization. The same ap­

proach must be follOlted for the protection of human rights: i,rogressive public 

opinion must demani the ~d1ate creation ~ran international functional agency 

entrusted with a case•b~-cas~ evolution ~ran international law rooted in the 

principles already embodi0d in the various national ~~gal orders.
