Mr. Attlee, 
You Cannot Cement the British Empire 

With Jewish Blood! 
Nothing Short of a Jewish State 

Prime Minister Attlee is here to discuss some pressing interna­
tional problems with President Truman. We assum~ that the Palestine 
question is among these problems. We have a fair inkling of what Mr. 
Attlee and his Government plan for Palestine. We consider this there­
£ ore the opportune moment to serve notice on Mr. Attlee and his Gov­
ernment that nothing short of the abrogation of the White Paper, the 
opening of the doors of Palestine for free Jewish repatriation, and the 
proclamation of a Jewish State witl do, and that further postponement 
of the settlement of the issue will result in hitter and determined Jewish 
resistance to Britain not only in Palestine, hut throughout the world. 

If Britain believes that she can continue to def a ult 
on her international obligations in Palestine under the 
camouflage of Arab propaganda and mob violence, she is 
in for a rude awakening. We shall repeatedly unmask the 
instigators of this opposition-the British Colonial agents 
and administrators-and we shall continue to lay bare 
their stratagem: the attempt to foist upon the world an 
impression of an Arab "menace" to give Britain an excuse 
for her pretended ''appeasement'' policy. 

Britain's Arab Appeasement­
A Propaganda Stunt 

We shall mercile•ssly expose these tacti~s, and arouse public opinion 
to the plain truth that Britain's appeasement of the Arabs 1e a delib­
erately fabricated legend. Britain might have sought to appease Hitler 
when he possessed superior military might. Britain may, today or 
tomorrow, appease another great military power. But Britain has 
never practiced appeasement towards puppets or peoples militaril)C weak. 

Britain does not seek to appease the 400,000,000 people 
of India, a country seething with continuous revolution 
and whose military resources are great enough to supply 
powerful armies for the British Empire. Britain practices 
no appeasement toward the 40,000,000 Moslem inhabitants 
of Java, where her troops are today imposing a colonial 
regime at the point of the bayonet, with fire and sword. 
And it is significant that Mr. Attlee's Government does 
not fear to arouse the resentment of the 300,000,000 Mos­
lems against this British violent subjugation of one of 
the biggest Moslem communities in the world. 

The Arab League-A British Front 
Britain does not have to appease Ihn Saud, who surely rememhen. 

the lesson of 1928, when a few British planes smashed his desert hordes 
after their attempt to invade neighboring British controlled territories. 
Britain does not have to "satisfy" any of the Arab government& which 
ehe herself invested with power and which function by her grace. Cer• 
tainly she does not fear the fiction of the Arab League-that tool of 
British imperialism and propaganda instrument of the Colonial Off ice. 

Under cover of this League Britain not only hopes to block the 
formation of the J ewish State, hut also to check any non•British influ­
ence in the all-important Middle Ea~tern area. The bugaboo o( th 
Arab League was first turned against France, as a prelude to Britain's 
military occupation of Syria. It was later turned against Soviet Russia, 
when the Soviet Union ask€'d for a trusteeship of Tripolitania. And 
it is as certain as day follows night that, if Britain carries out her plans 
in Palestine, she will turn the same hogie against the la.st non-Briti:-h 
factor in the :Middle East-our own l:nited States, 

The Real Reason 
Thus Britain's opposition to Zioni~m is in no way affected by th,· 

Arab "threat". It is motit:ated solely by the refusal of the Colonial 
strategists to see the rise of a western and industrial nation at tit 
crossroads of the Empire. We firmly helieye that the interests of the 
whole world, including the interests of Great Britain herself, dictal 
the creation of a Jewish State:. that a Jewish Palestine would be a vjtal 
factor of progress, stability, peace and order, in that hip;hly unprcdictabl 
and backward ai·ea. But Britain's short-sighted imperialists think 
otherwise. They have therefore persistently sought a way out of 
Britain's international obligations on Palestine, and in this determined 
quest they stopped at nothing. 

