JOHN FRIED N CLEVELAND 

John Friedman Cleveland was born in the city of Cleveland, Ohio, 

on ay 5, 1917. He graduated from Yale University in 1938. He was a 

member of the Literary Honorary ociety of Yale and an associate 

editor of the Yale literary agazine. In commenting on the active and 

successful v riting career he bad launched with his classmate I he said, 

" e set ou 1, to be playwrites but seem to be shanghaied into the magazine 
' field." Prior to his enlistment, he prepared a manual for civilian 

de ense with the title, "Lady, rt•s Your ·ar. in ItJ" He entered 

the marine corps at the age oft· enty-five as a private first class in 

August, 1942, and was undergoing training at Officers Candidate ~chool 

in Quantico, Virgirda, when he was accid ntally shot on the rifle range. 

His literary talents had not been neglected even in the marine corps, 

however, for up to the time of his death on September 22, 1942, he was 

contributing to the service paper. 

In collaboration with Luther Davis , he wrote a series of profiles 

on rsonali ties in the theatrical world which appeared in such magazines 

as COLUERS I COS OPOIITAN, THE NE YORKER, and THE REA ER I S DI GE T.
