I was very glad to receive your l etter. The 
Panel forced me to do a good deal of thinking about 
t h e subject, and I have cor:1e to the conclusion that while 
there are many young men and wome~ whom we cannot inter­
est in Zionism, t here are, nevertheless, countless n1mbers 
who, if properly aporoac hed, would at the present time 
become 1 · ve, enthusiastic members. 

Young people todav, as a class, are very much 
disturbed, very much worried about their future. The 
search for a solution of their problems is causing t hem 
to look ot only at themselves, b t a t the city, the country, 
and the world in which the J live. Palestine, as one of the 
two countries that has no unemployment problem, is one place 
on which his eyes rest or can be made to rest; and while I 
have no quarrel with the young man who looks at Russia, I 
think that even there the Jew in Russia and the Jew in Pal­
estine have a good deal in common. 

I think today we have a cause; and I think in 
you our organization has a leader. If you want to plan 
a drive to interest those of our young people who can be 
interested in Zionism, I am willing to be one of our 
supporters.

Born in 1861 in a small town in Poland, Dr. Sokolow gave promise in his early 

youth of becoming the extraordinary figure into which he later developed. At a 

very early l'.ge he launched upon a literary career becominc the founder of modern 

Hebrew journalism, a.'ld later recognized as the Dean of Eebrew Literature . He had 

full command of a dozen languages, being able to ree.d and write, with eq\ll\l fluenc~ . 

Hebrew, Yiddish, English, French, Polish, Russian, Greek, Italian and GermP...n . He 

was amazingly versatile in his literary output, producing works on philosophy , 

geography, belles-lettres, as well as innumerable journalistic articles on events 

of the day. 

Recognized as an outstanding man of letters, he attained equal fame ns a 

diplomatist nnd statesman. Associated with Dr. Theodor Herzl, the founder of the 

Zionist movement for the upbuilding of Palestine as the Jewish Homeland, Dr. Sokolo 

later became one of the important leaders in this movement, occupying a n~bcr of 

important posts culminating in his accession to the presidency of the World Zionist 

Orgarization and of the Jewish Agency for Palestine in 1931. He was considered 

the ambassador-at-large of the Jewish people, using his contacts with governments 

and statesmen for the advancement of the Zionist cause. 

In this capacity, he had conferences with the leaders of virtually every 

nation, being also officially received in 1917 by Pope Benedict XVI. He succeeded 

in securing the support for Zionism of the lending Europel'.ll diploma.ts and nr-d an 

important share in obtaining the famous declaration of Lord Balfour, pledgi the 

British Government to nesist in establishing a Jewish National Home in Palestine. 



EXTRACTS FROM ADDRESS OF DR. J. 1. MAGNES, PRESIDENT OF 
HEBREW UNIVERSITY, PALESTINE, DELIVEBED AT THE OPENING 

OF THE ACADEMIC YEAR 1935-36 

In opening his address, Dr. ~nes paid his respects to three great 

Jews, who were early, devoted supporters of the Hebrew University, who passed 

a'W6y in the last year, Baron Edmond de Rothschild, Dr. Shmaryahu Levin and 

Isaac 1. Goldberg. Of them, Dr. Magnes said: "These three far-seeing men had 

a vision of the inestimable worth of a great center of learning in Jerusalem 

and its value to the Jewish people and to mankind. Fortunately, all of them 

had the exceptional privilege of knowing that the beginnings of this University 

had actually been me.de, and the interest of each of them in everything that 

transpired at our young University was a constant encouragement to every 

University worker. In the roll of honor of the Hebrew University these names 

will be inscribed with everlasting gratitude e.nd affection. 

Thus far fifty-eight men a.nd women ha.ve been gradua.ted from the 

University with the degree of M.A. In the courseaf the coming winter semester, 

it is expected that an additional eight will be graduated with the degree of 

M.A. During this winter semester also there will be a small number of students 

graduated from the University with the degree of M.Sc. 

that this degree will ha.ve been conferred. 

