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DR. AUGUST THALHEIMER 

Dr. August Thalheimer will be on a lecture tour through the United 
States during the months of February, March and April, under the aus­
pices of the International Relief Association. 

He was born in Germany in 1886 . While still in the ~mnasium Dr. 
Thalheimer showed great interest in economics and sociology, and read 
widely in world literature. He became a brilliant linguist, speaking 
several languages fluently. 

Dr. Thalheime r became active in the German labor movement and was 
greatly admired and respected. For some time he was a member of the 
Reichstag and was also Minister of Finance in Wurttemberg. 

Dr . Thalheimer, also. has been engaged in journalism and teaching 
philosophy. He has lectured at Oxford University and the Far Eastern 
Institute of the University of Moscow. He has written a nu~ber of books 
and enjoyed some prominence as an author in pre-Hitler Germany . Two or 
his books are now being translated into English, one of them to be pub­
lished in February by Covici-Friede. 

,. • • He is now living, as a political refugee, with his wife and daughter 
in Paris. The Thalheimer home is a center for refugees. Dr. Thalheimer 
is in constant contact, by courier, 1th Germany and has the latest in­
formation on the true s·tuation in th Third Reich.
