1. Dr. Maria Halberstadt - $275.00 
Dr. Halberstadt, you will remember was in Cleveland for a 
week in the early part of this summer, did an extraordinary 
piece of work in the organized labor groups. I want to have 
her in Cleveland for six weeks and as a matter of fact I 
have some appointments already arranged for her. She is a 
refugee who was a teacher in Hamburg and her contribution 
will be a very good one. She is willing to co~e for six 
weeks for $275 .00. 

2. Miss Toni Sender - $150.00 
I want to place Miss Toni Sender in two non-Jewish groups as 
a speaker. Miss Sender was one of the outstanding Social 
Democrats or Germany and the most outstanding of the women 
leaders. 

3. Investigation - $400.00 
I need at least 400.00, in the next three months, to carry 
t hrough two special investigations. 

4. Printi~ mimeographing and advertising - 200.00 
This is a very essential item and an item which I could spend 
any amount of our money on but $200.00 would cover immediate 
needs. 

This makes a total of $1025.00 

I know that you realize that we are using nickles and dimes on a situation 
th at requires thousands of dollars. ~Ve are seriou"ly handicapped in 
doing what we could do and should do daily. As you know all of this,

even better than I, I am sure I need not run off into an appeal to you. 
You always say n go ahead and spend vrha.t you need" right now we are 
down to the bottan f the barrel. We neod a great deal more than this 
thousand but I feel this amount is absolutely essential now.

A study of American history must 
convince one that many events have 
taken place in this part of the world 
which reveal unmistakably the hand of 
God. We are a favored people. We 
ought to be a thankful people. 

When Christopher Columbus began 
his voyage, the vessel was headed 
straight for Delaware Bay. One day 
a flock of birds was seen flying over­
head, moving southwest. 

Pinzon, who was sailing with Col­
umbus, persuaded him to change his 
course and follow the birds. This caus­
ed the vessel to land eventually on the 
little island of San Salvador in the 
West Indies, instead of Delaware Bay. 
Columbus landed at Puerto Rico on his 
second voyage in 1493. 

One person reading this historical ac­
count sees in it only a flock of birds. 
Another person sees in it the hand of 
an All-wise Providence. 

Columbus took possession of the West 
Indies in the name of King Ferdinand 
and Queen Isabella. Spanish exploita­
tion and religious superstition were 
thus conveyed to that part of the world. 
The North American continent was 
preserved for an entirely different kb1d 
of emigrant - and an entirely dif­
ferent future. 

There were great political and reli­
gious convulsions in Europe during the 
sixteenth and seventeenth centuries. 
The result was, some of the best peo­
ple on the face of the earth fled from 
Europe and turned their faces west­
ward, toward the new world. 

The thirteen colonies had a religious 
background. They had few books, but 
they had the one Book. 

The Bible was to them the supreme 
Book of law and ethics. It was a 
Guide for both character and conduct. 
It became the foundation of the new 
republic. 

The missionary motive brought far 
more people to the American continent 
after its discovery, than the desire to 
search for riches.

People from France and England 

From France came the Huguenots, 
deeply religious people, who were vic­
tims of severe persecution. Coligny, 
their leader, was made Admiral of 
France in 1552 at the age of 33. The 
great religious wars of the Country 
broke out ten years later. 

Attempts were made to eradicate 
French Protestantism. The peak of this 
wave of persecution was reached dur­
ing the "Massacre of St. Barthlomew" 
in 1572. Coligny fell at that time. 

Shortly before his death, he dispatch­
ed a colony composed chiefly of Hugue­
nots, to the new world. They landed 
at Florida. Most of them were wiped 
out by the Portuguese and Spaniards. 

From England came emigrants 
who were eager to "enlarge the glory 
of the Gospel by planting sincere re­
ligion in America". 

There were many religious changes 
in England during th sixt enth and 
seventeenth centuries, und r th Tudor 
sover igns. The e vents pr parE'd the 
way for a large migration f p opl 
of excellent quality. 

In the year ] 5:34 King Henry III 
put a measure through his obedient 
Parliament known as the "Act of Sup­
remacy", which enabled him to estab­
lish a religious system enth· ly remov­
ed from Roman autho1·ity. He became 
the supreme head of the Church of 
England. 

Henry's three children - Edward, 
Mary and Elizabeth came to the throne 
between the years 1547 and 1603. The 
religious pendulum swung from first 
one position to another, under their 
respective reigns. 

Edward created a definite trend to­
ward the docti·ines and ideals of Martin 
Luther and the Reformation. Mary, 
who became known in history as 
"bloody Mary", sought to bring the 
Country back to religious submission, 
under Roman authority. With the 
reign of Elizabeth, the pendulum re­
turned again to the middle position and 
the Anglican Church became firmly 
established by law. 

American colonization began in ear­
nest during this period, with the ob­
jective in view to "easily, quickly, and 
perfectly search out the passage to 

•• •• • • 

China and enlarge the glory of the 
Gospel by planting sincere religion in 
America". 

In the founding of New England, the 
religious motive was of paramount im­
portance. These people brought with 
them an open Bible! 

Puritans and Pilgrims 
There grew up in England a sturdy 

sect known as "The Puritans", who 
not only rejected atholicism, but like­
wise condemned the Church of England 
for retaining so much of the formalism 
and c remony of the Roman Church. 

These reform rs object d to such 
things as the pri stly vestments, the 
altar, the sign of the cross, etc. They 
were nicknam d Puritans because they 
wished to purify the Church of what 
th y call d the "remnants of idolatry"; 
they r j cted t mporal authority in 
matters p rtaining to conscience; they 
look d to the Bihlc, rather than the 
rulers, for spiritual guidanc . 

Many went so far as to withdraw 
from th organiz d Church entirely and 
establish d their own S parati t or In­
dep nd nt congr gations. They were 

on conformists. 

Queen Elizabeth caused strict laws to 
b enact d against The Puritans. H r 
successor, James, was even mor bitter 
against them. Ile boasted that he 
would make th m conform or "harry 
them out of the land". In Middlesex 
County alone, more than one thousand 
p rsons were arre ted for refusing to 
attend Church of England servicts. 

One particular group of Separatists, 
in the eastern part of England, at­
tracts the special att ntion of everY., 
student of early American histo~. 
They were known as "The Pilgrims . 
In the language of tho e times, their 
houses were "besett and watcht night 
and day" and some of their numbers 
"taken and clapt up in prison" by the 
authorities of the Church. 

Finally, they agre d among them­
selves to go to Holland, wh re religious 
liberty was enjoyed. After several 
attempts, they managed to escape from 
England, and by the autumn of 1608 
about one hundred of their number as­
sembled in the city of Amsterdam. They 
later moved to Leyden where they re-

Some of the instruc­
tions are as follows: "Describe such f ea­
tures a bells, belfry, towers, art gal­
lery, placques, memorial windows, in­
terior decorations, markers, inscrip­
tions, altar designs, and the general 
architecture design, if known." Such 
records as the following must be x­
amined: "Minutes, including vestry 
deacons', church bu iness sessions, quar~ 
terly conference, etc. Register Books 
which means membership lists, cards o: 
any form of registration." Many Pas­
tors are flatly refu ing to tolerate this 
snooping among their congregations.

NEVER FORGET that a large num­
ber of radio news-writers have been 
placed in strategic places, whose duty 

it is to promote the cause of Commun­
ism in America. When they find them­
selves being smoked out, they invari­
ably yell "Jew-baiting" or "red-bait­
ing".

SOVIET A VIA TI ON officials recent­
ly accused Charles Lindbergh of tell­
ing a group of friends in Lady Astor's 
London home that the red flying forc­
es were so inferior, England could not 
count on Russia as a safe ally in the 
event of war. "Having uttered such a 
colossal lie", says the red government, 
"Lindbergh was inwardly amazed at 
himself and decided to try another. His 
second declaration exceeded his first." 
Lady Astor denied that any such gath-
ring occurred in her home, but Lind­

bergh slapped the reds in the face by 
quietly stepping into his plane, and 
flying to Germany as the guest of Adolf 
Hitler. 

HITLER W S received with hysteri­
cal acclaim when he entered the Sude­
ten area. During the course of his 
opening address he made the following 
significant plea: "In this solemn hour, 
let us thank Almighty God that on our 
way thus far He has blessed us. and 
pray that under His guidance our steps 
in the future may also be guided right." 

IF i\JORRJS FI HBEI , head of the 
American Medical Society, lived in Ger­
many, it would be imposi:;ible for him 
to hold the powerful position that he 
occupies in the United States. On Oc­
tober 4th, German doctors destroved 
the last vestige of Jewish control over 
their profes ion bv issuing orders that 
hE:nceforth, only Gentiles would be per­
mitted to contribute articles to their 
official publications. '

But for many reason they were not 
happy in their new surroundings. 

The year 1620 found them prep~ring 
to leave for America. They s t sail 
on the Mayflower. Befor reaching 
these shores, they drew up a document 
known as the " Mayflower Compact", 
which was to be the basis of law and 
order in the new colony they planned 
to establish. This statement of prin­
ciples, based upon a deep reverence for 
God, later became t he foundation for 
the Constitution of the United States. 

The Pilgrims were distinctly a reli­
gious, sincere and devout people. 'fhey 
made no pretense of social or education­
al position. They were poor, humble 
folk, but possessed a great faith in 
God. 

The Melting Pot 
Another group which made a lasting 

contribution to the religious life of t he 
new world was "The Friends", or Quak­
ers. 

They b lieved in the "inner light" 
of divine illumination and constantly 
sought the leadership of the Holy Spir­
it. George Fox had founded the move­
ment in England, about the Middl of 
the Seventeenth century. 

The new world was unkind to them 
until such time as they succeeded in 
developing sufficient strength and in­
d pendence to establi h a colony of 
their own, under the leadership of Wil­
liam Penn. 

At Oxford Univ rsity, Penn op nly 
fought eccle iastical domination of v­
e1·y kind. His deep know] dg of Eng­
lish law and histor y wa ref] ct d in 
the "Frame of Gov rnment", which he 
drew up for his colony after coming to 
America. 

Only Christians were allow d to par­
ticipate in th gov rnment of Pennsyl­
vania. Many devout Germans, who 
followed him from Europ , becam 
leaders and citizen in th n w common­
wealth. 

America thus b came the great Melt­
ing Pot of th world . But fortunately, 
the immigrants w re for the most oart, 
a. religious and God-fearing typ of 
people. Religious convulsions, more 
t han political r volution , caus d these 
good people to fl from th ir homes 
in search of new opportunities. 

Out of this background, th re gr w 
up a ation in which th principl s of 
Christian Protestanti m wer tak n for 
granted. In the famou Trinity hurch 
case, the Unit d States upr me ourt 
decided Christianity to b "the common 
law of the land".

With the passing of the years, it be­
came a habit among the various colo­
nies, to designate an annual season for 
special thanksgiving. After the writ­
ing of the Constitution, the national 
government decreed that one such day 
should be set aside each year by Presi­
dential proclamation. 

George Washington issued the first 
such proclamation on October 3, 1789 
which said in part: 

"Whereas it is the duty of all na­
tions to acknowledge the providence of 
Almighty God, to obey His will, to be 
grateful for His benefits, and humbly 
to implore His protection and favor -
and whereas both houses of Congress 
have by their joint committee requested 
me 'to recommend to the people of the 
United States a day of public thanks­
giving and prayer, to be observed by 
acknowledging with grateful hearts the 
many signal favors of Almighty God, 

especially by affording them an op­
portunity to establish a form of govern­
ment for their safety and happiness.' 

"Now, therefore, I do recommend and 
assign Thursday, the 26th day of Nov­
ember next, to be devoted by the Peo­
ple of these States to the service of the 
great and glorious Being Who is the 
beneficent Author of all the good that 
was, that is, or that will be - that we 
may then all unite in rendering unto 
Him our sincere and humble thanks .... 

"And also that we may then unite 
in most humbly offering our prayers 
and supplications to the great Lord 
and Ruler of Nations, and beseech 1Iim 
to pardon our national and other trans­
gressions - to enable us all, whether 
in public or private stations, to perform 
our several and relative duties prop­
erly and punctually - to render our 
national government a blessing to all 
the people by constantly being a gov­
ernment of wise, just and constitution­
al laws discreetly and faithfully exe­
cuted and obeyed .... "

Hos­
m tals are crowded with patients suf­
fering from alcoholism.

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Dies Committee Makes Startling 
Disclosures ... By Gerald B. Winrod 

MUCH is being said about the 
work of Congressman Martin 

Dies of Texas, and his colleague , 
who are now engaged in the task 
of exposing subversive move­
ments in the United States. 

This Committee, appointed at the 
last session of Congress with Mr. Dies 
as chairman, is rendering a most im­
portant and commendable public ser­
vice. 

