I have your letter or the 9th instant. 
I have or course read of the coming or Captain George 
Schmitt and we are looking carefully into that situation. 

hy don't you get into communication 1th the head or 
the American Legion and of the Spanish War Veterans? 
It is physically impossible for me to handle all these 
situations as they arise. 

I agree with you, and have throughout 
contended, that we should endeavor to emphasize that 
although the German Jews are the v·ctims or this persecu­
tion, the movement aff cts all civilization and should 
be non-sectarian. Mr. Levinson or Chicago, who 1s organ­
izing an influential committee there, I118inly of non-Jews, 
is very emphatic on that subject and I am in full agree­
nant with him. He wan ts the name of the League changed, 
as I do. It had its present name when I came into the 
movement. I have suggested changing it to "Non-Sectarian 
League for the Defense of Human Rights". What do you 
think or that? 

It seems a pity that you cannot come on 
here more frequently to help ua. e really need not only 
your active assistance but your advice. Mr. Allie Freed, 
whom you may know, has agreed to b come an active worker 
at the headquarters here and to reorganize the office, of 
which it is sadly in need. Rabine itz has proven incapable 
of handling the situation and I greatly rear that Mr. 
Bernard Stone is not much better. We have been unfortunate 
in the selection of our aides.

I am this morning in receipt of your letter of the 
20th instant with accompanying communication from Sarah 
F. Brandes concerning Dr. Georg Bernhard. 

The name of the League has, after a great deal of 
discussion and deliberation, and many differences of 
opinion, been changed to "Nonsectarian Anti-Nazi League 
to Champion Human Rights", which I am sure will appeal to 
you. Some of our as ociates, especially Mr. Siegfried 
Hartman, were oppo ed to the uae of the term "Anti-Nazi", 
but it seemed to me that since we have omitted the word 
"Jewish" in the title, if we did not point to the Anti­
Nazi feature of our moTement the name would not have the 
slightest significance. 

The word ~onsectariann was uaed because we are 
very anxious to enlarge these aetivities and to convert 
them from the strictly Jewish standpoint with which they 
were being surrounded. I was anxious also to get rid 
of the atmosphere into which I had been catapaulted on 
joining the movemer:tt. The name had been adopted and the 
officers selected before my connection with it. I have 
found, through the most useful or my associates, whom I 
have recently drawn into the movement, that the men in 
control do nothing but talk by the hour and accomplish 
nothing. I have found also that our Secretary, Mr. 
Rabinowitz, was unable to cope with the constantly en­
larging problems, and that Messrs. Myers, Ginsberg, etc. 
were converting this into a debating society instead ot an 
Actions Committee. 

I am intending to get important non-Jews into 
the organization. 

Mr. Levinson, in Chicago, has organized a 
ColllDlittee on the same lines. or the twenty-five members 
whom he has aecuredi only four of them are Jews, which 
ia perhaps too smal. a proportion.

It may be that I am an impatient sort of a 
person, but my feeling is that we are not making headway 
as fast as we should, and I propose to get this thing 
moving on a bigger scale before my departure for my inter 
home in Palm Springs, and then to put someone in charge 
who can carry forward the work. When that is done we shall 
start out on our campaign for funds. We are very much 
handicapped just now for want ot money, and I do not feel 
that the burden should rest on me. Mr. Freed, who is a 
member of the Joint Distribution Committee, and has been very 
active in Jewish affairs, has joined me in the movement, 
and generously offered to divide the future expenses in 
so far as we are unable to collect from other sources 
until the campaign opens. 
~ I think well of the idea of having Dr. Bernhard 
tour the country provided he speaks English fluently 
and his services would not cost much, but we must defer this 
subject until we meet. 

I am rather worn out with the strain of City 
affairs and of this movement, and other matters, and have 
been ordered to leave the City for a short time. I 
am contemplating leaving by the steamer "Monarch of 
Bermuda" on Tuesday, the 28th, for a six y sail, returning 
here on December the 4th, o that it will be entirely 
agreeable to me to see you on the 5th, at which time 
I would like to have you meet Lr. Freed, and a few of 
our associates in this movement.

I am pleased to learn from your letter 
of the 16th inst., that I misinterpreted your last 
letter to me, and am quite prepared to allow it to rest 
en that basis. 

It is not necessary for me to be furt er ac­
quainted with you in order to discover that ycu are 
neither a place-seeker nor a publicity-seeker, a .i d that 
whatever you have had to say en the subject of the League 
movement and its reorganization has been ictated solely 
by enthusiasm i n t h e cause, to which you have lent valuable 
aid. 

1 ent you, ho ever, think tat it is a little 
unfair to questi on the ne set-up ithout suggesting any­
thing in its pl ace, and ,hen ycu are so far from tte scene 
that it is possible for you to help us only spasmodically, 
in a 1 · rge way? I h ve ueretcfore sai to cu, an beg 
to repeat, that nothing would suit me better than to have 
you ta e ever a part cf this load in any way that you be­
lieve you can be most helpful; but that helpfulness can­
not be accomplished by mere criticism. ~hat have you to 
suggest? 

