hen I wrote you Jesterday I took the date of the European 
~onference from a rather indefinite reference in one of the 
letters from England which spoke o "the week begJ..pning ov­
ember 26th". At Mr. Untermyer 1 s office we lear~at the 
time is definitely fixed for November 25th. Mr. Untermyer 
wrote you on the subject and invited you to be one of the 
delegates from the United States. 

I have not previously referred to the European Conference 
plan bee use I was not sufficiently acquainted with the 
origin of it. The project is still somewhat hazy to me 
and I do not know how well it ill work out in view of the 
fact that there seemed to be so much difficulty in get ting 
delegates from a number of countries to attend. Perhaps 
the project is shaping up much better by this time. Any­
way. Mr. Untermyer himself handled most of the correspond­
ence and he complained considerably about lack of prompt 
action on the part of the London organization and espe­
cially on the part of Mr. Kriegel whom he sent over to help 
arrange the conference. 

lhe meeting called for yesterday was so poorly attended 
that we did not take any formal action on anythin. e 
jus talked over a numberof routine matters and al o_,......... -
1tuched upon the proposed conference here of January 6th and 
several similar ideas which will have to be taken up again 
on a future date. I mentioned io the group yesterday your 
idea about the Legion and I am sending Mr. Untermyer a memo 
on t e subject with the view of having aome action initiate~ 

There is a group here, chiefly made up of non-Jewa which 
calls itself "Friends of German Democracy". It has a plan 
of holding a massmeeting to protest against the coordination 
o.f the Churches in Germany, etc. But the gr~~p..#expects some 
financial help in connection with thia plan~we are not 
in a position to grant tha~although we will offer our offi~ 
facilities for arranging such a massmeeting.

We shall also have a 
story about the London ~onference whic be g ins on ov­
ember 25th. e had to hold this matter back until the 
last ~oment because of tn u c tai n ty s to the non­
Jewish delegates from the United States who re expected 
to take p rt. ~r . Untermyer no has the assurance that 
Doctor Paul Hutcnin on will join and s neitner Mr . Beck 
nor r. Colby seem o be able to leave this country at 
the present time, Doctor Hutcninson will probably be the 
only Christian from this country to attend. The other 
delegates in addition to ! r. Untermyer will be .. rs. Harris 
and there is also a possibility t at . r. !ye rs will be 
able to sail. 

I have not as yet been able to write out the minutes of 
last Friday which chiefly devoted itself to a number of 
routine matters. e have, however, agreed upon the plan 
of a National Conference on January 6th and have decided 
to try and hold the proposed conference of Jewish organi­
zations about the middle of December. 

It was, on my suggestion. decided that we send one or two 
persons from the organization to the Palestine conference 
in asnington to be held J nua.ry 20th, when it would be 
possible to meet and confer with delegates from different 
parts of tne country. It is my idea to open headqu rters 
for the League in the hotel where the conference takes 
place/to distribute literature and information on all phases 
of the boycott ~uring the 2-3 days of the conference.

At several recent meeting, formal and informal, t e Economic 
Bulletin h s come up for some discussion. 

r. Feller of our ~esearch Dep8rtment is oft e oninion that 
as far as i~porters, manufacturers, storeKeepers, etc . re 
concerned, the !ulle in. as lready served its purpose in 
supplying information about tne origin of products, the 
securing of substitutes nd so forth . He does not tnink we 
can accomplish muc more along tee nical lines . In fact he 
tninks it is of no use to continue the same tning . At the 
same time I obs rve that t e organization nas had a diffi -
cult struggle for funds an at tne present cost of the 
Bulletin h s been a continuous source of rdship . It is 
amon g tne biggest items of our expense but of course that 
itself is not the ouestion and the main thing is w. etner 
t e money that is sp nt brings the expected results . 

t is at ti:e same time felt t n t the League must continue 
to have an o r gan to distribute among members and contribu­
tors and to generally keep up t e interest in the boycott 
and develop new supyorters . e have, therefore, been tuink-
ing of reducing the size of the Bulletin to four pa es . 

e ould devote two or more pages to articles relating to 
general propaganday Law~17rning of sentiment, etc . : th bal ­
ance of the paper ~e given over to such tecnnical mat ­
ters as stil) come up and in con~ection with which the in­
formation is regarded to be of special importance . In the 
smaller fulletin e would condense and concentrate all of 
our material in such a way that it probably would be more 
generally read . e ould, of course , try to m~ke the pa-
per s attr ctive as possible. r . Dubovsky, . r . . yers and 
~rs . H rris and all of our people ished me to write to you 
about the matter fully so tnat we may get your reaction to 
the plan w ich we have been thinking about . I hope I h ve 
made tne ide sufficiently clear . 

The economy to be made would amount to over . 100 . 00 in the 
printing and about 50 . 00 on the nresent editori 1 exnenses .

In connection with this change I myself would 
favor another name such as the Anti-Nazi ~oycott 
Bulletin - but that ~s one of several details 
which would have to be worked out later.

We, of course, expect to have an un1erstanding with the 
Philadelphia organization by which we shall receive part of the proceeds 
of the Philadelphia affair, which if it takes tne form of a Dinner is lilce)y· 
to bring in a goodly sum of money. 

5. I am enclosing some translations from the newspapers in Germany which 
have been sent for your information by Professor Jacob R. Marucs of the Hebrew 
Union College in Cincinnati. You will presumably retirn this material to 
us for the use of the office. 

6. I am also enclosing a translation from a cable which was published today 
in the Jewish Morning Journal, which I am sure, you will be interested to see.

I have 
a.alced eveeyone to help me and I believe that I have been eecuring 
excellent cooperation even from persona 'ilb.o haTe for so• time not been 
active. It is one thing to have a man come up to elp ua and quite 
another to hinder in an uncalled for and offenaiTe w,q.
