I urn sure that I need 
not ay o :- u, a member of our cor or tion, t l. t there • s not a person 
in any wav connected ith our ~o::-k tha t is ntl-Semit i o, nor has any one 
connected ith our ·o r k manif~stod an i-<~cmitic tendcnci s. 

Tho corpo mt ion of the meri cun School a of Oriental .~e­
search is made up of representative of ver; form of Chris ian an ~ Je ish 
belief. T¼o of our mos vuluod 1ru, to a a rc J ,s. One of its ro u a-
ti one roads: 

"Evory member of tho , ohool must refrain from artisan 
aoti vi t:v of a noli ticul or eoclesinst ic&l no.ture, '' 

and the regulation has been on tho ~hole faithfully observed. It is true 
hat tv. o persons ho had been connected ith the School in Jerusalem for a 

y ~ar, published, after their return to this country, oritioisme of certain 
method e of tho Zioni eta in Palestine, but, during thnt same . ee.r, our ni­
rector published articles in praise of i1onism even thile in Jerusalem and 



has continued -to do ao since his roturn to this countr;,. All of this 
aoti vi ty was regretted by the cano.g e,:1ent. You can .reo.di ly see that it 
is impossible for us to enforce this ruln on men ho have left our employ, 
but. o far as I know, the publ • c expressions concerning ~iioni so on the 
part of those '"Rho ha7e becri. connected ;i th the School at Je ... usalem have 
more often been favorable than crttioal. 

The atti tuc1e of the management of the Rohool to, a.rd ,-. ioniem, 
as toward every other roliE? lous a .1cl politic al mover.iont, is one of neutrali t .
