EDITORIAL 
FACING REALITIES 

By Rabbi David Goldberg 

We beg to direct the attention of the reader to Rabbi David 

Lefkowitz's very comprehensive review of the Palestinian situ­

ation, reprinted elsewhere in this issue of The Herald, by cour­

tesy of the Dallas News. It is not a mere resume ; it is a passion­

ate appeal to well meaning but not clear thinking people to 

sober up to the reality of a situation that can no longer be ignor­
ed with impunity, namely, that Palestine can never be THE 

Jewish homeland, but only A Jewish homeland, which is the 

isame as saying that neilfuer can the land of Palestine ever be­

come a Jewish commonwealth nor can the Jewish people ever 

become a Palestinian people. It is official now; it is part of the 

mandate itself. "It is not contemplated that Palestine as a whole 

should be converted into a Jewish national home, but only that 

such a home should be founded in Palestine." Furthermore, "It 

is contemplated that the status of all citizens in Palestine shall 

be Palestinian (not Jewish)". Finally: "Palestine can never be 

Jewish in the sense that England is English.'' All these are the 

official pronouncements of the White Paper upon which the 

terms of the mandate are predicated. 

The reader might recall how, from these columns, a little over 

a year ago, we predicted these things with precision and how, 

on one 'Particular occasion, we were calumnized for doing so. 

Then, as now, we have been and are motivated by a wholeheart­

ed concern for our brethren, the Chalutzim, the Zionists of 

Zion, who are pioneering the Jewish , future over there with 

their weat and blood. At no time did we care, and we do not 
now care, f,or the sentimentalities of those who get their Zion­
istic mandate from their monthly due , from their Shekalim, and 
from their loo o at· ons on the pot ntalities of the Jewish na­

tion. And the needs of the Chalutzim have been and are now 

clear and definite: They need better immigration facilitis, great­

er economic possibilities, and the right to live and develop peace­
ably and pea fully. They need no other political guarantees 
than those guaranteed to the manor born, and they need no one 

from abroad to direct their culture over there. The Chalutzim 
are tried men, and one for one, they are as fully able to speak 

for themselves culturally and politically as is any one of the 

rank and file over here who has been shouting politics and cul­

ture from the housetops. The Chalutz knows what the sentimen­

tal nationalist knows not, namely, that neither the politics nor 

the culture of a country can be predetermined, that the latter 

in particular is not predeterminable by its very nature. Al~o, on 

the premises, the Chalutz found how supremely important it is 

for him to gain the good-will of the native and how that has 

been made utterly impcssible by the preposterous ambitions of 

the political nationalist. In vain has he pleaded himself and in 

vain have his spokesmen pleaded for him in the Diaspora. The 

fascination of a Jewish commonwealth has blinded the Political 

Zionist to the prosaic reality of the situation. 

But this reality is now spelled out for him officially black on 

white. Sympathizing, as we do, with the pain of his disillusion­

ment, we wish to point out to him the silver lining to the cloud: 

There is no longer any occasion to divide Jewry on words and 
phrases. The Chalutz is the only reality, the only potential real­
ity. No Jew can escape the point-of-view of the Chalutz. The 
Chalutz needs a staff wherewith to cross over to the land of his 
pilgrimage and the possibility to earn bread and raiment over 
there. He will make his own vows. He will build his own temples 
at Luz and at Pni-el. Indeed no conscientious Jew can escape 
the point-of-view of the Chalutz. And no conscientious Jew will.

TO THE STOCKHOLDERS OF THE PALESTINE COOPERATIVE COMPANY: 

The annual meeting ot the stockholders of the company is hereby called for 
FGbrua· y 23, 1923, at 10 o'clock A. M. at No. 115 Broadway, Room 1308, Borough of 
Manhattan, Na, York City. This is the date technically fix·d by the by-la, s for the 
annual meeting. It is proposed to co1 sider and determine n t only he mat ters ihich 
came up generally. at the "nformal rneetin 0 h3ld on Junuary 14th, 1923, but also the 
advisability ~fa ending the Cer ificate of I.co poration so as to abolish the dis­
tinction between th two classes of preferred stock, and creating a single class of 
preferred stook. 

The only shares heretofore issued nd publicly held are second pr ferred 
shares. The f3rst preferred shares were intended merely to represent donations or

funds held solely in trust for Pales~ine in ti utions such as the Univer:ity, The 
proposed amendment would providq that the total of the proposed singled class of 
preferred shares shall remain at the present authorized +otal of both present first 
and second pre!~rred. The amounts heretofor e made avatlable for first preferred 
sh~res ?ould be represented by some form of obli tion which the company 1ill de­
termine upon a s most nearly carrying ou , the ori inal plan. 

