KINDLY READ AT YOUR OPEN MEETING 

Dear Co-Worker: 

On October 31 the fiscal year of the National 
ended and with a sense of gratification, I re­
port that our records show a decided increase 
in the sale of Uniongrams. For the first time 
in the history of the NFTS we have sold over 
65,000 Uniongrams. I realize that Uniongram 
Chairmen everywhere have been alert and inter-
ested in our work for without such cooperation 
this magnificent record could not have been 
attained. 

May I ask you, as Chairman of your Sisterhood for the coming 
year, to stress and to bring to the attention of your members 
special occasions for which Uniongrams should be used. For the 
month of December let us send Uniongrams for every wedding and 
every bereavement amCng Sisterhood and Congregational members 
from Sisterhood and ongregational members. Let us organize 
an out and out campaign to "line up" definitely members to send 
Uniongrams - not a telegram and not a card. 

As Jewish women and as Jewish recipients, Uniongrams should 
find a special place in each heart for Uniongram proceeds 
are devoted to Jewish religious and educational causes. This 
gives Uniongrams an appeal that makes them easy to sell. 

The year 1941-42 is unique in Uniongram history because of a 
change that was voted at our Biennial Convention, held in De­
troit last ApPil. Beginning with this year, Uniongram Apportion­
ment Profit - that is, 80¢ on each dollar sent to the Cin-
cinnati office for a book of Uniongrams (~emember Uniongrams 
can be ordered from Cincinnati only in books of four at $1.00 
per book but may be resold individually at 25¢ each) - will 
be credited to the current fiscal year and not to the follow­
ing one as in the pa.st.

Dear Rabbi:

Reoent reports of the mass murders of Jewish communities in Nazi-held countries have shocked and horrified us all. In tragedy-laden Europe 
the Jewish tragedy i beyond compare. Jes in central and eastern 
Europe count their "Lidices" in the hundreds. The Nazi beast is bent 
upon the extermination of our people. 

In order to give vent to Jewis grie . and mourning and in order to 
stir the conscience of America to understa d more keenly the Jewish 
tragedy both in its general and in its spec al a spects, the Synago ue 
Council of America hereb proposes that t e approaching Tisha b'Av, 
Wednesday evening, July 22 and Thursday, July 23, thrice tragic 
anniversary, be appropriately utilized.

Wherever Tisha b'Av services are held, rabbi are urged to dwell 
also upon the current "hurbnn" of our people. here such services 
are not held the preceding Sabbath can be utilized. 

In a few days you rill r ecei e from us some fact ~l data on the 
mass murders and also suggestions for special readings and prayers 

addition to the traditional Tisha b'Av liturgy. 

Where it is f asible to arranue communit gathe1ings, m ny Chris­
tians in the community m11.y be found 1"e~dy to jo n in a ... ellowship 
of mournin and indign~tion. e hall send ou some of the ex­
pressions of Chrisi',ian religiou leaders as well as a set of 
resolut ons to be f~dopted by public asso blies ;here such can be 
held. It is to be expect d that Christ ian religiou leaders in 
your commun."ty will respond t e more re dil 1hen the appeal comes 
from Jewish religious quarters. 

The great central org niz tons of Americ n Jewry, namely the 
American Jewi h Co~rnittee, the American Jeiish Congress, the 
B'nai B'rith and t e J e lsh Lab r Committee 1hich, re actively, 
are taking other nA sures o meet the situation, have unanimously 
expressed dee satisfaction with this action vh ch t e Syn gogue 
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Council is undortaking. You will, therefore, find Jewish communi­
ties sympathetically attuned to our proposals and appreoiative 
of the opportunity afforded by the synagogues and the rabbis for 
the expression of Jewish mourning, sorrow and indignation. 

You and your synagogue have a solemn privilege and obligation on the oc­
casion of Tisha b'Av this year to provide for your people an outlet for 
their sorrow, to memorialize the martyred dead, to sustain the hope and 
courage of the living, and to enlighten the minds and stir the sympathies 
of our Christian fellow-Americans. 

The news of these religious gatherings throughout our land, indicating 
that our minds and hearts are with our hapless fellow-Jews abroad, will 
reach many of the affected of our people and will be a source of strength 
and comfort to them. 

Let us use our blessed American privilege of freedom of assembly and of 
worship, for these high purposes. 

le are asking you to do what you can to secure the cooperation of your 
local radio and press and to send us a report of your efforts and of the 
response to them. Despite the summer dispersals of communities and your 
own summer plans, we are confident that you will exert every effort to 
render this service to the cause of Jews and Judaism.
