DR. WILLIAN FIELDING OGBURN 

(See ''Who's Who in America") 

DR. WILLIAM FIELDING OGBURN, scientific sociologist, Sewell L. Avery Distinguished 
Service Professor at the University of Chicago and Chairman of the Department of 
Sociology there, is active in the public interests on various national committees, 
also consultant to various governmental agencies. In mid-September, 1945, he will 
appear before a closed meeting of Congressional committees and_others to discuss 
atomic energy and its impact upon future society. 

In his public activities, Dr. Ogburn has served under three presidents. Under the 
Roosevelt administration, he directed for two years the research on TECHNOLOGICAL 
TH.ENDS AND NATIONAL POLICY, which was published in July, 1937, by the National 
Resources Committee. He also served for a tima as a member of the Consumers' Ad­
visory Board of the NRA and was director of its activities. 

Under the Hoover administration, Dr. Ogburn served for three years as a member of 
the President's Research Committee on Social Trends and was director of the research 
which resulted in the well-known volumes, RECENT SOCIAL TRENDS, and the ten compan­
ion volumes. 

Under the Wilson administration he served on the staff as an administrator and as 
Chief of the Dep;.rtment on the Cost of Living. In this work, and since that time } 
some of his activities have been those of adjusting and arbitrating disputes and 
strikes between employers agd employees. 

Born in Butler, Georgia, 1886, Dr. Ogburn has been a teacher at Princeton Universit,,1 
where he taught international law, as well as at Reed College, Portland, Oregon, the 
University af Washington, Seattle, and Columbia University. Before transferring to 
the University of Chicago, two years were spent doing research in F'rancc, culminat­
ing in an economic history i:nblished under the title THE ECONOMIC DE,'VELOPMENT OF 
POST-WAR FRANCE. Other Ogburn publica. tions include SOCIAL CHANGE, AMERICAN MARRIAGE 
AND FAMILY RELATIONSHIPS, and the widely used textbook SOCIOLOGY, of which he is the 
co-author. His various other books and articles are concerned with the field of 
general and applied social science. 

Dr. Ogburn 1s scientific connections have been those of president of ~he American 
Sociological Society, president of the American Statistical Association, vice­
president of the American Association for the Advancement of Science, chairman of 
the Social Science Research Council, and editor of the JOURNAL OF THE Al\ilERICAN 
STATISTICAL ASSOCIATION. 

At present, Dr. Ogburn is engaged in completing a comprehensive study of the social 
effects of aviation. This publication will be published in the fall of 1945.

CITIES IN THE ERA OF 
ATOMIC BOMBS 

Prof. Ogburn, the University oC Chicago so· 

ciologist, has been speculating about the changes 

!n our way of living which may be expected as 

a re ·ult of the invention of the atomic bomb. 

He presented some of his views on the subject 
the other day at a luncheon o! the Chicago 
Council on Foreign Relations. It was an un­
u. ually thoughtful and stimulatin address, and 
notabl> less gloomy m its forecast than most 

o! the comment ha been. 
Dr. Ogburn thinks 1t ltkely that in future 

the bombs will be dehvered from great dis• 
tances by rocket. The range oC rockets at pres• 
ent 1s only a few hundred miles at most and 
their aim 1s none too accurate, but 1t seems 
fair to assume that range and accuracy will be 
fn,pro,·ed.

Under the Wilson administration he served on the staff as an administrator and as 
Chief of the Dei:artment on the Cost of Living. Int is work, and since that time, 
some of his activities have been those of adjusting and arbitrating disputes and 
strikes between employers and employees. 

Born in Butler, Georgia, 1886, Dr. Ogburn has been a teacher at Princeton UniversityJ 
where he taught international law, as well as at Reed College, Portland, Oregon, the 
University of Washington, Seattle, and Columbia University. Before transferring to 
the University of Chicago, two years were spent doing research in France, culminat­
ing in an economic history IUblished Wlder the title THE ECONOhllC D1'VELOPMENT OF 
POST-WAR FRANCE. Other Ogburn publications include SOCIAL CHANGE, AMERICAN MARRIAGE 
AND FAMILY RELATIONSHIPS, and the widely used textbook SOCIOLOGY, of which he is the 
co-author. His various other books and articles are concerned with the field of 
general and applied social science. 

Dr. Ogburn's scientific connections have been those of president of the American 
Sociological Society, president of the American Statistical Association, vice­
president of the American Association for the Advancement of Science, chairman of 
the Social Science Research Council, and editor of the JOURNAL OF THE AMERICAN 
STATISTICAL ASSOCIATION. 

At present, Dr. Ogburn is engaged in completing a comprehensive study of the social 
effects of aviation. This publication will be published 1n the fall of 1945.