They instigated blood-shed and riots in Palestine under the guidance 
of their paid hireling, the notorious Ex-Mufti, and, as Mr. Constantine 
Poulos, American war correspondent and representative of the Overseas 
New, Agency, report,, the henchmen of the Mufti have again been 
gITen the green light and Brituh agents are again arming and incitin,: 
the Arabs for acts of aggression agaimt the Jews. 

Pogroms Will Not Avail 
The Colonial strategists. however, find it extremely diCficult to 

induce Palestine Arabs into ~ new civil war. So they thin.k to frighten 
world Jewry by inciting and instigating the savage mobs of the Arab 
countries against the helpless J ewish minorities among tht'm. Thc:,c 
outrages are intended to "prove'' the impossibility of a pm-Zionist solu­
tion. With full knowledge of the import of our a5sertions, tre charg 
the British agents provocateurs tcith deliberately fomr>11ti11g the recent 
pogroms and ma.ssacres in Egypt and Tripolitania. These di!<turhancc 
have all the earmarks of the British inspired disorders in Palestine. l t 
is to be marvelled at that w\1ile un<lel· Italy, Jews and Arabs in Tripoli 
lived on friendly terms, under British military rule the first m1ti-]<'wish 
pogrom was organized mul permitted to talre place. 

The Farce of Investigation 
While this ''show·' of Arab strength is being organizen, the Briti~h 

imperialists hope to shelve the Palestine jssuc altogether by the e:-tah­
lishment of a joint Anglo-American commission for the '•invc5ti ga tion 
of the Jewish situation in Europe:' We repudiate this inve.,Li!!..ifion 
plan as a sinister maneuver to put a question mark upon th<> Jt,wi,h 
need for Palestine. The restoration of Palestine to the J cwi~h peu')_1lc 
is not a subject for investigation. It is a policy settled by international 
law and hacked by the most n•("cnt and most terrible le!<som of historr. 
The problem of the ]eit·s is that of homelessness aud statelessness, an<l 
no renewed investigations are 11ecessary to establish this rardirwl fact. 

Nothing that Britain can do will confuse this crystal­
clear issue. It is a conflict not between the Arabs and th<: 
Jews, but between imperialistic Britain on the one hand, 
and world Jewry and all the democratic f orres in the world 
on the other. Britain has placed herself in the position 
of an open enemy of the Jewish people, and the J eu·s have 
no other recourse but to take up the challenge. 

Time for the President to Speak 
The British were thus far successful in obtaining the tar it support 

of our administration for their anti-Jcwibh policic-,. But the time has 
come for our Government to talc an open and deci!;.ivc i;tand on this 
issue. American public opinion is deeply aroused by our a("qtri<>sccm·c 
to Britain's Palestine policy. In keeping ·with the exprc::.::c<l wishcs 
of the American people, our obligations under international covenant$, 
the decision of our Congres5, and the solemn pledges of our presidents 
-President Truman is duty-bound to demand that Mr . . 111lee put a 
stop to the British crusade against the ]eu:ish people and fulfill 
Britain's international obligation to reconstitute Palestille as <t ]et<"ish 
National Home. 

We Cannot Invest in British Faith 
Britain now asks America for a loan of billions of 

dollars. Ilow can Americans rely on Britain's good faith 
when her Government is so careless with her honor and so 
callous in breaking her obligations and commitments·~ 
The sore spectacle of Britain's behavior in Palestine 
stamps her government as faithless and untrustworthy. 
Let Britain prove her integrity before u;e trust her with 
our savings and ini-est1ne11ts. 

We expect President Truman to convey to :\Ir. Attlee 
the true feelings of the American people on this question, 
and we sincerely hope that he will do all within his power 
-which is the power of the United States-to convert his 
meeting \vith the British Prime Minister into a historic 
event-the inauguration of constructive .American-British 
co-operation in establishing a Jewish State, a bulwark of 
progress and democracy in the whole l\liddle East.