This is the first time 

Applicants for admission come from all parts of the world. It is 

impossible to admit the full number of those desiring to attend. Unfortunately 

we have not the room or the facilities for this. It is expected that there 

will be about six hundred students attending the University during the coming 

year. 

There a.re 38 students in the Postgraduate Department working towards 

the degree of Ph.D. Their dissertations deal with Jewish and Palestinian 

themes, with Philosophy, History, Islam, Ma.thematics and Biology. Thus far,

no doctor's degree has been granted by the University. I need hardly repeat 

that the requirements are severe. It is our expectation that a doctor's de­

gree from the Hebrew University will be recognized everywhere as indicating a 

high standard of scholarship. 

The Hebrew Univ~rsity has now on its regular academic and research 

staff twenty scholars and scientists who formerly lived and worked in Germs.ny, 

-- a large number when we consider how poor the Hebrew University really is. 

But this comparatively large number is to be explained by reason of the fact 

that this growing University is genuinely in need of those whom it ha.s brought 

here from Germany and elsewhere, and it is to be hoped that the Jewish people 

will continue to place funds at the University's disposal which will have the 

two-fold purpose of adding to the strength of the University and at the same 

time of enabling scholars and scientists to escape the terrible fate to which 

present day Germany wishes to condemn every one of them. 

The Chancellor now becomes the President of the University . If a 

personal word be permitted, it would be this: that the President of the 

University be enabled to aid the University in keeping to its high spiritual 

and intellectual ideals, and to encourage all of its workers to give of their 

best to science, to scholarship, to Judaism, to humanity. 

It now becomes the duty of everyone at the University to endeavor as 

best he can to make a complete success of this new period upon which the 

University is now entering. For that purpose, it will be necessary to have 

f~itn in th• ideals of the University and to have confidence in the calibre 

of the men who are being entrusted with these new and responsible tasks. The 

success of these new arrangements will be the best testimonial to the training

and education of the University in self-government during the first ten years. 

I have upon several occasions mentioned the need of an Academy of 

Jewish Scholars and Scientists, perhaps also of Artists, throughout the world 

centered about the Hebrew University. Productive, crea.tive work by Jews should 

be organized in these days of terror a.nd dread. There is danger of the i sola­

tion of Jewish scholars, scientists, and artists to their own injury and to 

the injury of science and culture. Jewish life is in the crucible and today 

is therefore a day for the conception of the largest possible plans. Despite 

the poverty of large masses of Jews, the Jewish people still has all the 

requisite funds for these projects. I am not able to understand the mentality 

of Jews with means who keep aside and who do not feel it to be a primary duty 

to further with all their means the intellectual and spiritual life of the 

Jews and Judaism. If for no other reason, then at least for the sake of the 

good name of Jews and Judaism the world over. Take the example of Germany. 

What is it that ha.s most stirred the hearts and conscience of ma.nkind? The 

plight of Jewish industrials, the Jewish politicians? No. The Jewish Uni ver­

sity teacher, the Jewish scientist, the Jewish author and artist -- it is i n 

large measure through their merit and suffering tha.t the eyes of the world 

watch with ind.igna.tion and pity the tragedy tha.t is Germany. 

Let each one of us rededicete himself a.t the beginning of this new 

tert!l to the welfare of the Hebrew niversity and the exalted ideals for which 

it stands.

FUTURE DEVELOPMENT. 

The University is still in th process of organization. 
It has only two of the usual Faculties, and ven those are 
far from complete. Plans are in hand for the addition or 
strengthening of many important subjects a so n as fund 
are available. There is special need at present for Education; 
Psychology; Modern Languages; Political Economy; 
Physics; General Chemistr ; and Applied Mathematic . A 
School of Agriculture is proje ted for the academic year 1934/ 35, 
and the erection of a Uni er ity Hospital is cont mplated, as 
well as a Postgraduate School of Medicine and Hygiene, 
both meant to be steps in the e tablishment of a Faculty 
of Medicine. 

ome of these p st will be fill d with th help of 
emergency fund obtained by the University for refug 
J wish holars and ci ntist from Germany. 