Multitudes of well-meaning people 
who had little or no previous knowl­
edge of the seriousness of organized 
propaganda in the United States, are 
being jarred to their senses by the 
startling disclosures of the Committee. 

Many have come to realize for the 
first time that there is a foe within our 
borders, boring steadily at the foun­
dations of our institutions, homes, 
churches and system of government. 

Mr. Dies has succeeded in bringing 
the seriousness of these un-American 
activities to the attention of the gen­
eral public. He is on the winning side 
of a great national trend! 

ot Like Dickstein 
It should be remarked that the pres­

ent investigation is entirely different 
from previous investigations, conduct d 
by other members of the Congress dur­
ing recent y ars. Until Mr. Dies was 
made chairman, the Committee had 
always been under the control of Sam­
uel Dickstein of ew York City. 

Mr. Dickstein was born in Russia, 
the son of a Jewish Rabbi. He is said 
to have mo1·e Communists in his dis­
trict than any other Congressman in 
the United States. His investigations 
have always been conducted in a way 
to lend comfort and encouragement to 
the cause of Communism. He has us­
ed the powers granted him by the Con­
gress to smear, ridicule, browbeat and 
intimidate patriotic people and organi­
zations, who are engaged in fighting 
the red menace. 

Dickstein 's efforts consisted largely 
of looking under the bed for Fascists 
and Nazis. At no time did he ever 
make a sincere effort to get down to 
the roots of Communistic activity. With 
Mr. Dies it is different. He is as much 
interested in getting the facts through 
to the public about Communism, as he 
is about Fascism and Nazism. 

Consequently, the so-called Liberals, 
that section of the press which is 
"kept", the paid writers, journalists, 
commentators and propagandists -
whose duty it is to promote the in­
terests of the red movement in Amer­
ica, are now trying to distort the facts. 
They are branding Mr. Dies as a ''red 
baiter". They are assuming a cynical 
attitude toward his patriotic labors. 

Mr. Dickstein was among the first 

to launch a public attack upon him 
through the press. 

Americans ent to pain 
So much important testimony has 

been taken by the Committee, that one 
hardly knows where to begin, in o-ulling 
over its more important phases. 

Let us begin with Abraham Sob I, 
a 23 year old Jew, who went to pain 
to fight on the side of the Communist 
armies, and later returned a thoroughly 
disillusioned young man. He appeared 
before the Dies Committee on August 
18, 1938. 

Sobel went to Spain in May 1937 
to help the "Loyalists". His story is 
the same as Don Henry would have told 
had he lived to return home. It will 
be recalled that Don was taken from the 
campus of Kansas University, by Kan­
sas Communists, and sent across the 
Atlantic to die fighting for the reds. 
He was one of hundreds of American 
boys gobbled up by Communist recruit­
ing agents. 

When Sobel appeared before the 
Committee he appeared to be frighten­
ed. Mr. Dies assured him that h was 
there to testify under subpoena from 
the United States government and 
would be given ev ry protection. But 
even th n the young man asked to be 
xcused from giving his correct ad­

dress. 
He said that before going to Spain 

he had b n a student at the orth­
western Law chool of Boston. In 
school he had imbibed the destructi e 
doctrines of left-wing radicalism. 

Sobel gave the Dies Commitl e the 
name of the Communist recruiting of­
ficer who persuaded him to go to Spain. 
He said that the deal was made under 
the sponsorship of a ommunist organi-

zation known as the "Am rican Com­
mittee to Aid Spani h Democracy". 

Mr. Dies asked: "What reason did 
he give you for wanting you to go to 
, pain?" Sobel replied: "He gave many 
1·easons, one of which was to take a 
crack at Hitler." 

He was instructed how to lie to gov­
ernment authorities in order to get a 
pa sport. Bessie Jones (real name 
Bessie Lubetz) took him to the passport 
bureau. His fare was paid to New 
York where the Communists had ar­
ranged in advance with a branch of 
the YMCA, for him and other recruits 
to stay a few days. 

Mr. Dies ask d: "Was there some 
arrangement between the YMCA and 
those who recruited you to go to 

pain?" Sob l answered. "I suppose 
there was, b cause w did not have to 
pay for anything". Mr. Dies continu­
d: "In other words, they were expect-

ing you, and sent you immediately to 
your rooms". "Yes", was the reply. 

Virtual Pri oner 
Thirty men sailed for Europe with 

obel, a man by th nam of Zanderi 
being in charg . Arriving in FranceJ 
they were taken dir ctly to Communist 
headquarter s in Paris, th n to Spain. 

The Chairman: "They told you that 
your experienc over th re would help 
you, so that when you came back here 
you could aid in the r volution in the 
United States." 

Mr. Sobel: "That was understood." 
Several pag s of the Congressional 

report were r quired for ol> 1 to tell 
of the suffering h endured while in 

pain. He said that Am rican boys 
were held in the r d armi s as virtual

prisoners, forced to fight for a cause, 
which was being directed from Moscow. 

Finally, he escaped. He walked for 
eight days over panish mountains 
without food or shelter. He made his 
way to France, then back to America. 

The next witness to appear before 
the Dies Investigating Committee was 
another Jew, a young man by the name 
of Alvin Halpern, also from Boston. 

La Follette Acco ed 

While Halpern was getting seated, 
Congressmen J. P. Thomas and H. G. 
Mosier, members of the Dies Commit­
tee, protested against the presence of 
investigators for Senator LaFollette 
snooping around the hearings, evidently 
to interfere with the work of the Dies 
Committee. The LaFollette Civil Lib­
erties committee has a reputation for 
promoting Communist interests in ev­
ery way possible. 

Said Mr. Thomas: "Here in Wash­
ington we tried to contact two pevple, 
but, very strangely, they were on vaca­
tion. The two people who were on va­
ca ion in ,v ashington were atherine 
Kellock, who has been plac d in charge 
of 4,600 ,vorkers in the Federal writ­
er project, and she has, I understand, 
an appropriation of $1,500,000. We 
want d her particularly for various 
reasons, one of which was that we 
have been informed that her husband 
is the publicity man for the Soviet Em­
bassy here in Washington. When we 
tried to contact them we were told that 
they ,vere on vacation in Vermont." 

There is bad blood between the Dies 
and LaFollette groups. Mr. Thomas 
blamed LaFollette det ctive for the ab­
sence of Catherine Kellock. 

Halpern's story was similar to that 
of Sobel. 

After yielding to the appeals of a 
red recruiting agent, Halpern was sum­
moned to Communist headquarters in 
Boston. He described the interview as 
follows: "What took place then was 
that Mannie Blanke asked me what I 
wanted to go to pain for. I said, 'To 
fight Fascism.' He looked at me and 

• • •• 

smiled, and said, 'Is that the r a on?' 
I said, 'Yes; that is the reason.' He 
said, 'You are Jewish, are you not?' 
and I said, 'Sure.' He said, 'You would 
be taking a crack at Hitler, too, when 
you go over there, and against all the 

azis.' Well, he gave me a dollar at 
that time, to have my passport picture 
made." 

Halpern testifi d that while in ,Spain, 
two members of the United States Con­
gress came over, made rousing speech­
es about the marvels of Communism, 
and .gave the Communist salute which 
is the upraised fist shaken figuratively 
in defiance of God. These two Con­
gressmen, . O'Connell of Montana and 
Bernard of Minnesota, praised the 
cause of world revolution in general. 

Communi tic "Front " 

Perhaps the most dramatic testimony 
received thus far, by the Committee, 
began the afternoon of August 20th, 
with Dr. J. B. Matthews appearing be­
fore Mr. Dies. 

Dr. Matthews has made five trips 
to Soviet Russia. He was, until re­
cently, one of the principal figures of 
the Communi t movement of America. 
He knows ommunism from the inside. 
He said: "I hope it will not appear im­
modest, but for a period of years, I 
was probably more closely associated 
with the ommunist Party's united 
front movements, than any other indi­
vidual in this Country. That may also 
be an indictment." 

Dr. Matthews is a former instructor 
in four college and univer itie . s 
one ponders the work of the e on­
gr ssrnen in exposing un-Am rican ac­
tivities, there i5- gradually built up in 
his mind a feeling that COMMU ISM 
I. TOT PRIMARIL y A LABOR 
MO EME T, but is rather a form of 
militant intellectual agon ssion, with 
laboring men serving only as pawns 
in the hands of hidden masters and 
powerful financiers. The information 
given by Dr. Matthews is especially 
important in this connection. Actual 
red leaders are usually men who have 
never worked with their hands! 

The former red leader explained that 
Communists are now doing their most 
effective work from behind numerous

Dr. Matthews demonstrated cl arly 
to the Committee t hat all ommunist 
propagandists are liars.

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A Debate On ''The Protocols'' 
RECENT writings by Reverend 

Charles E. Coughlin of Royal 
Oak, Michigan indicate that he is 
undoubtedly informed regarding 
international Jewish control. 

For several weeks he has conducted 
a discussion of the "Protocols of the 
Wise Men of Zion" through his maga­
zine Social Justice. His main thesis 
is that these sinister documents chart 
the course of world revolution. He is 
more concerned with their fulfillment 
than their origin. 

After treating the alleged interna­
tional Jewish plot from various angles 
over a period of several weeks, Mr. 
Coughlin was challenged by Philip 
Slomovitz, editor of The Detrnit Jewish 
Chronicle. 

Thereupon, the columns of Social 
Justice were thrown open to this JeV{­
ish editor, to denounce the Protocols 
in any way that he desired. Then a 
week later, another Jew wrote an ar­
ticle def ending the factual existence 
of the documents. 

Three Rabbis Quoted 
Mr. Philip Slomovitz opened his at­

tack with the following polemic: "The 
Protocols are a complete, an unmistak­
able, and a most scurrilous effort to 
befog the issue of the Jewish position 
in the world .... The Protocols have 
been condemned by Catholics and Prot­
estants alike as vicious libel upon a 
people who have been peace-loving and 
law-abiding wherever they have lived." 

To which Mr. Ben Marcin replied: 
"The editor of The Detroit Jewish 
Chronicle asserts that the Protocols 
have been condemned by Catholics and 
Protestants alike as a vicious libel on 
a people who have been peace-loving 
and law-abiding wherever they have 
lived. 

"Although Mr. Slomovitz omitted the 
essential word 'some' in qualifying 
Catholics and Protestants, I am pre­
pared to state that 'some' Jewish rab­
bis and Jewish authors have taken a 
contrary view. . . . 

"Let me quote declarations from 
three Orthodox Jews relative to the 
Protocols. In fact, these three Jews 
have gone further than Father Cough-

lin or any other Christian of impor­
tance has ever gone. . . . 

"In 1901, Rabbi Rudolf Fleischman 
of the Polish city of Schocken, now 
called S.koki, stated: 'The Protocols 
really did exist, and they were no for­
gery. Moreover, they were positively 
of Jewish origin.' 

"In 1906, Rabbi Grunfeld of the Pol­
ish City of Swarzedz gave the following 
characteristically Jewish answer: 'My 
dear questioner, you are too curious, 
and want to know too much. We are 
not permitted to talk about these 
things. I am not allowed to say any­
thing, and you are not supposed to 
know anything about the Protocols. 
For God's sake be careful, or you will 
be putting your life in danger.' 

"In 1924, Dr. Ehrenpreis, at one time 
Chief Rabbi of Sweden, later banished 
from Soviet Russia, (who became dis­
gusted with the cruelty of the Jews, 
and joined the Greek Orthodox Church) 
said: 'Long have I been well acquaint­
ed with the contents of the Protocols, 
indeed for many years before they were 
ever published in the Christian press. 
The Protocols of the Elders of Zion 
were in point of fact not the original 
Protocols at all, but a compressed ex­
tract of the same. Of the 70 Elders 
of Zion, in the matter of the origin and 
of the existence of the original Proto­
cols, there are only ten men in the en­
tire world who know.' 

"In July, 1930 when the Grand Rab­
bi of Jerusalem came back from Lon­
don, the Jewish Telegraphic Agency 
called from Jaffa, Palestine, these 
words uttered by the Grand Public 
Coadjutor: 'The Jew appears now to 
be the true monarch of the world. Em­
pires like Russia, Germany, Austria, 
France are ruled by Jews; the Jews 
are the leaders of peoples. 

" 'Soon the other countries and na­
tions will follow and Jews will see their 
Red Flag flying over the world.' " 

Contrary to the statement of Mr. 
Slomovitz that Jews are "peace-loving" 
people, Mr. Marcin describes them as 
being extremely cruel when they are 
allowed to come into possession of pow­
er. He says:

Europe and Now and Forever - book 
which Israel Zangwill quotes extensive­
ly - says: 'As they (Jews) appear i 
history, Jews are a tribe of deadly per­
secutors, and not a persecuted minor 
ity as they pretend to be. Through 
propaganda, they have tried to convince 
public opinion to the contrary, but facts 
and history stand as their accusers, 
even their own authors and publica­
tions.'" 