I know that the merican Jewish Congress, and es­
pee ially r. ,T ise, are most unfairly capitalizing the 
languishing condition of the League. But perhaps it is 
net, after all, languishing as much as these gentlemen 
imagine. 

I fully agree that the reasons for the c ange 
of name should have been mere prom~tly announced. The 
failure for that is largely the fau t cf 'r. Rabinowitz, 
since it was only yesterday that he submitted the proposed 
form of announcement, which I have today aom.ewhat modified 
and returned to him for publication. fter all, activities 
cf this Kind must be conducted lar ely through an adminis­
trative organization that is constantly functioning. 

At the last meeting at which you were present the 
necessity ~or funds was stressed, and yet nothing is ap­
parently be ng done toward supplying that imperative need. 
~ome weeks ago I reframed a letter that _ r. Rabinowitz

submitted to me, having in mind the circularizing cf hun­
dreds cf Jewish organizations, but nothing was done about it, 
except perhaps within the past fe days, as to which I have 
nc knowledge.

;f,000, hich I did- the following day. But I am told that 
ycur ~500 did not come to hand, for some time thereafter. 
~hether t has yet been received I de not know.

I am relying larely on you to come 
here mere frequently, to supervise things in my absence, 
and nope you will not disappoint me .

~o not, however, get the impression that because

This is to advise you that in view of the changed and expand­
ing nature of the desperate fight in which we are engaged in 
the cause of humanity, and in which we are asking the aid of 
Jews and non-Jews, and in order to accurately represent these 
enlarged activities, the name of the American League for 
Defense of Jewish Rights has been changed to "Non-sectarian 
An ti-Nazi League to C~ion Human Rights." 

The invasion and flooding of our country by Nazi anti-Semitic 
seditious pro~da is contrary to American institutions and 
must be met, as must also the recent attempts of the Nazi re­
gime to destroy Catholic and Protestant Churches and to 
substitute in their place the "German Church," which involves 
the scrapping of the Old Testament and parts of the New Tes­
tament . All this, added to the continuing persecution of the 
Jews in Germany, bas imposed upon us greatly added respon­
sibilities . 

An effort is accordingly now being ma.de to raise a fund of 
$500,000 to carry on an effective campaign through a nation­
wide boycott of all German goods, ships and shipping. 

The boycott is the only effective weapon in defense of the 
basic human rights that have been so ruthlessly destroyed by 
the Hitler government. 

This boycott is now being prosecuted with the utmost rigor 
throughout the world, by Jews and non-Jews. It bas been 
endorsed by freedom-loving people everywhere. More recently 
by the American Federation of Labor at its National Conven­
tion, which bas thus followed the example of organized labor 
in Great Britain, Holland, Belgium, Switzerland and other 
countries. 

The Non-sectarian Anti-Nazi League, of which I am President, 
is endeavoring to rai ea fund for the following among other 
purposes: 
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1. In order to reach, inform and organize the consuming 
public of this country against the purchase of German­
made goods. 

2. To contact thousands of importers in America, and urge 
them to use American-made goods and not to patronize 
German ships and railroads in the transportation of 
such merchandise as they may find it necessary to buy 
in foreign countries. 

3. To circularize hundreds of thousands of physicians, 
druggists and hospitals with pamphlets containing 
lists of American and other drugs that may be substi­
tuted for German products, and to advise merchants and 
industrialists where substitutes may be had. 

4. To work in cooperation with established organizations 
having the same purpose in other parts of the world, 
and to set up barriers against the use of German goods 
in the World's markets. 

5. To keep the American public fully informed concerning 
the seditious agitation that the Na.zis are carrying on 
in this country, through their imported agents and 
propagandists. 

This is a life-and-death struggle in defense of our hard­
won rights of equality and citizenship. It is also a 
struggle for the preservation of democratic institutions, 
religious freedom and the inalienable rights of man against 
medieval barbarism which has seized control of Germany, 
throttled its free institutions and is threatening the 
peace and freedom of the World. 

I am accordingly appealing to you to send me your contri­
bution in keeping with your means and the importance of 
this cause.

Dr. Cor lnik is at pre ent in Mexico on a lecture 
tour and some of our "friend•" in our own Executive 
Committee who are for a boycott under closed doors 
s drawn blinds are trying to influence Samuel Untenny.. 
er a gainst the further publication of the Bulletin. 
~pecial efforts re therefore necessary to ake our 
last i sue as rich in material as possible. 

In connection with this policy I would like to hear 
your opinion regarding a new eteady feature for our 
Bulletin. I think it would be advisable to prove 
that American labor is benefiting by our anti-Nazi 
boycott. We could do that by printing proof that 
American factories producing replaceable goods for 
German merchandise are now employing more workers. It 
would help us greatly with the American Federation of 
Labor memberehip. 

Our research department at present consist• of r. 
Feller,. a stenographer and one inexpensive help. 
This staff is sufficient for the substitution work 
which they are conducting but insufficient to gather 
the necessary data mentioned above. I woul~ therefore, 
like to hear your opinion whether you deem euch a featur 
important enough to incur aome expenae if we cannot ob­
tain this data from volun~ary workers. 

My own opinion is that our Bulletin is a very efficient 
weapon in our anti-Sezi work and we should do everything 
in our power to improve it at ny cost within our means.