It is proposed also to determ ne t h9 d ~e from which dividends shall com­
menc8 to cumulate. It has been proposed th t Ja 11 ry 1st, 1923 be fixed as the date, 
in view of the fact that oper tions of the company in Pales t ine were not commenced 
until the summer of 1922. 

The propozed amendments to the certificate of incorporation to be acted 
upon, therefore, are 

(a) to abolish classes of preferred shares and create one clas . consist-
ing of 6fo cumulative preferred shares, of th~ total face value of $999,000., 
each share of the par value of $10. divid nds payable annually, semi-annually 
or quarterly as the board of directors may from time to time determine. 
(b) to fix January 1, 1923, as the date from hich dividends shall become 
pa7abl, upon fully paid preferred sto~k issued before that date, and upon 
stock issued after January 1, 1923, to be payable from JanuRry 1st or July 
lat tollowin1 date of issue. 

These amendments are proposed by the board of directors and upon their 
adoption new preferred share certificates will be issu~d ·n exchang , share for 
share, for outstanding certificates, 

At this meeting there will also be an election of directors, the reports 
of the president, treasurer and other officers will be received, and such other 
matters considered as may come up in the regular course for the consideration of 
the stockholders. 

We would like as large an attendance as possible, but if you find you are 
unable to come, please sign and mail the enclos d proxy to us as soon as possible 
in the enclosed envelope, so that your stock may be represented at the meetin1.

It is aGreed that co­
operation and mutual helpfulness are the basis of right and progressive 
industrial relations, and that intimidation and coercion have no proper 
place in American Industry. 

To -orovide a me 2.ns -·hereby the pa~tios may co-operate, both 
to preserve peace in the industry and to furthe~ their mutual interests 
in the conmon enterprise., this Agreen,ent is cr,.tered into bet·.·een the 
Cleveland Garment Manufacturers' Association, on behalf of those of its 
members ,rhose signatures are attached herAto., Th0 Jnt,ernational Ladies' 
Garment i;yorkers I Union., and Locals No. 26., Cleal' and Suit Tailors; No. 27, 
Skirt and Dress makers; iio. 29., Yfomen Garment 'Jorl:ers; No. 37, Ladies' 
Garment Pressers; No. 42, Ladies' Garment Cutters; No. 94, Sample Makers, 
~ .. ~t- and the Honorable Julian~. Mack, Samuel J. Rosensbbn and John R. 
McLane, or their successors, acting as a Bo~rd of Referees. 

I. 
The parties accert as a ra:ct of this a_;reement, 3lld incorporate 

therein, except as they may be inconsi stent · ith the express provisions 
of this Agreement, the principles affirnec in the c.greement bet-:-een the 
parties and the Secretary of Uor~ be~~in~ oate of Au6ust 12th., 1918., and 
in the a'l·-ards and decisions ma.de b:,r the Board of' Referees appointed there­
under. 

II. 

There shall be a permanent Board of Referees of three persons 
consisting of the Honorable Julian . • Mack, Chai. rmm, Samuel J. Rosensohn 
and John R. McLane.

If they fail in either case to make a satisfactory adjustment, 
the dispute shall then be arbitrated by the representative of the Referees 
appointed for that purpose and vested -r-i th the full po··-er of the Board of 
Referees, subjedt only to a ri~ht of appeal to the Bo d from his decision 
on matters relating to princip]e or policy. This rapresentative may b~ 
ealled upon at any time for the investigation or hearinb o~ cases properly 
brought before him. No case sho.11 be he2.rd by hi.l!l., or by the Board, ..rhich 
has not first been taken up in the successive steps set forth above. The 
decision of the represen~tative is final unless and until overruled or mod­
ified by the Board of R~ferees except ·here a member of the Board, upon 
cause sho1 -n, shall deem it advisable to sus~and execution af the decision 
of the representative, pending a peal.

The principle of 'eek ·-ork is reaffi.rrul3d. In accordance ,.-ith the 
agreement heretofore entered into by the A23ocia.tion and the Union, the .. -age 
paid thereunder shall have due regard to the productive value of the ind.iv• 
idual - -orker based on fair 1nd accur ate st, .ndards , ~nich standards shall 
be under the joint control of the Associ~tion and the Union and subject to 
revie- - by the Referees. Such production stand ds shall be installed in all 
shops and departments as soon as the inr ivi. ' u1l mm ufacturer is -pre ared for 
the installation. Until July ls t, 1922 d9r2~tments and shops not upon 
standards shall continue the --age plan no- - in effect in the individual de-
artments. After that date each manufacturer signatory to this agreement 