Thi , h wev r, will b only temporar relief. The 
<level pment of the Univer ity is gravely thr atened b finan ial 
diffi ulties. The annual income of the University ha shrunk, 
since the world crisis began, from about £ 50,000 to less than 
£40,000, and that in spite of the growth of the University 
in the meantime. It receives no grant to its regular budg t 
from any public exchequer.. The major part of it income 
is derived from annual contribution of which, hitherto, over 
two thirds has come from donors in America. A sp ial 
effort is now being made to secure more active support from 
European countrie . An active Society of Pal tine Friend 
of the Univer ity has been formed here, it first achieve­
ment being the endowment of the Bialik Chair f Hebrew. 

Help should b forthcoming quickly and o-en rou ly to 
enable th University to maintain the exi tin stru ture and 
to make development po sible.

In accordance with the request in your application and under authority received from the Third Assistant Post­
master General, permission is hereby granted you to send out business reply cards or business reply envelopes for 
distribution and return under section 510, Postal Laws and Regulations, and the conditions promulgated thereunder 
set forth on this permit, which must be strictly observed.

CONDITIONS GOVERNING THE DISTRIBUTION AND RETURN OF BUS 
1. Section 510, Pe,stal Laws and Regulations, reads as follows: 
SEC. 610. Under such regulations as the Postmaster General may prescribe, it 

shall be lawful to accept for trausmission in the mails without prepayment of post• 
age, business reply cards and letters in business reply envelopes, which have been 
sent out in the quantity and untl€r the conditions he may establish, postage thereon 
at the regular rate, together with an additional postage charge of not more than 2 
cents on each such card and letter, to be collected on delivery. (Act of May 29, 
1928.) 

2. The postage on business reply cards when collected on delivery as proviiled 
jn this 1:,cction shall be 2 cents each, and the postage on letters in business reply 
envelops shall be the regular flrst•class rate plus 1 cent additional for each letter. 
\Vlwn such cards and envelops are prepared for return by air mail, the regular air 
mail rate plus 1 cent additional shall be collected on delivery. 

3. Persons desiring the privilege of sending out business reply cards and enve­
lopes for return to them under the provisions of this section shall make applica• 
tion therefor on ~'onn 3614 to the postmaster at the office to which the cards or 
envelopes are to b~ returned, who, exc pt as otherwise instructed, shall transmit it 
to ihe Third Assistant Postmaster General, Division of Classification, and await 
the receipt of a permit and instructions as to procedure. 

4. Business reply cards shall conform in si:>:e, fonn, and quality to the eondi• 
tions prrscribed in section 508 for private mailing or post cards. Such cards and 
also business rrply rnvelop s, which must be furnished by the user without cost 
to the department, shall bear on the address side in the manner prescribed in the 
permit the printed name and address of the person or concern to whom they are 
to be returned, togeth r with the permit number and such other information as 
may be required, * * * 

5. Business reply cards and enveloprs deposited in the mails at any post office 
for return to the person or concern who sent them out under the provisio11s of this 
section shall be postmarked and promptly dispatched in accordance with the address 
thereon. (See sec. 426, concerning inclusion of po tage at regular rates on busi• 
ness reply c-ards and envelopes in amounts upon which postmasters at fourth•cfass 
post ofliees are entilled to base their commissions on cancellationi;.) 