Mr. Marcin refers to "our eminent 
Jewish book named the Sepher Jucha­
sin" to show how Jews maneuvered 
things to bring about the slaughter 
of early Christians. He quotes Sepher 
Juchasin as follows: "In the time of 
Pope Clement (A.D. 91-100) the Jews 
killed, in and outside of Rome, crowds 
of Christians innumerable as the sands 
of the sea!" 

Mr. Marcin continues: "Obsessed 
with the nightmarish and fantastic 
figures gleaned from this Jewish writ­
ing, the French historian Guizot, writ­
ing a marginal footnote in Gibbon's 
Decline and Fall of the Roman Empire, 
comments upon the above quotation and 
states: 'In Cyrenea, Jews slaughtered 
220,000 Greeks, 240,000 more Greeks in 
the Isle of Cyprus, and in Egypt a 
great multitude of people.' " 

Berne Myth Exploded 
Next, Mr. Slomovitz referred to the 

so-called "trial" held at Berne, Switzer­
land in 1935: "Presiding Judge Mayers 
of the Berne Judicial Canton in Switzer­
land branded the Protocols as 'forgery, 
plagiarism and trashy literature'." In 
his decision, Judge Mayers said: 

" 'I hope the time will come when 
people everywhere will be astonished 
to learn that in the year 1935 it was 
necessary to talk for 17 days about 
possible authenticity in this incredible 
nonsense which is called The Protocols 
of the Elders of Zion.' " 

To which Mr. Marcin made the fol­
lowing rejoinder: 

"Now let us get the truth of the 
Switzerland trial and relate some facts 
which evidently escaped the attention 
of Mr. Slomovitz.

power, he was interviewed by a Cana­
dian journalist, and was a ked why 
he had 'persecuted' the Jews. Hitler's 
answer, spread over Germany and Eu­
rope, created such a profound reaction 
that the Berne Trial was engineered 
to off set it. But let us quote from 
Hitler's authorized reply to the inter­
view: 

" 'Give me one single instance of 
where I have persecuted the Jewish 
people. But for me, there would not be 
a single Jew alive in Germany today. 
If you think they have been perse­
cuted, go and look at their Synagogues. 
You'll not find a single stone touched.' 

"In 1934, a Jewish society, The Fed­
e'ration of Jewish Communities, in 
Switzerland prosecuted two small boo"k­
sellers in Berne for selling the Proto­
cols. 

"The names of the men hailed before 
the tribunal were Thedor Fritsch and 
Sylvio Schnell. 

"The charge brought against them 
was that they sold the Protocols which 
were nothing more than literary trash. 
The charge had nothing to do with the 
authenticity of the 'trash'. 

"Although this book had been on 
salE: in many shop~ for many years fol­
lowmg the war, 1t seemed surprising 
that a legal suit should be started so 
late and against such poor and in­
significant persons. But what of the 
trial? 

"Following the Berne trial of 1934, 
which was a mockery of justice, an ap-
1>eal was taken to the Court of Crimi­
nal Appeal in Berne on October 27, 
1937. 

"The whole affair ,,·as re-opened. 

"On ovember 1, 1937, the higher 
Court of Appeal pronounced judgment 
in the following terms: 

"'The accused Sylvio chnell is ac­
quitted without indemnity, all elements 
which might constitute a basis for the 
charge being absent.' 

"In summing up the decision, the 
president of the Court declared that 
any expert analysis on the authenticity 
or non-authenticitv of the Protocols 
was superfluous. • Moreover, he said 
that THE JEWISH JUDGE in the in­
stance of the first trial of 1934 (Judge 
Mayers) had no right to set on foot 
inquiries a to the authenticity or non­
authenticity of the Protocols for t~ 
reason that the matter was irrelevant 
to th consideration as to the immor­
tality of the publication involved." 

Mr. Slomovitz says: "In Father 
Coughlin's article on the Protocols in 
the August 8 issue of Social Justice, 
he makes much of what he assumes to 
be Jewish domination of the Communist 
party in Soviet Russia. His conclusion 
that there are Jewish Commissars 
whereas there are not Christian Com~ 
missars, is so far-fetched and so unfair 
to the Jewish people as a whole that it 
~oo, calls for a brief reply. The truth 
1s that Russia is dominated today by 
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anti-religious elements, and Jews as 
well as Christians are affected by :;uch 
rule." 

In reLuttal, Mr. Marcin quotei=, at 
length from the well known Communis­
tic writer, James Waterman Wise. the 
son of ew York's Rabbi ,Stephen •. 
Wise. Writing in the Jewi h conhol­
led magazine, New Masses, James r:~e 
said: 

"There must be a widening and 
strengthening of the united front 
against Fascism (patriotism). All(}, 
if by taking full part in the forging 
of this United Front, 'the Jews of A­
merica write themselves down as Com­
munists - so be it!" 

"Kol Nidre" 
"In conclusion", says Mr. Marcin, 

"I am going to refer to the Kol N idre, 
the national Jewish prayer named from 
its opening words which, translated, 
means 'All vows'. It is based on the 
declaration of the Jewish Talmud which 
reads: 'He who wishes that his vo, s 
and oaths shall have no value, stand up 
at the beginning of the year and say: 
ALL VOWS WHICH I SHALL MAKB 
DUR! G THE YEAR SHALL BE 
OF NO VALUE. 

"In the volume of revised Festirnl 
Prayers, published in 1919 by the He­
brew Publishing Company, New York, 
the prayer appears in its fullness: 

"'All vows, obligations, oaths or ana­
themas, pledges of all names, which 
we have avowed, sworn, devoted, or 
bound ourselves to, from this Day of 
Atonement, until the next Day of ~­
tonement (whose arrival we hope form 
happiness) we repent, aforehand, of 
them all, they shall all be deemed ab­
solved, forgiven, annulled, void and 
made of no effect; they shall not be 
binding, nor have any power; the vow.s 
shall not be reckoned vows, the obh­
gations shall not be obligatory, nor 
the oaths considered as oaths.' 

"This is not something exhumed from 
the tomb of the Pharaohs. This, too, 
is modern and represents the pres~nt 
American, European, Asiatic J ew1sh 
mind. 

"I will say this of Christians, that 
their vows and obligations, their oa~hs 
and their contracts, are not so easily 
brushed aside as scraps of paper. FEW 
CHRISTIANS KNOW THAT JEWS

"A man can tolerate b -
ing robbed of his clothing at the point 
of a revolver", Solonevich writes, "but 
when, under the same treatment, en­
thusiasm is demanded in addition, dis­
gust develops beyond endurance. It 
was this abhorrence which finally urged 
us to the F innish frontier." 

Trying to Escape 
Exhaustive plans were made for 

flight. Solonevich obtained railroad 
passage to the frontier for himself , 
his 1 -year-old son, Yura, and his 
brother, Boris, a physician, who had

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previously served a five-year sentence 
in a concentration camp. In his youth, 
t he brother had been a great athlete 
and champion runner of Russia. The 
bear-like strength of this physician 
proved their salvation in more than one 
instance. In a Soviet concentration 
camp, only the strong endure. 

Because of a knowledge of the fron­
tier, a stranger was accepted at the la. t 
moment by the trio as a companion. 
He later proved to be a secret agent 
of the G.P.U. 

At an early hour in the morning, as 
their train neared the border, when 
escape from the "Socialist paradise" 
was a matter of hours, a rough hand 
was laid on the shoulder of Ivan 
Solonevich and the coach in which they 
were r iding was filled with the noise 
of fighting, with the clamour of the 
G.P.U. brandishing revolvers. The 
stout-hearted trio put up a battle but 
were no match for the 40 agents of the 
Soviet's enforcement arm. They were 
subdued and returned, handcuffed, to 
Leningrad. 

In A Lh·ing Tomb 
Ivan Solonevich ,vas thrown into scli­

bn y confinement ; a nar row, dall"p cell 
about four steps eac_ w1y. He de­
scribes at length a Soviet prison. A 
hor rible tomb, filthy and cold, where 
stronr,- anrl able-bodied men grow old 
in a few months. 

The examinatioi. and trhl o" the 
Author, typical of 8, ·iet " 0 ustice". was 
a farce. 1:e was subjected to a nerve­
wracking orde'll of hours of pointless 
questioning. Uidicdous charrres were 
hurled at him of counter-revolutionary 
activities. They at~empted to force a 
confession from h • s lips. He was 
vigorous in his denials and ref used to 
sign the confession. 

Returned to his prison cell, Solonevich 
lingered for three months before he 
knew of his fate. He was awakened 
at an early hour of the morning by a 
guard who shoved a paper in his hand, 
demanding that he sign it. It was the 

verdict of the trial examiners. "Citi­
zen Solonevich", it read, "you have 
been found guilty by this court of all 
crimes charged and sentenced to. con­
finement in a labor camp for the t~rm 
of eight years." His brother received 
a similar sentence. The son, now weak 
from hunger and broken in health, re­
ceived a three-year term. 

The Author commented on this 
method of communicating a verdict by 
saying that it was customwry. In many 
cases particularly where peasants _are 
invol~ed the victims are banished with-

' . out notice to a concentration camp. 
Once inside the camp, Solonevich 

writes, it is probable t~e vic~im will 
never retuin. "For nmety-nme per 
cent of the population the camp mean.s 
a catastrophe. It breaks them physi­
cally and mentally through hunger, 
cold, hard toil and unspeakable cruel­
ties. Many die of overwork in the at~ 
tempt to shorten their sentences." 

Solonevich's description of trans­
portation of Soviet prisoners to a con­
centration camp will probably stir bit­
ter resentment in the mind of his read­
ers. Men, women, and children re 
crowd-3d together in freight ca1·s like 
cattle. 

"On the right the doors are tin;ht­
ly nailed, on the left we have grated 
i r0n doors, like animal cages, protected 
rJ a wooden inside door. In the di-rn 
light, the whole car seems filled, from 
floor to ceiling, with screaming anl 
swearing people and their belongings." 

In one corner around the sto, e "at 
the Urks (criminals). Mostly you 1h:;, 
their clothing could scarcely be call,,,1 
rags; they were nearly naked. The 
Author credits their amazing physical 
endurance as the only explanation of 
their survival. Only the fittest remain 
who endure riding under railway cars, 
spending their nights in coal pHes, and 
feeding in Soviet garbage pits. Of 
these unfortunate youths, homel ss 
wanderers, plundering, stealing, mm·­
dering, he writes: "Organized by a 
leader into bands, they remain the most 
cruel natural selection, with a bestial 
hatred towards the world which had 
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condemned them to this ghastly strug­
gle for existence." 

Crawling upon the floor of the 
freight cars were the peasants. Solone­
vich describes them as pale, ra -
ged, and with haunted eyes. Perhaps 
their only crime was that they wer , 
born of a peasant woman. And in So 
viet Russia peasants are doomed to 
liquidation! 

Life in Concentration Camps 
"The expenses of this terrible> 

Revolution are met in very larg 
measures by the unfortunate peasants, 
who receive no consideration in any 
quarter, yet have died by the million. 
from starvation and typhoid in the con­
centration camps. All the building en­
terprises, great and small, all the 
'Pyramids of Cheops', undertaken by 
the great Stalin, are founded upon the 
bones of these poor peasants. In the 
weakness of their semi-starvation, the 
peasants employed in the White Sea­
Bal tic Combine died in tens of thou­
sands ; and the same tragedy has oc­
curred in many similar projects. Even 
when an attempt is made to provide 
1 hen wi th a strengthening and nour­
ishing d • et before they commence work, 
t heir stomachs are so constricted from 
starvati<,n they cannot digest their 
food. 

"These millions of peasants, de­
prived of all rights, are poorer than 
the savages in Africa, with no pros­
pects and no possible escape from their 
mise:y save death." 

Th ii:; is a graphic presentation of the 
fate of millions of unfortunate peas­
ant~ in the "Socialist paradise" by one 
"ho observed first-hand. 

The greater part of the book deals 
wit h the experiences of Solonevich in 
a Svviet camp near Svirstroi. Because 
of his education, he escaped "slow­
<leuth" forast duty and otherwise he~vy 
to ·1. However, the cold and stalkm_g 
hunger and hardships tore down his 
resistance, all but his determination to 
escape. 

He describes at length the rou~ine of 
ramp life. A working day in this land 
of the "workers paradise" consists of 
from 14 to 20 hours a day - the men 
being driven until they drop exhaust~d 
h1 the snow. Inmates are given food m 
nrcordance with the amount of work 
they turn out. If a worker is sick, it 
does not matter. 