shall adopt either production standards or str~ight ,reek ,··ork in all depart­
ments of his shop unless other ise ordered b..,r the Board of Referees or 
their representative.. Such "':-eek 1 ork ,·,age shall be based upon the product­
ive ab ility of each - ·orker, but not less than the minimum shall be aid . 
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Reaffirming and continuing the plan provided by the Board of 
Referees in their decision of April 22nd, 1921 and agreed to by the As­
sociation and the Union each worker shall be guaranteed be~inning Jan­
uary 1st, 1922. not less than forty-one T-:eeks of employment in each year 
or pay at two-thirds his :minimum so long as the fund in his shop as herein­
a£ter limited shall enable this to be done. Eaci manufacturer shall lay 
aside each week 7-1/2% of his direct labor payroll to constitute an assur­
ance of employment fund. Any worker in any shop :ho has been idle eleven 
weeks during the calendar year shall thereafter be entitled to drau upon 
such fund for any dE.1f of unemployment at the rate of t r.o-thirds of his min­
imum !W18,ge. 

The details of the production standards and guarantee plan shall 
be provided in a supplementary agreement ~mich shall have the same force 
and effect as this agreement.

The Manufacturers' Association and the Union shall co-operate &s 
required by the Referees in seeing that all of their deci!ions, rulings, pro­
mulgations, or disciplinary :measures, are fa.thfully executed or complied with. 

VIII. 

Every worker shall T,,ork for and be paid by the firm in ,.,:hose ehop 
he is employed, and not bp any other employee of that firm. This clause re• 
lates to the abolishment of insi de sub-contracting. 

IX. 

The Association and the Union commit themselves to the develoJment 
of Cleveland as a manufacturing community of l ar ge units convinced that this 
policy is fair to the ... , orkers by keeping present f 0rces intact and helpful 
to the manufacturers 1->y reducing cost due to econo1n;/ of large unit ma.nufact­
urin6• In accordance ri th this policjr the ma.nufc>.ctu.rers shall so far as pos­
sible retain arrl build up the personnel in factor i 1s they mm or control and 
for ~mich they accept the provisions of this agreement. To ascertain uhat -
causes if any, are leading to the gro~th of outside shops at the expense of 
inside shops, a conmission composed of three members from the Union ad three· 
from the Association, shall be appointed. This comnission shall study the 
entire problem of the outside shop and as soon as practicable shall reports 
its findings and its reconmendations for the elimination of the causes and 
the proper control of the outside shop under this agreement. 

Until the receipt of the report of the above named commission and 
its adoption. the use of outside shops shall be controlled as follows:

All disputes in such shops shall be &dj1-!sted in a mat.ncr sini:lar to that provided in this agreement. To insure th0 co.rr ... ring out uf the tel"ms of this agreement the Union and the Association of contractors and sub-mc-nufacturers have signed an agreement providing fbr an impartial machinery and~ excepting as hereinafter provided, no manufacturer party hereto shall give ~ork to or purchase garments 

from any contractor or sub-manufacturer in Cleveland or vicinity ,.,ho does not enter in and remain under the jurisdiction of the impartial machinery provided ·by such sub-manufacturers• agreement. 
Aey manufacturer desiring to have ,.--ork done by or to purchase garments froa any contractor or sub-manufacturer in Cleveland or vicinity ~ho is not a member in good standing of such contractors or sub-manufacturers' association. shall first notify the Impartial Chairman accepting full responsibility ro; the carrying out of the provisions of this agreement •.,i thin such outside shops 

and shall deposit tnth the Impartial Chairman surety for the fulfillment of 
aueh obligations. 

x. 
A Joint Board of Sanitary Control may be created by the Referees. 

xt. 

This Agreement sha&l be so administered that the position of neither of the parties to it shall be ~eakened. 
While recogni zing the right of any -.70.r-ker to join the Union or not as he desires, such ·orkers as are no • members or 'V'ho may become members shal~. 

remain members of the Union in good standing during the life of this agreement. 
Any member of either group guilty of violating this Agreement shall be disciplined on order of the Referees. 

XII. 

During slack periods, the -·ork shall be distributed among all the 
workers of a given shop., or of a given d·vision of that shop, as equitably as possible. 

XIII,, 

This Agreement shall remain in force until December 31st, 1922 and 
shall be automatically rene~ed for a nother year, and so on for each succeeding yeaz. subject only to the right of either party to terminate it onil)ecember 
31st, 19226 or on December 31st of any succeeding year, by givingvritten notice at least three months before the end of such year. Either party may, 
under upon similar notice, at such periods, suggest amendments or a reconsid­eration of the terms of the Agreement as a ~hole, in . hich case the Referees shall call the parties into conference during the three months period. and 
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miatever changes may be agreed on, shall become effective at the beginning of the next yearly period. 

XIV. 

There shall be no strikes or lockouts during the life of this 
Agreement, unless previously authorized by the Referees. 

xv. 

The expense of the Referees and their representative in adminis­
tering this Agreement shall be borne equally by the Union and the Manufactur­
ers' Association by making such deposits to the order of the Referees as from time to time may be required bf them.