6. Whm business rC'ply cards and envdopes are returned to the ofilce of origin, 
they shall be delivered to the person for whom they are intended upon payment of 
the postage chargeable therron as prescribed in paragraph 2 of this section. Post• 
agc•due stamps reprrbenting the amount collected on the cards and envelopes eo 
retumt-<l and drlivcrcd shall be affixed to one or more of the cards or envelopes or 
to a piece of paper attached thereto and canceled, stamps of the highest denomina• 
tions available being used for such purpose. * * * 

INSTRUCTIONS 

1. Tho following instructions shall be observed in connection with section 510, 
Post.al Laws and Reg11lations, with regard to the acceptance for mailing of business 
reply cart!~ and letters in busine:;s reply envelopes wit!Jout prepayment of postage: 

2. BusinC'ss reply cards and envdopcs may be distributerl in any quantity de• 
Gired by th permit holder, no minimum being pres ribcd. 'l'bey may be distributed 
through the mails from the post office to which they are to be returned or from 
such Uier post offices as th distributor may desire, or, if no abuse results, they 
may b~ distributed outside the mails. Snch cards and envelopes need not be pre• 
scntC>d at any pal'ticular place at the post office, but may be deposited in the same 
mannet· as other mail of the sender, or, as stated, distributed outside ihe mails. 

3. The mrds may be srnt out either as reply portions of double post cards or 
folded cards or may be incloscd with other rnatter, as als<> 1uay the envelopes. 

4. Bnsine, s r<'ply cards and envrlopes will be neceptrd foi· return mailing at all 
post ofHc<·s in tht• United States and its posses1:1ions, except the Canal Zone and the 
Philippine Islands. 'l'hey should not be sent to any foreign countries, including 
Canada, Cuba, Mexico, :md the Republic of Panama, as they can not be returned 
from any foreign count y without prepayment of postage. 

6. Business reply cards must conform to the conditions prescribed for post cards 
or private mailing cards, and, therefore, may not be smaller than 2¾, inches by 4 
inches (a size som what larger ie preferable) nor larger than approximately 3/ir 
inches by 6 P-« inches. They may be p.rinted in two or more colors. The 111.w 
authorizing the use of business reply cards and envelopes does not contemplate that 
they shall be attached to parcels of merchandise or other matter either for the 
purpo e of carrying messages or merely as address tags or labels without prepay• 
ment of po tage. 'fhey may be used to transmit communications only, as that term 
is !'ommonly understood. Business reply cards or envelopes may not be used to 
return parcels of merchandise or other articles without prepayment of the required 
poatage on both the cards (or envelopes) and the parcels. 

6. The addre s side of such cards and envelopes shall bear the permit nmnhu 
the name': of the post office issuing the pennit, the words "Bu~inr s reply card,', 
or "Business reply envelope," as the case may br, the inscription " No posbt"" ! 
stamp nccesrnry if mai1ed in the United States," the words "Postage will be pai1l 
by addressee" (whose n:i.rnc may be inst'rted if d<'sired), or in lieu of such words 
the ·nscription " 2 cents postage will be paid by " in the c.1se of the canld, or 
" 4 cents postage will be paid by" in the case of envdopcs, over the name and 
complete address of the person or concern to whom the cards or t•nvclo1ws arc to 
be returned. A space of at least 1 % inches sha 11 be left for post111a rking at the 
top of the card or envelope on the left of the indicia in the upper right corner. 
Such indicia shall be prominently printed antl not oustructPtl or ~urrouncl ,,1 bv any 
other matter. All of the foregoing shall be arranged in one of the forms illnstratrcl 
on the back of this permit. No exl r:UH.'OUS matter may appear on the ad<ir ss side. 
However, when J'orm A is us<.>d, the word " J.'rom " together wi1 h hlank lin<'S 
for the insertion of the name anti address of thP scnck-r, may lie place'() in the 
upper l<.>ft cornPr of the uddrrss :;i<lr, but such linr>s should not extl'nd inlo tlie 
space within 3 % inehrs from the right end which must be rc~l rveu for the post• 
mark and the prescribed indicia. 

7. Poshnaste>rs must see that the proper po~tage is co1Jrctcd on all lmsin!'ss reply 
cards and letters in business reply envelopes before delivering them to th'• adtlr 'sscrs. 
Such cards or !Pttera must not be placed in direct packagL'l:I or sacks mntlc up for 
individuah or concerns. 