Solonevich writes of the gross in­
efficiency of camp administration. Co­
ordination between the various depart­
ments is impossible. Jealousy among 
the department heads is largely re­
sponsible. 

Man power is used for horaes and 
machinery. The book tells of des­
perate men who hack off hands and 
feet and otherwise mutilate them• 
selves in order to escape "forest 
duty". 
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Any attempt at sanitation is disr -
garded. Disease takes a heavy toll in 
human Jives as a re ult. 

Camp headquarters received an order 
to transport 35,000 men, in the dead of 
winter, to the Baikal-Amur Railway 
project, a distance of three to five thou­
sand miles. The Author became alarm­
ed, fearful that he or his son or broth­
er would be conscripted for this pro­
ject-a strategic red military under­
taking. "In that place, little comrade, 
one will drive more dead bodies in the 
earth than piles," Solonevich quoted a 
camp veteran. 

The fortnight of preparations, 
Solonevich write , was marked with 
confusion even chaos. Out of the 35,-
000 men to be transported, not more 
than 8,000 men could be certified as 
fit for transportation, and even these 
within certain limits. 

Bitter Reminiscences 
Solonevich tells of a 11-year-old girl 

to whom he gave a pot of frozen soup. 
The half-starved, half-clothed girl 
clutched the pot to her naked project­
ing ribs, attempting to melt a twenty 
pound lump of ice composed of verit­
able pig fodder. It was, of course, ut­
terly impossible. 

He writes: "Meanwhile I stood be­
fore her, gloomy and irresolute, furious 
with the world and myself in particu-
lar. HOW COULD WE GROW -UPS 
IN RUS.SIA, THIRTY MILLION MEN, 
HA VE EVER ALLOWED THI GS TO 
REACH SUCH A PASS WITH O R 
POOR LITTLE CHILDREN? Why 
had we not fought our fight to the fin­
ish? We men of the Intelligentsia at 
least knew what the French Revolution 
had brought forth. We could well have 
imagined what a revolution on the same 
scale would mean in our own land. 
Why had not every man seized a rifle? 
In that moment I had a piercing vision 
of the full meaning of class war and 
revolution. 

"What has become of our youth, our 
boys and girls? They should have bee 1 

thought of first, for in them is th"' 
future of our country. Shame on u' 
for having forgotten them. On their 
little skeletons - millions of skeletons 
of poor starved children-the 'Socialist 
paradise' is being erected. 

"I have seen many horrible things 
under the Soviets, many things worse 
than the little girl with the frozen pot. 
Much of it is buried in oblivion, but I 
can never forget that little child. That 
remembrance remains for me a symbol 
-a symbol of what Russia has be­
come." 

view, differs little from the so-called 
f1cedom of the Rus ian world outside. 
For most of the prison rs-th work­
men and the peasant -the diff r nces 
are slight ind ed. Everything that 
tak place in the amp may easily 
happen outside, and vi Tl1e 
only distinction is that in amp v y­
thing occurs openly, frankly, simply. 
Here there is no n ed for sp cbl 
publicity, for an 'id ological suprr­
stru ture', for kid-glove pr t ns , for 
exhibitions of Sociali m for th b n<'­
fit of the foreign observer. In a camp 
the fundamentals of ovi t rule are 
presented with all the bareness of alge­
braic formulae. The story of my life 
in camp and of my escape will show 
that I have interpreted these signs cor­
rectly." 

This eye-witness description of o­
viet rule does not coincide som how 
with glowing appraisals of the "Social­
ist paradise" by Moscow-visiting Am r­
ican "pinks". Ivan Solon vich adds a 
prophetic touch to his narrative. Quot­
ing a former red commi. sar, on the 
"purge list" but who manag d flight 
into exile, he states in his introduction: 

"The country is awaiting war to give 
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it a chant· for insurr lion. Th r 
need be 110 talk whatever about the de­
f n e of the ''ocialistic fath rland' up­
on the part of th mass s of the popu­
lalion. On lhe contrary," lh intro­
ductory r mark g-oes on lo . ay, "n 
rr.att r with whom the war w r f( ught, 
11or wha~ military ruin w re t.hr 'al n d 
-every bayon t and pitchfork which 
could po. sibly b stuck in th ba<'ks of 
the rrd army would c rtain1y b driv n 
home. Every pea ant knows it, a docs 
every Communist. Ev ry p asan t 
knows that as soon as the fir, t sh0t 
is fir d he will immediately slab the 
presid nt of the nearest village Soviet, 
and the latter understand quite clear­
ly that on that day they will be slaugh­
t red like sheep." 

Human monsters at the Kremlin who, 
by fear, dominate a whole nation, may 
well consider this graphic word-picture 
-the hand-writing on the wall. Like 
the Roman legions wh n th y made 
their assault upon Jerusalem, "leaving 
not one stone upon anoth r", the Ru. -
sian p asantry, releas d from their 
chains of fear, will someday 1 ave d . -
late the Kremlin, womb of Internation­
al Communism.

JN 1931 it was my privilege to 
write a book entitled "Tainted 

Contacts". 
It was published in a number of edi­

tions, has been out of print several 
years, and is still so eag rly desired 
that the last few copies found in second 
hand stores were sold for three dol­
lars a copy. Some enterprising and 
valiant defender of the faith should 
bring that book down to date as there 
is need for such a testimony at this 
time, because here is a leopard which 
has not changed its spots, as we shall 
proceed to show. 

Shortly after our book appeared, four 
members of the official family of the 
Federal Council published a booklet 
About the Federal Council, "An Anal­
ysis of Col. Sanctuary's 'Tainted Con­
tacts'", and closed with these words:

Churches. In three of these sermons 
he gave expr s ion to beliefs that were 
certainly shocking to a believer in the 
Bible". 

In the ational Printer J ournali t 
of March, 1932, a secular pap r, ap­
peared the following: "It is even more 
surprising to find it charged that four 
of the highest officials of the F deral 
Council are associated with sixteen 
members of the American Civil Lib­
erties Union". 

At the time we wrote our book, Bish­
op Francis J. McConnell was wearing 
the presidential mantle of the Council 
which had adorned the shoulders of Dr. 
Cadman. "Robbing Youth of its Reli­
gion" was the title of a book which ap­
peared shortly before we published our

One of the most flagrant violations 

of d cency which wa xposed in our 
treatis was the book "Young People' 
R lationships" dited and printed un­
der the sponsorship of the Federal 

ouncil. Aft r our expo ure of the 
vicious sex teachings in that book, the 

ouncil backed up, and the publishers, 
Pilgrim Press of Boston, were notifiea 
by Dr. Cavert that "it is not proper or 
correct to use th F d ral Council's 
name on the flyleaf of the booklet as 
in any way a sponsoring agency". 

It is so commonly known that the 
Federal Council is th exponent of 
Lib ralism that the present incumbent 
of our White House, when seeking to 
define his particular brand of Liberal­
ism, said, he was as lib ral as the Fed­
eral Council of Churche .

had violated our laws. Directing the 
1· ader' attention, supra, to those "earn­
n t Christians whom Colonel Sanc­
tuary pillories", we now take our way 
to the Parliament of World Fellow­
ship of Faiths holding it sessions at 

hicago. The Chairman of this motley 
a emblage is none other than Bishop 
Francis J. McConnell ( described by Sir 
Francis Y ounghusband as the man 
"who defines most clearly the objects 
of the Movement"). The speaker at 
both sessions is the unfrocked Episco­
pal Minister Bishop Wm. Montgomery 
Brown, since deceased, and here is what 
he is saying: "Any Government, 
Church or Institution which stands in 
the way of attaining a Communist 

tate must be ruthlessly overthrown 
and destroyed ... If world unity is to 
be attained it must be through Inter­
national Compmnism, reached by ban­
ishing the gods from the skies and the 
capitalists from the earth, for then, 
and then only, would there exist a com­
plete World Fellowship of Faith." 

This blasphemous statement was so 
cordially and enthusiastically received 
by these "earnest Christians" who are 
"trying to let the same mind be in 
them which was in Jesus Christ our 
Lord", that Bishop Brown was asked 
to repeat it. An Anglo-Catholic, writ­
ing in the London Press, under the 
topic "Anti-Christian Christianity" 
telling of the Second International Con­

The Sacredness of Human Life 

Ex. 20:13; Mt. 5 :21-20, 38-42 

G
OLDE Text: "Thou shalt nol kill". 

Ex. 20 :13. "Whosoever hateth his 
brother is a murderer". I John 3:15. 

One of the great practical truths of 
this lesson is the fact that divine wrath 
is kindled against malice in the hearl, 
as well as murder and outward inj ur­
ies inflicted upon others. It is the 
heart attitude that counts with God! 
An evil irnpul e does 11ot have to re­
sult in a physical act, in order to be­
come sin. 

"Whosoever is angry" indicates that 
the followers of Christ are to guard 
their hearts, at all tim s, against hat 
and malice. "Raca" is an Aramaic 
word of contempt, meaning literally 
"empty head". "The council" refers 
to ecclesiastical bodies existing among 
the Jews at that time. ".Shall be in 
danger of hell fire" shows clearly that 
a soul may be separated from God by 
harboring a vicious, bitter, unforgiving 
attitude toward othe1·s. 

The reference to "hell fire" is trnns­
lated literally, the "Gehenna fire". The 
word Gehenna refers to the burning 
valley of Hinnorn, located southwest of 
Jerusalem where trash from the city 
was kept burning at all times. Ac­
cording to Jewish tradition, the corpses 
of criminals were also burnt there in 
ages past. Therefore, this vall y is 
used in the New TC'stament as a type 
of hell. 

At the very foundation of the social 
fabric lies the fact of the sov reignty 
of. God over every individual life. Hu­
man life is emphatically declar d to he 
sacred. It is therefore never to be tak­
en at the will of man. The lesson this 
Sunday is a piercing indictment of war. 

The change in translation of the text, 
which the Revised Version has given is 
significant: Instead of "Thou shalt not 
kill", it reads "Thou shalt do no mur­
de1·". Th 1·e is a diff rence in th 
thought suggested. It is possibl to 
kill and yet not to murder. 

In Numbers 35: 9-34, the word "un­
wittingly" (R.V.), "unawares" (A.V.), 
reveals the difference. 

The man who, through error, unin­
tentionally took the lJf of a f llow man 
was allowed to se k refuge within one 
of these cities. It i , however, xplic­
itly stated that if the deed w re done 
intentionally, the city of r fuge its lf 
could not offer sanctuary. Here, th n, 
is the differ nc between killing and 
murder. Killing is unwitting and un­
intentional taking of life; murder con-

•• • • 
sists of th intentional taking of human 
lif • on the lone responsibility of th 
human will. 

The reason why human lif • must not 
he taken is evident from rpading- Gen­
esis 9:G, "For in lhe image of Cod made 
he man". Th United Stales profess­
e to b a hristian nation and y ·t J. 
Edgar Hoover, of th, intelligence di­
vision of the Government declares that 
more than 1;3,000 murders and man­
slaughters occur each year. Il is said: 
"Each setting sun looks down upon a 
toll of 3G lives tak •n at the hand of lhe 
underworld - one such mu rd •r being 
committed every 40 minul s. W have 
an army of 200,000 persons in our na­
tion who are fr ', but who have murder 
in th ir hearts, and who will take hu­
man life befo1·e they die."

THE BOOK OF BEGI NI G . By 
Dr. Alexander Marlowe. Publi hed by 
Wm. B. Eerdman . Pages 139. Price 
$1.00. 

THE writing of this book dedicated 
to the memory of Dr. James M. 

Gray, was due partly to the suggestion 
of the late Dr. Robert Dick Wilson of 
Princeton, who had studied some of 
Dr. Marlowe's tran lations of the 
Psalms. 

At first the Author decided to make 
a translation of the Book of Genesis 
as an intenectual lark, devoting his 
spare time to the task, but after get­
ting the work under way, something 
seemed to grip his heart with the im­
portance of the undertaking; thus the 
effort has been placed in book form 
that the Christian public may enjoy 
many of the hidden values of this Book 
of the Bible. 

While this translation is in no way 
intended to displace the Authorized 
Version, it does throw new light on 
old passages, which will fascinate the 
reader as the pages are studied. 

The entire Book of Genesis has been 
re-translated, beginning with the dawn 
of creation and ending with the death 
of Joseph. Dr. Marlowe's scholarly 
ability and linguistic instinct have wen 
qualified him for this important task. 