8. P ermits to distribute busines'! reply cards anrl mvelopc-s tire issued with the 
understanding that the permit holder guarantees to pay the postag . on all that aro 
rcturnrd. In vkw of thit:1, no depoijit will be requirt:d whc-n the earda or envelopl'l3 
are sent out. 

9. When large concerns J1aving brnncl1<'s or rlr:ilers thronghout th<> country dl'Rire 
to distribute business reply can.Is and mvelopcs uncit•r thr provisions of section 
510, Postal Laws and RC>gulations, from their main office to be return1•d to vario1 s 
d.ea!<'rs or branches throughout thr ountry, the di tribution mav lll' 111'.HI<' umll-r 
permits obtained at each of the ottkcs to whi c·h .the ·arrls or <'n.V('JopP:; arc- tu he 
returned, or it may be made under one permit issued at the pobL otllce whrre the 
main office is located. 

WhC'n Lhe distribution is made under a permit issurd at ih<> poRt offirr whrrc 
the main office of the person or concern i located, it shall be with the undl'rstand• 
ing that the per ·on or concern distributiug th<.> b118incss reply car<IB or l'nvdopr•-; 
guarantres that the postage will be paid on all such cartls or c,nvc•lopi'S rC'tu rrwd 
in the evl'nt any of the branches or agcntl! rduse to accept deJh;(•ry mul pay the 
postage tlue theteon. 

Postmasters shall promptly report to the Third A~ istant Postmn~tcr GC>nrral, 
Divibion of ClaHsification, a1.y rc•fusnl to pay l11!" vostag • due by uny pc'rson or 
concern to whom such bmiinc:,s rl'ply cards or letters in business reply envelopes 
a.re addrcssetl, giving the permit number. 

10. Business reply cards and letters in husinrAA reply cnvclop<'s other\visr con• 
forming to the p1ovihiou~ of S<'ction fil0, Postal Law~ a1Ju He ulatiuos, may be 
prepared for return via air mail, the regular air•mu.il rate plus 1 cent ~.dJitional 
to be collected upon deli ery. 

Rneh businrss rrply cards and env,,Jopr:, inlC'nrlC>d to be r<'tnrncd vin air mnil 
must bear, in addition to the indicia prescr ibc-d for b11si11cs~ rt'ply car,lt1 :me! enve­
lopes, the words "Via air mail," vhich sboulcl he printed in hold l tters on the 
right portion of the addrL'os side above the narnc of the addrcfsec and utljacent to 
ihe heavy short lines alon~ the rii<ht erl1,e of the adflrr~s eitlC', which form a pr<'• 
scribed part of the distin Live in<li cia for 1,uch card$ and envelopr~. 'l'hr fo1·,n of 
business reply card or envelope (J<'orm A) wlJich includes tlic amount of po,:;tagc 
to be collected, should be used and the proper amount at the afr•mnil rate plus 
1 cent should be shown, as, for example:

In order that business reply cards and rnvelope;; intenrl<'d for rrtnrn hy air mail 
mar be readily identified, the red and blue parallelogrnrns forming a part of the 
distinctive design, which has been approved for air•rnail envelopes, should be placed 
around the edges of business reply cards and cnvelopc-s, as illustrated in Form 0. 
Ailsurance can not b given that busi ness reply cards and envelop s will receive 
air-mail trcatmPnt unlrss thry are of the distinctive dC'sign approved for air•mail 
cards and envelopes, thus enabling them to be readily identified. 

11. A record shon1cl be kept by postmasters in such manner that a report can be 
made at the end of each year on a special form which will be furni hed by this 
office without request therefor, showing the aggregate number of business reply 
cards and the aggregate number of letters in bui;iness reply env lopes returned 
and the amount of postage collected on the cards and the amount collected on the 
lettc,rs in such envelopes. If there is more ihan one permit holder at a post office 
it is not necessary to keep a separate record of the number r turned to each 
individual permit holder, but merely the total nwnber returned to all concerns .ancl 
the total postage collected,