Prefacing his work, the Author de­
plores the fact any attempt should have 
ever been made to translate the various 
names of God; "They should have been 
printed in transliteration in ordet to 
retain the beautiful unfolding of God's 
attributes through His names". So, 
he explains the root meanings of the 
Hebrew words for "God", "Jehovah" 
and "Almighty God" - thus giving 
them a fuller and deeper meaning. 

Likewise, with the nam Satan, from 
the original word Nahash, in the third 
chapter of Genesis. There are latent 
meanings in Nahash not signified by 
the word "serpent". It signifies "to 
hiss", "to sting", to possess "keen 
sight" or "intuition". The word also 
implies "shining splendor". 

This volume is not separated into 
chapters and verses like other versions, 
but is divided into subheads in order 
to bring out the marvelous poetry, hid­
den away in the original Hebrew. 

Dr. Robert Watson says in his In­
troduction, "Let me remark that Dr. 
Marlowe is one of the most humble and 
shy persons I have ever known. Per­
sonally he has not the slightest idea 
of the magnitude of the task he has 
performed; nor is he, because of his 
inherent modesty, able to appreciate 
his own vast scholarship. 

"I visited the old historic Presbyter­
ian Church of Londonderry, New 
Hampshire, of which Dr. Marlowe is 
the pastor. A part of the afternoon 
I spent with him in his study. He is 
an early riser, and is usually at his 
desk at five o'clock in the morning. Be­
side his typewriter is a revolving shelf 
that holds the Bible in many languages,

There 
are p rsons who seem to revel in this 
form of lawlessness, delighting in the 
very havoc wrought by the tales they 
tell. 

(4) Telling a Half Truth. This is 
harder to fight than a real lie. If you 
have told the bad, and only the bad 
about a person, you have lied ... for 
the whole truth is never told until the 
good is told too. None are all bad. 

(5) False Impression. It is possible 
to lodge a false impression in a mind 
by a hint, suggestion or even the adroit 
asking of a question. "Have you heard 
about Mr. - ?" The answer being 
given in the negative, the questioner 
says, "Ah, well the least said the soon­
est mended". 

(6) Silence. When one man utters 
a calumny upon a second person in the 
hearing of a third, if the third knows 
the statement to be a calumny, and for 
some personal reason or dislike, ( or 

ven from fear) r main sil nt, that 
person is a guilty of the breach of the 
law as i the one who utters the wicked 
statement in the first place.

cember 10, 1933, Prof. Webb r, again 
of Union Theological Seminary, in ad­
dressing the tudents attending ~he 
"Christian Missionary Movem nt" said:

That there is no accident in these af­
filiations or tainted contacts, we find 
that the Daily Worker, organ of the 
Communist Party, in its issue of Jan­
uary 7, 1936, featured an address of 
the then Presid nt of the Federal Coun­
cil, Dr. Ivan Lee Holt, who said at 
Memphis, Tennessee, January 6, 1936, 
before the Methodist Young P ople's 
Conference ( quoting from the W or le­
er): "Dr. Holt defended the Soviet 
Union from attack. He declared that 
the aims of the dictatorship of the pro­
letariat in Russia 'was the establish­
ment of a better life'." 

The "better life" which he is de­
fending in Russia has resulted in the 
following, quoting again from "An~i­
Christian Christianity": "The Chris­
tian clergy rank as 'class-enemies' with­
out rights.

Their numbers ar , 
Orthodox clergy 1917, 44,000; reduced 
in 1935 to 1,200 - few officiating. 
Roman clergy 1917, 160; reduced in 
1935 to 12; Protestant clergy 1917, 
300; reduc d in 1935 to 16 in office -
a few beggars." 

With the mass of information which 
has accumulated in our files on the

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Will The Fig Tree B~ar Fruit:? 
Mr . C. W. Lewi , Delawa1·e, Ohio 

JN SCRIPTURAL parlance, the 
Jewi h nation is alluded to as a 

fig tree. Figs, as a well known 
fruit, abounded in Judea in its 
natural state, resembling a pear. 

The fig tree spreads its branches 
high and wide and the leaves are broad. 
One species is said to be found four or 
five feet long and three feet wide. A 
striking peculiarity of the fig tree is 
that the fruit shoots forth without the 
appearance of any blossom, and even 
before the leaves. 

In olden times, the putting forth of 
the fig tree was one of the first indi­
cations of summer and a failure of its 
fruit was regarded as a great calamity. 
Hence a fig tree with leaves, but with­
out fruit, was barren for that season. 

Israel was intended to put forth 
much fruit in the early days after be­
ing chosen as a nation. She was ex­
pected to spread the Gospel. If Israel 
had been true to the original charge, 
"her leaves" would have spread far 
and wide "unto the uttermost parts of 
the earth" for righteousness. 

I. 
The fruit which the fig tree bears 

during ten months of the year is of 
three sorts: 

First ... The earl11 fig, ripe toward 
the end of June. This early fig is 
most delicious. It is referred to in the 
Song of Solomon 2: 13 as the putting 
forth of "her green figs, and the vines 
with the tender grape give a good 
smell". 

In Hosea 9 :10 we find Israel provok­
ing the displeasure of God: "I saw your 
father as the firstripe in the fig tree 
at her first time: but they went to 
Baal-peor and separated themselves 
unto that shame; and their abomina­
tions were according as they loved." 

Israel mostly fell away from thl:' 
truth and worshiped Baal, so that God 
had to deal with her accordingly. Baal, 
in the Old Testament, represents vari­
ous forms of idol worship. Baal-peor 
refers specifically to a heathen divinity, 
worshiped on Mt. Peor, in the moun­
tains of Moab. 

II. 
Second . . . The summer figs first 

appear in June, about the time the 
early figs are ripe, and come to maturi­
ty in August. These last a long time, 
and may be kept almost indefinitely. 

This second crop of figs refers to 
the Gentile nations. When Israel was 
set aside because of sin and disobedi­
ence, God grafted into the same tree, 
the Gentile nations. Hence, Paul turned 
away from the Jews and took the Gos­
pel to the Gentiles. 

Millions of non-Jews have been saved, 
the leaves of the second fig tree have 
spread to the uttermost parts of the 
earth. From among the Gentile na­
tions, God has drawn out a people un­
to Himself, who love to bear the name 
of Christ and do His will. 

As the summer figs began to appear 
before the early crop was entirely har­
vested, so has the dispensation from 
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Jew to Gentile overlapped one another. 
As God grafted in the Gentiles, many 
Jews - Christian Jews also believed, 
and were brought into sovereign Grace 
during the Gentile dispensation. God 
will again deal with tne Jews, as the 
Gentile program changes its setting. 

III. 
Third ... The winter fig appears in 

August and is ripe toward the latter 
part of autumn when the tree has lost 
its foliage. The Gentiles are now losing 
some of their spiritual foliage as 
apostasy creeps into the Church and a 
nationalistfo consciousness quickens in 
the Jew, causing him to turn his eyes 
toward Palestine. Jeremiah 23 :3 says: 
"I will gather the remnant of my flock 
out of all the countries whither I have 
driven them, and will bring them again 
into their folds; and they shall be fruit­
ful and mcrease." 

Although Israel has defied God and 
brought great evil upon the world, yet 
even from among them, God will draw 
a "remnant" unto Himself. 

If the winter is not severe, the fig is 
plucked in the spring as a dainty. It 
is larger than the summer fig, of an 
oblong shape and dark in color. 

The winter of tribulation will over­
take this last crop we know. The time 
of Jacob's Trouble is fast approaching, 
when the Jew will be judged for his 
wickedness. However terrible this 
period in earth's history will be, God 
will find among them a few dainty figs. 

As the grapes of Escol in the land of 
Canaan were so large, that it took 
Caleb and Joshua both to bear one 
bunch between them, so will each "dain­
ty fig" living through the tribulation 
(winter for the Jew) have a much 
larger influence for righteousness on 
the earth. Satan will be bound after 
the tribulation and the world will be 
evangelized. 

IV. 
The cursing of the fig tree by our 

Savior has perplexed some persons be­
cause Mark 11:13 says: "And when he 
came to it, he found nothing but leaves; 
for the time of figs was not yet." 

The passage means that it was not 
the time to gather figs, but it was 
reasonable to expect to find at lea~t 
some unripe fruit on the tree; but 1t 
had none. Just leaves, no fruit! It 
was therefore cursed for its unfruit­
fulness for that season. The Jewish 
nation spread its branches tall and 
broad. Jesus wanted the fruit first, 
which would have brought glory, but 
the Jews wanted the glory without 
bearing the fruit. 

When Jesus came to earth, the fig 
tree, Israel, had not borne fruit for 
some time, and God was about to cut 
it off forever. In the parable of the 
fig tree, Luke 13 :6-9 shows this plain!Y 
to be the case. It reads: "A certam 
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man (God) had a fig tree planted in 
his vineyard (the world); and he came 
and sought fruit thereon, and found 
none. Then said he unto the dresser 
of the vineyard (Jesus), Behold, these 
three years I come seeking fruit on 
this fig tree, and find none: cut it 
down; why cumbereth it the ground? 
And he answering said unto him, Lord, 
let it alone this year (another season) 
also, till I shall dig about it, and dung 
it: And if it bear fruit, well: and if 
not, then after that thou shalt cut it 
down." 

Jesus undertook to bring the fig tree 
again into bearing, during His three 
and a half years of living among the 
people of Israel and Judah, teaching, 
preaching, doing miracles, healing the 
sick, raising the dead, and in every 
way showing the love of the Father 
to them. But having allowed Baal wor­
ship and the traditions of men, to come 
into their once pure religion, they did 
not understand the parables or other 
workings of our Lord, and therefore 
failed to realize how near they were 
to being cut off entirely. 

To this day, most of the people of 
the Jewish nation still believe they are 
the chosen people of Go-! an that the 
Gentiles are only '·dog". Yery few of 
them are willing to listen to the Gos­
pel coming through Gentile lips. 

v. 
Cod had mercy upon them even af­

ter Jesus went away. His mercy ex­
tended up to the hour when they stone0 
Stephen, who was a good man and foll 
of the Holy Ghost, according to 1 he 
Scripture. 'From that time. it was <!e­
cided that the G spel was the property 
of the Gentiles. 

The tribulation period will last about 
seven years. It comes during "the 
seventieth week of Daniel". About the 
beginnin~ of this period the Anti­
Christ, "that Man of Sin", will be re­
vealed. He will deceive many by 
diplomacy and lying wonders, into 
thinking he is the true Messiah for 
whom the Jews have been looking. 

They will receive him accordingly, 
but about the middle of the week of 
seven years, he will break a "covenant" 
with them, according to Daniel, and will 
stand forth a ferocious creature-ener­
gized by Satan. Under his rule, the 
world will be plunged into darkness. 
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Many eyes will then be opened to the 
fact that Jesu , was the true Messiah 
after all, and Israel wm cry out in 
anguish and bitter repentance. 

At His second coming, He will have 
mercy upon them. 

When Jesus return , a nation is to 
b~ born in a day. Then the best figs 
will be put forth! The blos om will be 
imperceptible, the fruit will burst sud-
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cienly into view, Satan will b chained 
for a thousand years (the Millennium), 
Jesus will reign and th<:: fig tr e wi!l 
b .ar the fruit of salvation to the whole 
world! 

Th re will be p ace and plenty an<i 
every man shall sit in the shad of hi : 
cwn vine and fig tr and "nothing will 
hurt in all my holy mountain (the 
earth) saith the Lord". 

Even so come quickly Lord Jesus ! 

A Prophetic Psalm

MANY of the Psalms of the Bi-
ble contain revelations of 

events to take place at a future 
time. Some of these prophecies 
have been fulfilled, while othe1·s 
await fulfillment.

G..,d in the earth. 

Ludwig's Superman 
That thi ;: is being attempted among 

certain nations today, particular.J.y­
Russia, is c mmon knowledge. Human 
government is breaking down. It do s 
not require a prophet's vision to see 
that the rule of the world is fast pass­
ing into the hands of a few men, thus 
preparing the way for the unveiling 
of the prophesied "Man of Sin", whose 
coming is after the working of Satan 
with all powers, and signs, and lying 
wonders. (2 Thess. 2:9). 

Mr. Emil Ludwig, a Jewish author of 
note writing in The New Free Press of 
Vienna on the subject, "The World 
Longs for Leaders", says: "In most 
countries various forms of governments 
have been tried out one after another, 
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and the people therefore have lost 
faith.

"And the beast which I saw was 
like unto a leopard, and hi feel were 
as the feet of a bear, and his mouth 
as the mouth of a lion: and the dragon 
gave him his power, and his eat, and 
great authority. . . . And power was 
given him over all kindreds, and ton­
gues, and nations. And all that dwell 
upon the earth shall worship him, 
whose names are not written in the 
book of life of the Lamb slain from 
the foundation of the world." (Rev. 
13 :2,7,8). 

The Second P alm 
The world is moving with rapid 

strides and deadly precision toward the 
consummation of prophetic fulfillment 
when, under the leadership of the Sa­
tan-inspired dictator, the "kings of the 
earth" will "set themselves, and the 
1·ulers" ,vill "take counsel together 
against the Lord, and against his 
Anointed saying, Bet us break their 
bands asunder, and cast away their 
cords from us."

(Luke 21 :25,26 - Weymouth Transla­
tion).

Lord described conditions a th y exist 
among earthly governments today. No 
one can know the way out except as they 
consult the prophetic Scriptures. Those 
to whom are entrusted the affairs of 
state are like sailors in a storm -
"they reel to and fro, they stagger like 
drunken men, and are at the wit's end." 
The darkness intensifies. It is the day 
of apostasy. It is the time of moral 
degeneracy, as in the days of oah 
and Lot. There is no guiding light for 
men or nation who have turned away 
from God and His revealed Word. 

The Mark of the Beast 
Like the dictator who no,v rule var­

ious nations, Antichrist will assume ab­
solute authority. His will be a total­
itarian state on a world-wide scale. His 
legislation will all be "must" in char­
acter, ,with this difference; there will 
be no parliamentary systems to inter­
fere with his devilish objectives. 

"Big business" will bow before him, 
for no one will be allowed to buy or 
sell without the 1nark which he shall 
receive a mark in their right hand, or 
in their foreheads: And that no man 
might buy or sell, save he that had 
the mark, or the name of the beast, or 
the number of his name."

.. John had these w01·ds to say about 
the destruction of Antichrist: 

"And the beast was taken, and with 
him the false prophet that wrought 
miracles before him, with which he de-
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ceived them that had received the mark 
of the b ast, and them that worshipped 
hi imag . These both were cast alive 
into a lake of fire burning with brim­
stone." 

Divine Humor 
Verse four of David's second Psalm 

says: "He that sitteth in the heavens 
shall laugh: the Lord shall have them 
in derision." 

This is to me one of the saddest and 
most terrifying expressions found in 
the entire Word of God. Who can 
fathom its meaning? 

That laugh if full of tragic meaning. 
It is portentous of the disappointment 
and destruction which will follow. The 
Communists shake . their fists at God 
by means of their official salute, but 
the day is coming when God shall 
"laugh" at their rebellion. That will 
be the day when the harvest of wicked­
ness becomes ripe, when the press is full, 
when the fa ts overflow, and "their 
wickedness is great".

He is 
a 'new creation' and his citizenship is 
in heaven."

Po e e, Gr at Power 
Th J w is an unh Ii v r. He is a 

man of the world. That is, he is de­
vot d to it, and knows only th int •r­
ests of th world. He is th refore car­
nal, and fixed in his carnality. His 
ambitions and interests are worldly, 
and for this r ason, he has achieved 
the thing that the world offers him. 
He has monr /, po ition, and even num­
bers. He is the Money Pow r of the 
world. That achi v mcnt is Satanic; 
the Devil offer d Jesus great po es­
sion if He would but turn from God. 
This the Jew has don . He has turned 
away from God. He th r fore has 
wealth but his soul is in pov rty. Jesus 
said, that no man can s rvc God and 
mammon. 

The Jew is a leader in political af­
fairs in many nations of the arth. He 
works fr qu ntly behind the scenes 
through different fronts. This is so 
w 11 known that it need not be shown 
to the average reader. He is educat d, 
for he is found in the ranks of the 
coll g professors; he is high in the 
legal profession, medicine, science, the 
mental sciences such as psychology, 
psychoanalysis and other branches of 
mind study.

sociologist, banker, dealer, owner, and 
leader in innumerable activities of life. 

The Jew is highly organized in his 
nation, in secret brotherhoods, occult 
lodges, congresses, synagogues, welfare 
councils, associations, mysterious clubs, 
fraternities, youth movements, colleges, 
and schools. These organizations are 
being carried on with feverish and 
frantic activity to counteract the forces 
of judgment that are being set against 
him. 

Such activity on their part, such re­
actionary movements are the only re­
sources they can muster. These reac­
tions are merely the measures of the 
natural man and they will not avail, 
for they are neither wise nor effective.

He is the true Jew who i~ a heliever 
and therefore a Christian. l e has left the 
fold of his nation, or has l•een push r>d 
out by them. He bas he~rd the call, 
the voice of God, and has taken heed. 
He is following Christ. 

He is not of the world; has forsaken 
father, mother, sister, brother, ho ses, 
lands, and even denied himself ~nd has 
taken up his cross. He is a stranger 
and a pilgrim, separated from the 
world, looking toward his heavenly 
home, whose foundations are eternal, 
and whose builder and maker is God. 
He is not only separated from his peo­
ple but also from the world. 

He seeks to walk with God like Enoch 
the seventh from Adam, and hopes to 
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be translated, and taken away, even as 
Enoch was, in God's appointed time. 

Faith of the Chri tian Jew 

Like the apostle Paul he says, "I am 
crucified with Christ: neverthele s, I 
live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: 
and the life which I now live in the 
flesh I live by the faith of the Son of 
God, who loved me, and gave himself 
for me." 

It is a serious matter for a Jew to 
accept Jesus Christ. He travels a lone­
ly road. 

The Christian Jew knows what to 
expect. He does . not hope to be free 
from trials and tribulations. He knows 
he will suffer at the hands of his own 
people. He will suffer even as the 
great apostle Paul suffered, who went 
hungry and naked, was homeless and 
abused-as he traveled over the world 
living and preaching Jesus. He was 
finally imprisoned and died a martyr. 

The Christian Jew, before he was 
saved, found himself condemned and 
without hope as he sought for peace hy 
obedience to the rites and ceremo11ies, 
of the Jewish religion. He sought 
rir-hhousness that way, but experi­
encerl failure and disappointment.

He m. v he lone­
some from the ea1·th!v stan<lp:.,int, b1,1t 
he finds his Savior Friend at hand to 
walk- with him. 

He may be persecuted, misrepresent­
ed, hated, despised, by the world, but 
he expected that, and knew it 
would come. He does not depend en­
tirely upon the visible Church, alth01.1.11;h 
he appreciates his new Christian fel­
lowship. He depends altogether on 
Jesus Who loved him and gave Himself 
for him, is interceding for him and 
will some day change this vile and 
corruptible body into the likeness of 
His own glorious body. 

My hope as a Christian Jew, is based 
upon the proven and glorious fact that 
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Jesus rose from the grave. The apostle 
Paul, that "little J ew preacher", was 
called in question by his persecutors on 
this subject and declared that he was 
being opposed and nersecuted for the 
hope that he cherished in his bosom 
The world offers no such hope. For the 
things that are seen are temporal, and 
the things that are unseen are eternal. 
The Christian J ew loses his material 
attachments when he renounces his 
racial demands and rushes into the 
open arms of his Savior . 

Reflections 
The wor ld is sweating under the 

strain and stress of oppressing and 
disturbing conditions. Things are not 
right. Hatred is increasing. All kinds 
of panaceas are being offered. 

The international Jew is seen as 
the root of most of the world's 
troubles. He is charged with mani­
pulating international Communism 
by the power of Capitalism. He 
is accused of controlling the pr:ess 
through the purse and by having 
Jewish merchants in cities, who buy 
advertising, wield influence upon 
editors. He is charged with having 
gained control of the stage and 
::,n;ef'P. Jfo is accused of control­
Jin~ poHt ir~J parties through the 
powers of high finance. 
The .Je v hl:l.d his great opportunity 

to reaJl v he the servant of God, but in­
stead he rh se to serve Satan and cast 
the Savior out. He is r eaping what he 
has sown.

The Unique Characl:er of Modern At:heism 
Rev. Newman Watts, London, England 

A WRITER in a French paper 
writes: "Yes, we are atheists, 

there is no God, and we wish to do 
away with religion, to destroy it, 
to annihilate it, completely, total­
ly. Long live Atheism." 

From an American atheistic board­
sheet comes: "The Eternal Torturer 
deserves not the worship, but execra­
tion of mankind". Lenin shrieks: 
"It is the height of vulgarity to talk 
of God." 

These extracts prove t w o peculiar 
characteristics of modern atheism -one, 
that it is definite atheism, a de ial 
of God, and not a mere agnosticism or 
negative unbelief; and, secondly, it is 
positive hatred, a determined animosity. 

Contrast this attitude with that of 
the unbelief of the last century. 
Thomas Paine was a Deist, not an athe­
ist. Thomas H. Huxley invented the 
term "agnostic" to express his attitude 
toward God. He did not take up an atti­
tude of opposition to the Deity, and 
even stood firm against those who in 
his day wanted to rob the children of 
their Scripture lesson. 

Voltaire even was anti-clerical rather 
than anti-God. The uMistakes of 
Moses" and "Anti-Genesis" ramp was 
an attack on the orthodox interpreta­
tion of the Bible rather than on the 
idea of a Supreme Being. 

The rationalist and secularist move­
ments were largely taken up with the 

fight for freedom for the expres ion of 
anti-religion in speech and press and 
the secularization of ducation rather 
than the overthrow of th idea of God 
and the suppression of the churche3. 
It has oft n been said that apart from 
exceptions among the ignorant classes, 
very few claimed to be at h i st s or 
manifested any definite animus against 
the Christian Church. 

Godless Attitude in Ru sia 

The Union of the Militant Godless 
was for the first twenty years of the 
Russian Soviet regime, the self-styled 
nomenc]ature of the anti-religious or­
ganization of the official ommunist 
party. t one time it had 50,000 cells 
and 5,000,000 members. 

A rec nt report (Decemb r, 1037) 
states: "A distinctive feature of the 
present situation is the fact that an­
ti-religious propaganda is no longer l ft 
to the Union of the Militant Godless 
but is undertak n by Party organs, local 
and provincial Sovi ts, and the great 
newspapers and journals. In April 
there were about 1,500 articles of an 
anti-religious nature in the Soviet pap­
ers and approximately as many in 
May." 

Furthermore, this Godl ss League, 
which has as its symbol th form of 
a giant physical form wre ting the 
cross to pi ces and expresses its hatred 
of God by erecting a huge statue of a 
man with his fist upturn cl to the sky, 
has for years now carried on a vigor­
ous intrrnational offensive. 
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Th claim ha b' n mad that 
thi ~oriel-wide athei t combin had 
17,000,000 member ·, not mer athe­
ist in opinion, but militant, ac­
tive, pro1>agating athci t,, in the 
variou countrie of the world. 

The Bishop of Winchest r, in his 
pr sid ntial addr ss b for th hurch 

ongr on Octob r th, l!)~l5, said: 
"Th chang s of our tim have hr ught 
upon hristianity the most critical con­
flicts and th mo. t ar hing ord als 
whi h it has •xperi need since its foun­
dation. ither in th days of the per­
s cution by th Roman Empir ', nor 
wh n rianism struck at the h art of 
the hristian faith, nor wh n Moham­
m danism thr atened to ov rwhelm 

hristendom, has the Church b n x­
pos d to dang 1·s so gr at and attacks 
so fierce as those which m nae it to­
day."

"Atheism to-day," writes Cardinal 
Hinsley, "does not mer ly con ist in 
the denial of God; it is a positive hat­
red of God, intense, implacable, like to 
that which burns in the Evil Spirits of 
Hell - a hatred which is mobilized and 
organized as a veritable war; so that, 
as Pius XI says, 'we see to-day what 
was never befor seen in hi tory, the 
Satanic banners of war against God 
and religion brazenly unfurled to the 
winds in the midst of all peoples and 
in all parts of the world.' It is the 
mightiest anti-God movement of his­
tory, it is an open and deliberate as­
sault on God and Christ. 'These shall 
war against the Lamb.' " 

Militant Features 
Everything is done in Russia to force 

anti-religion before the notice of the peo­
ple to compel them to take sides, know­
ingly and meaningly, against religion. 
Not only are Bibles forbidden either to 
be printed or imported, but Christmas 
and Easter, the Christian holidays, are 
either suppressed or used pecially for 
anti-religious activity. Cathedrals and 
churches are turned into anti-religious 
museums. The exercise of religious 
rights is withdrawn, and even the 
decencies of life which centuries of cus­
tom have associated with religion are 
spurned. 

But where suppression fails, the 
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authorities have tried positive measures 
of ridicule. The printing of horrible 
cartoons on match-boxes, of anti­
religious logan on ties, pen-knive and 
other common articles of dres and 
utility, the offering of handsome prizes 
for the best godless song or poem-all 
these and many more effort have been 
and are , till made to popularize anti­
religious ideas. 

Whereas, these methods, crude as 
they are, may stimulate animus 
against religion for a time, the Godless 
leaders know quite well that anti-God­
ism cannot be kept alive on mere ridi­
cule. It must have a more positive con­
tent, and it has this in its philosophi­
cal and political background. "The 
priests are the enemies of the workers 
and pea ant . Heaven and Hell, prayer 
and worship, are only weapon u ed by 
the capitalist to keep the proletariat 
quiet while the former rob the latter of 
their social and industrial rights." 

These ideas are becoming more and 
more the accepted jargon of the Com­
munist and ocialist propagandist, and 
their popularization among the masses 
of the world con titute a danger and a 
menace to the truth. 

ever before has atheism been 
identified so closely with a political 
and philosophical system of world-wide 
dimensions. This is indeed an unique 
characteristic of modern atheism and 
one which demands the careful atten­
tion of all religious leaders. 

Never before in the history of the 
world, we should think, has printed 
vropaganda in favor of atheism been 
so much used in the attempt to over­
throw God and religion. In a rec r1t 
book, The Weir Against God, by idney 
Dark and R. S. Essex, it is stated that 
in Ru sia 1,200 anti-God books have 
been printed, of which 40,000,000 copies 
have been distributed. 

Here in England, the records of the 
Rationalist Press Association prove 
that a colossal amount of anti-religious 
literature is printed and sold among the 
English people. In this article, how­
ever, I desire to emphasize the fact 
that atheistic propaganda is becoming 
more and more common in books pub­
lished independently of any anti-re]i­
gious organizations. 

Smearing Christian Leaders 
An instance which has very re­

cently come before my notice is the 
book Red Star Over China, which was 
chosen by the Left Book Club as their 
monthly choice. As some fifty thou-
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sand members of this club probably had 
this book, in addition to its ordinary 
sale and its use in the libraries, a con­
siderable number of people must be 
reading it. 

This book was written for the pur­
pose of indicating the noble patriotism 
of "Red" China in contrast to the vacil­
lating policy of the official governing 
body. The attitude of the autho,· to 
religion is seen in the followi :1g two 
extracts: "Chiang Kai Shek faced with 
a similar issue when he married the 
rich, American-educated Christian, 
Soong Mei-Ling, solved it by pensioning 
off his old-fashioned wives. The de­
cision was highly approved by the mis­
sionaries who ever since have prayo;?.d 
for his soul." "General Yang was in 
any case in bad repute among the 
foreign missionaries so he could not 
have been a really wicked fellow.'' Ref­
erences to the missionaries and to reli­
gion similar to these were to be found 
all through the book. 

Another similar case is of a book 
which was published late last )'ear 
(1937) by Miss Marjorie Bowen, the 
well-known authoress. It was entit­
led Wrestling Jacob, and told the story 
of John Wesley, caricaturing him, his 
family and followers as a set of people 
who were tormented by the fear of hell. 

Henry Bett, in the Methodist Record­
er, says: "It is not surprising that Miss 
Marjorie Bowen should dislike and de­
precate Wesley, when we know what 
her general attitude to religion is. 
Christianity ... if there was any stra­
tum of truth in it at all, was that there 
had been a wandering fakir, enunciat­
ing a high moral code, living a fine 
and gentle life, who, however, said 
nothing new, and whose followers after 
his death or disappearance incorporated 
themselves with the believers in Nithra 
and invented legends about their re­
ligious leader." This balderdash, prob­
ably learned from one of the crnder 
publications of the Rationalist Press 
Association, is seriously advanced as an 
account of the origin of Christianity. 

To-day tens of thousands are read­
ing the sixpenny reprints. Here is an 
extract from one of them, written by 
another popular novelist, Ethel Man­
nin: "A philosophy of life, it seems to 
me, is of much more practical value 
than a religion. Religion is for the de­
feated, or those who lack courage. l 
believe in life, which is to say in myseff 
as part of the physical world we know, 
the world of flesh and blood, sap and 
spermatorzoa, cells and atoms and 
chemical elements. The atom may be 
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the scientific explanation of God. Or 
it may be another name for God. It 
doesn't seem to matter to me." 

It would not be of any value to take 
notice of these literary effusions if it 
were not for the fact that they are so 
widely read and are becoming so in­
creasingly common.

Religious People Should Speak Out! 

A short while ago prominent Church­
men united in a protest against a popu­
lar history of the world intended for 
boys and girls and their parents, which 
mentioned Mohammed, Buddha and 
Lenin, but did not mention Christ. Lo1·d 
Russell, the educational expert, is an 
outspoken agnostic in matters of re­
ligion. His skeptical views mu t have 
a profound influence in the realm of 
the teaching profession. 

Sir Arthur Keith and Professor Jul­
ian Huxley us their reputation in tlie 
realm of science on behalf of a God­
less rationalism. Mr. Bernard Shaw 
has, during the past decad , written 
"plays with prefaces" in which he has 
popularized some stat ments concern­
ing Christ which have b en p culiarly 
rnvolting to l'eligious people. H has 
pictured Jesus as a p nniless vagl'ant 
and as being reduced to acting as an 
artist's model. Th danger i not so 
much that h has put the ideas into 
print, but that the public ar hecoming 
used to thern, and a1·c ace pting them. 
"Chi-i tianity", says T. n rnard haw, 
in A R c11ol11tioni.·t's Hw11lbooJ.-, "mean 
nothing io th ma. es but a sensa­
tional public xecution." 

We hav to foe th fact that the 
minds of the vast majority of our p o­
ple are mould d by our popular novel­
ists and playwrights and one has only 
to make a list of the most prominent 
among the to realiz how little re­
ligious sympathy and how much definite 
athei tic bias is to be found among 
them. 

Writing of himself in Vulgarity in 
Literature, Aldous Huxley says, "I my­
self have frequently b en accused, by 
reviewers in public and by unprofes­
sional 1·eaders in private correspon­
denc , both of vulgarity and wick d­
ness.1' 

A writer in John o' London'1, ll'rck­
ly, commenting on thi admi i n, 
stat s: "In pite of, or p rhap , be­
cause of, his 'vulgarity and wick dn s , 
th re is no cont mporary nov list who 
works are more widely r ad by th du­
cated young ... Huxl y is r ad by un­
dergraduate , dons, teachers, arti ts, 
reviewers, critics, even polili ians -
in a word, by all those who, in 1he last 
1·esort, form the tastes and mould th 
opinions of their fellow-citizens." 

Ordinary Ch1·istian p ople who pur­
posely avoid r eading books by authors 
whom t hey know have a tendency to­
ward ant i-religion or immorality, be­
ing ignorant of t he character of t hfs 
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typ of r ading, ar , th r for , uncon­
cerned about th ffect of curr nt lit r­
atur on the minds of the general pub­
lic. hri tian J) opl ha\' a t nclency 
to li\· in a world of their own .ind to 
ignor mov ment and influence in the 
world at larg .

mediately prior to His Second Coming, 
Jesus said, "Ye shall hear of wars and 
rumors of wars". 

Such struggles as Jesus anticipated 
are in progress now, and the close of 
every week sees new complications in 
Europe, with new rumors flashing 
throughout the world. 

The world is plagued by the rise of 
many strange religious, and semi­
religious cults. The social order is 
exceedingly troubled. Thinkers are 
agreed that the home, as an institution, 
is threatened with collapse. 

The Church Situation 
Divorce, the revolt of youth against 

parental authority, and the failure of 
religious institutions to instruct the 
rising generation in the basic principles 
of the Christian life, unite to under­
mine the foundations of the home. 
Paul said that incontinence, disobedi­
ence to parents, and religion without 
,spiritual vitality, would characterize the 
end time. 

The religious situation is discourag­
ing. Many splendid Christian people 
complain that they find little spirit­
ual food in many of our Churches. 

The Gospel is not a book review, nor 
does it consist in the beauties of art, 
and the wonders of nature. It deals 
with the love of God for lost mankind. 
It centers in the Cross. Paul said, 
"But we preach Christ crucified, unto 
the Jews a stumbling-block, and unto 
the Greeks foolishness; but unto them 
which are called, both Jews ~nd Greeks, 
Christ the power of God, and the 
wisdom of God". 

Teaching of a distinctly spiritual na­
ture is much neglected. The Apostle 
Paul once asked a group of young 
converts, "Did ye receive the Holy 
Spirit when ye believed?" They answer­
ed, "We did not so much as hear 
whether the Holy Spirit was given". 
Multitudes of modern Church members 
would be compelled to answer the same 
question in the same way. They have 
been instructed in the social sciences, 
denominational organization, and ec­
clesiastical politics, but have little or 
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no knowledge of the indwelling of God's 
Holy Spirit. 

Many mistake cold ritualis!ll for t~e 
Spirit-filled life and despise God s 
Spirit-filled men. Many Churches. a_re 
long on ceremony and ~hort_ on spirit­
uality Like Samson, their hair has been 
shorn· on the lap of carnal living, and 
they wist not that their power has de­
parted from them. 

The prophetic Scriptures are either 
neglected or altogether repudiated in 
Modernist circles. This disdain of 
God's revelation of the future, was ex­
pressed by a pulpit liberal when he 
told me the book of Revelation is "only 
a figure of speech", and that he did 
not personally believe it. But this 
blessed Book testifies of itself, in its 
opening words, that it is "the revelation 
of Jesus Christ". 

It is not uncommon, these days, for 
Ministers to deny the efficacy of the 
Blood of Christ, make sport of God's 
record of Creation, and turn over the 
place dedicated to preaching the Gospel 
for shows, dances and even Com­
munistic rallies. 

Spiritual Famine 
It is estimated that there are no 

less than 25,000 closed churches in our 
land. There are about 12,000 more that 
have not had a person converted in 
them for more than a year. 

They are wells without water. They 
represent thousands of preachers, 
multiplied thousands of members, and 
millions upon millions of dollars in­
vested in equipment - all to no avail. 
When a church ceases to be a soul 
saving agency, it forfeits its right 
to exist. 

The men whom Paul described as 
"lovers of their ownselves" find their 
modern counterpart in the "kingdom 
builders", who, by human means, are 
attempting to build that which Christ 
will establish at His second coming. 

An ecclesiastical leader told me 
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recently that God is using every method 
"to build the kingdom." He informed 
me that God, to accomplish this task, 
was using even such definitely radical 
organizations as the American Youth 
Congress, the American Civil Liberties 
Union, and the Socialist and Communist 
Parties. Such conglomerate ideas re­
sult from not knowing or believing the 
Scriptures. Thousands of Ministers 
are today studying almost every known 
kind of book except the Bible. 

Many Church leaders are con­
spicuously identified with radical 
movements. When the American 
Youth C,ongress met in Detroit, 
its sessions were addressed bf such 
well-known radicals as Harry F. 
Ward and Clarence Hathaway. 
Ward styles himself a preacher, 
and Hathaway is editor of 'the Daily 
Worker, official organ of the Com­
munist Party in the United States. 

The present appalling situation with-
in the Church lends credence to an 
observation of the late Calvin Coolidge. 
He said: "I think most of the 
clergy today are preaching Socialism. 
The Church must preach a change of 
heart, a new life, and a changed living',.. 

Many of the denominations are heavi­
ly burdened with debt, incurred in the 
pursuit of mere social service programs. 
The energies of capable men in 
the ministry are almost wholly con­
sumed in the constant effort to 
liquidate the financial liabilities of 
various institutions and programs. 

Liberties Imperiled 
There is a vast difference in the 

visits of modern Church leaders and the 
great spirit-filled leaders of a genera­
tion ago, whose comings and goings 
were followed by great revivals, in 
which people were saved by the 
hundreds and thousands. In those days 
the leaders were chosen by the Holy 
Spirit. Today far too many are 
selected by political methods employed 
in worldly affairs, for men are 
"covetous", just as Paul said they 
would be. 

Recently, I attended a religious con­
ference as a visitor. Imagine my sur­
prise when several of the preachers 
seeking ecclesiastical preferment- in the 
denomination, made bold to buttonhole 
me, asking for my vote. I was not 
even a delegate. 

The spiritual inertia of the present 
hour is also having a destructive 
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effect upon government. One by one, 
our liberties are being taken from us. 
Of course, it is done under the pretense 
of helping us. We are traveling at 
record breaking pace toward ONE­
MAN GOVERNMENT. 

But let America remember that when 
Israel went down to Egypt, they were 
given the very best of the land, but 
that there came a Pharaoh who knew 
not Joseph, and they became slaves. 

Twenty years ago we sent our boys 
across the seas. Many thousands of 
them sleep "in Flanders' fields", with 
poppies growing on their graves. 
Other thousands of them are maimed, 
blind and halt. They offered them­
selves with the idea that they would 
make the world safe for democracy, but 
most of the European nations are today 
under dictatorship, and our own nation 
is being carried, step by step, into the 
sarne form of government. 

Meeting the Crisi 

Our forefathers were courag ous, 
aggressive, God-fearing m n. Th s 
days call for Christian men and women 
of like spirit and purpose, who will 
"earnestly contend for the faith which 
was once delivered unto the saints". 

As preachers and laymen, we must 
stand for the faith, though it may 
mean that the true preacher will have 
to go to the open fields, as did the 
W esleys, to preach the Word. John 
the Baptist got his congregation out in 
the wilderness. 

The loyal preacher needs a loyal 
Church. Christian people must be 
loyal to the preacher who is willing to 
be a voice for God. The man who 
stands for the truth, who contends for 
the faith, will make enemie . True be­
lievers should strive to present a united 
front to the enemies of the Gospel.

or racial misunderstanding." Pre um­
ably, the official had the Bible story 
changed to suit B'nai B'rith. 

Continuing under the sub-heading, 
"Publisher ee the Light" is this: "Typ­
ical of very many similar cases is the 
following: A portion of a newly pub­
lished book contained an account of the 
life of Jesus. One entence read: 'But 
when he began to be well known, cer­
tain leading men among the Jews grew 
jealous and persuaded the Roman gov­
ernor to let them crucify him.' The 
League immediately brought thi to 
the attention of the publisher and 
pointed out that 'the great weight of 
scholastic opinion denies that Jesus was 
crucified bv the Jews . . .' After a 
friendly correspondence, the publishers 
agreed to change the off ending sen­
tence in future edition , to 'But when 
He began to be well known, certain 
leading men among the Jews opposed 
His teachings, and He was crucified by 
order of the Roman Governor.' " 

Not A Chri tian Country 
Editorially, the Feb. '33 issue, p. 131, 

rejoices that: "We read of this com­
munity and that yielding to the per­
suasive arguments of B'nai B'rith's An­
ti-Defamation League and imilar bod­
ies, banishing 'The Merchant of Ven­
ice' from their high schools. Last month 
the schools at West ew York, . J., 
ejected him; Baltimore, Md., and Pater­
son, . J., have dropped him from their 
curricula". 

Editorially, any observance whatever 
of the Christmas eason is denounced 
by B'nai B'rith Magazine, to quote the 
Dec. '37 issue, p. 122: "We know Jew­
ish ladies who effuse secularly over 
Christmas ... '0,' they say, 'It's not the 
religious implications of Christma that 
appeal to us. It's the entiment . . . 
kindness, justice, charity and all that.' " 
They are urged to observe Jewish Cha­
nuka instead. The Dec. '32 editorial 
had similar admonitions. 

In an editorial advising the Jewish 
minority not to go into politics frankly 
as Jews (March '34 issue, p. 226) is 
this: "How we protest when anv public 
official so far for gets himself as to 
call that 'a Christian country!'"

Among the 
twenty different "experiments in unity" 
of Jewish Kehillah in the United States 
de cribed, is this (June '38 issue, p. 
351): 

"11. Elimination of Objectionable Re­
ligious Practices in Schools: In Bridge­
port and Cleveland, the councils per­
suaded public school officials to stop 
Easter and Christmas practices which 
has been embarrassing to the Jewish 
children and had found serious objec­
tion amon~ Jewish parents who had 
hesitated to deal with the matter in­
dividually." 

Although there i a large body of 
law upholding- the view that the United 

tates IS a Christian power and B'nai 
B'rith Magazine even admits this on 
page 151 of the Feb. '33 issue, yet A­
merican gentile children must be de­
nied the pleasure of singin~ Christmas 
carols or enjoying Easter festivities if 
B'nai B'rith has its way. 

HilJel Foundation Again t Chri tianity 
An article in the Jan. '34 issue, en­

titled " aving tudent from the l\iis-
ionaries", is a plea to "the Jews of 

America to aid B'nai B'rith morally and 
materially, not onlv to make it pos­
sible to continue this splendid service" 
( of e. tablishing Jewish . tudent cen­
t rs at universities called B'nai B'rith 
Hillel Foundations) "but to enlarge it 
... A further answer to this conference 
is the continuous growth and develop­
ment of Jewish Community Centers", 
etc. 

The subject of the article was a re­
port of a missionary conference "on 
the Presentation of the Christian Mes­
sage to the Jews" held at Budapest and 
Warsaw at which it was said that now 
that Jewry was free, they were "glori­
ously reachable.'' To this the article 
r plied, "It is lamentable in the writer's 
opinion that Jews in America permit to 
go unchallenged such statements". 

But the writer goe on to say, "The 
Conference warns that wise people will 
be chary of laying too much stress on 
the fa t that many of th youn~er en­
franchi ed Jew have ca t aside re-................................. 
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ligious beliefs and sanctions, and have 
embraced revolutioni m in religion and 
politics . . . now turning to material­
ism, agnosticism or communism." 

B'nai B'rith Praises Soviet Rus ia 
and Jewish Communists 

"Is Judaism Doomed in Soviet Rus­
sia?" is the title of companion feature 
articles in B'nai B'rith Magazine (Mar. 
'33), one author saying "NO!" and the 
other "YES!", but both praising the 
Communist Soviet regime! 

To quote the "NO" man ( orman 
Bentwich): 

"It is certain that the principal proph­
et of the proletarian movement was the 
German Jew, Karl Marx, whose pic­
ture hangs in every public institution 
and whose book 'Kapital' is the gospel 
of the Communist creed; that another 
German Jew, Ferdinand Lasalle, whose 
heroic statue adorns the Nevski Pros­
pect of Leningrad, was one of the in­
spirers of the early revolutionary par­
ties; that Jews have, from the begin­
ning to the present day, played a part 
in the creation and the maintenance 
of the Revolution; and that for no com­
munity has the Revolution brought 
about a greater change of status than 
for the Jews.'' (They dominate Rus­
sia now.) 

"The essential feature about their 
community is that the Jews, and par­
ticularly the younger generation, feel 
at home and part and parcel of the 
new order. They are proud of their 
share in the councils of the Revolution 
of Trotsky who organized the Red Ar­
my (though among non-Jews he is in 
disgrace and his name is not mention­
ed) and of the J ews holding high posi­
tions in the Foreign Office and other 
ministries, in the Army and the Navy, 
in the economic councils and academies. 

"When we landed in Leningrad, our 
interpreters and guides from the State 
Tourist Organization were usually Jews 
and Jewesses. It is the function of the 
J ew to be the interpreter of Soviet Rus­
sia to the world and of the world to 
Soviet Russia; for he forms the prin­
cipal element in the proletarian society 
which has close touch with the Western 
European culture and languages. In 
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the trains and on the ships we contin­
ually met Jews proud of their people. 
They hold up their he_ads and say 'I 
am a Jew', though they do not add, in 
the words of the Prophet Jonah, 'I fear 
the Lord' . . . In the town such as 
Kiev, Odessa, Berdichev, where the 
Jews are a quarter or more of the whole 
population, there are Yiddish law courts 
and Yiddish codes of law, and Yiddish 
is an official language. But the Rab­
binical law that used to regulate Jewish 
family affairs may not be applied. . . . 
Many of the younger Jews are anxious 
to get rid of the slender survival of 
separateness, the Yiddish language .... 

"Yet Jewish pride of race is still 
strong, and ardent Communists talk 
proudly of the equality which has been 
won for Jews and of the achievement of 
the Jews in the political and econom1c 
movement. They are conscious in spite 
of their Communism; and if they are 
opposed in theory to the Jewish nation­
al home in Palestine, they are eager to 
learn what is happening there ... we 
may expect that the Jewish mass of 
Russia will not die, nor will it be merg­
ed with the Slav peoples. . . . There 
had to be destruction before there could 
be new life, as well in the Jewish body 
as in the body politic of Russia. The 
spiritual motive of the Revolution goes 
back to the principles of Socialism in 
the teachings of the Hebrew prophets, 
even though the Communist denies the 
rock from which he is dug." 

To quote the author who says "YE !" 
(Pierre Van Paassen): "Yes, it was 
true, I was told the new life had a 
strong de-Judaizing tendency. Not be­
cause anyone forced the youth into 
new channels. Nobody interfered with 
a young man if he wanted to be a Tal­
mudist .... It was the new life itself 
that was drawing J ews irresistibly into 
new channels. But were they happy, 
these old ones? ... 'You still feel your­
self a Jew then ? ', I asked. 

"'Still a Jew? I am more of a Jew 
than ever! Now, under the new regime, 
it is at last possible to be a real Jew. 
My father can't ... because his spirit 
is imprisoned by all the old traditions. 
But I am free and my sister is free and 
we go the new way!' ... Ninety percent 
of the Jews of Russia are heart and soul 
in the upbuilding of tlie new world." 

More Praise of Godless Communism 
An article praising the state of _the 

Jews in Soviet Russia headed "Judaism 
Is Dead in Russia" (May '34 issue of 
B'nai B'rith Magazine, p. 270), say : 
"Stalin's second in command is Laz­
urus Kagonowich, a humble Jewish 
leather worker, who through sheer abi­
lity has placed himself in line to suc­
ceed Stalin as the Communist leader 
of Russia .... RU SIA IS THE ONLY 
COU TRY I THE WORLD WHERE 
ANTI-SEMITI M IS A RIME ... If 
I were to sum up what ha happened to 
the Jews of Ru ia under the Com-
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munist regime, I . hould sa:v-n w op­
portunities and an int nsi°fied ocial 
idealism, but th d struction of all 
specifically J wish spiritual valu .. " 

Bearing in mind that Biro Bidjan is 
a Soviet territory, purely mmunist, 
and is represented and aided in the . 
S. A. by the ommunist Party', organi­
zation, "lcor", th articl in B'nai B'rith 
Magazine (May, '3 issue, p. 309) is 
significant. To quote: 

"More than 3,000 persons who filled 
Manhattan Opera House in ew ork, 
heard Alexander Troyanovsky, oviet 
Ambassador to the United tat s, d -
nounce 'international reaction and anti­
Semitism'." (Any opposition to Com­
munism is called "reaction", these days, 
or "fascism".) "The occa ion was the 
10th anniver ary of the granting of 
Biro Bidjan to the Jews by the Soviet 
Union. The meeting was sponsor d by 
Icor. A golden book of friend hip,

MAY we be permitted to speak per­
sonally concerning a Chinese whom 

I met in 1895, at the city of Chuchow, 
in the province of Che-kiang? 

I was visiting a missionary friend in 
that city, and he told me about the vari­
ous members of his church. Among 
these, he said, there was a certain man 
who lived in a village not far from the 
city, who was the leading elder of the 
city church. He was paid nothing by 
the church, nevertheless he was an 
inveterate preacher of the Gospel. 

Among his several activities, he 
threw open the front doors of his home 
on Sunday mornings, he and his Chris­
tian wife invited the village1·s into the 
service and the husband did the preach­
ing. This was too much for the village 
magistrate. He threatened the man 
and his wife and told them to give up 
their services. 

The next Sunday morning, the doors 
of his home were open as usual and the 
man and his wife were on the streets 
seeking attendants at the meeting. The 
magistrate had been defied and felt 
that he must act. He haled the man to 
the Y amen, had his hirelings give him 
a severe beating and then asked him 
if he did not think he had better give 
up his faith in Jesus. The man re­
plied that he would trust and serve 
Him as long as he lived. 

The magistrate thereupon had a rope 
tied to the end of his queue, and had 
this thrown over a beam and pulled 
downward until the poor man was sus­
pended by the hairs of his head, with 
only the tips of his toes resting on the 
floor. There he was left for two days 
and a night, without food or water. 
After this, an influential kinsman of 
his, who lived in a neighboring city 
heard of his plight and came and cut 
him down. 

He was in a dead faint, but his lov­
ing wife revived and nourished him, 
so that by the end of the week he was 
fairly recovered. On the following 
Sunday, he opened his house doors as 
usual and began a new service. After 
this, the magistrate, fearing the kins­
man, let him alone. 

It is not surprising that I wanted 
to see this redoubtable elder, and the 
~ ~ ~ ~ 

next day, as he visited the missionary, 
I had the privilege of doing so. But, 
at the first sight, I had rather a shock, 
for the man hardly seemed up to his 
part as an elder. He was about four 
feet six inches in height; he had two 
blue garments on; his jacket was open 
and showed his chest; his trousers were 
loose and reached not more than half­
way down his legs; his bare feet were 
shod with straw sandals; and his face 
was covered with wrinkles and not al­
together clean. 

But I was interested and ventured 
to request the missionary to ask him 
a question, which was this: "Are you 
sor r y that you had to suffer so much 
for Christ?" I did not have to under­
stand Chinese to know the answer. At 
once, he shook his head. Then I re-
