In re: Remo al of Union Headquarters to 'ew York 

It had been our intention to di tribute, a f w week before the Biennial Conv ntion chedul d f r 
Bo ton, ovember 14 to 17, a pamphl t d aling with this qu tion. The thought wa that the pamphl t 
would contain not only a bri f recital of the rea ons underlying the Executive Board's recommendation 
that it be authorized to remove the h adquarter to ew York but, a well, that th g1:oup in Cincinnati 
which oppo es this recommendation would be accorded an opportunity to include a tatem nt of th i 
position in the same pamphlet. 

Although the Cincinnati group was long since and repeatedly informed of this intention, they appa1 • 
ently preferred independently to distribute to our member congregations brochures in which del gate ar 
urged to defeat the proposal of the Ex cutive Board. (We had som tim ago told thi group that they 
would be provided with space in "LIB RAL JUD I 1' for ili pr entation of their vi w , and. 
pursuant to that promise, the August-September is ue r produc the brochure in its entirety.) 

These developments dispose of our original plan for ingle pamphlet containing the pro anJ 
cons of the question and impel us to reply at this time to what we think are the mi apprehen ion upon 
which this oppo ition is constructed. 

All who are cognizant of our history know that the nion i under a deep debt of gratitude to the 
Cincinnati community. I am confident that every member of the Ex utiv B ard , h 1 h art clly and in­
cerely shares that vi w. Again t this background, the E cutive B ard of th nion did not lightly nor 
ca ually reach the conclu ion in favor of the removal to ew York. Indeed the pr po ·al for r moval of th 
headquarter to the East i by no m an a new one n r ha it been lackin..,. in upport by d' Lingui h d in­
cinnatians familiar with the work and problem of the nion. Th late dolph R nb rg, wh as ht; cl 
of the Union had abundant opportunity to learn it nc d favor d removal of our h adquarl r to th 
Ea t. imilarly, the late Jacob . Mack, al o an out tandina incinnatian and for man y •ar active in 
the work and leader hip of th nion, favor d r moval and head d th ommitt e hich prop •d th 
change. 0th r Cincinnatian no~ promin nt and a tiv o our E •cutive Il ard ha e join d in th rec 
m ndation which th E cuti Board will ubmit t the Bi nnial mbly for ratification. 

Among the rea ons favoring ew York a our h adquart r , a found in the nclo d pamphl t, may 
I particularly under core the obviou fact that today w York i th cent r of the tr am of world life, 
certainly the center of the tr am of J wi h lif . It i an und niabl fa t that our con tilu ncy from one end 
of the land to the oth r a well a from other countri • ha more occ ion to ,j it ew York th n any oth r

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city of America. It is not too much to expect that with the establishment of headquarters m Metropolitan 
New York, Reform Judaism will undergo a transcendent awakening. 

While all of us appreciate the importance of the question of the location of Union headquarters, we 
must also see the subject in proper relationship to other and even larger issues of both Jewish and general 
life. It would indeed be unfortunate if the forthcoming Biennial Convention of the Union-which is to be 
devoted to the celebration of the 75th Anniversary of the founding of our organization and to major 
issues for Liberal Judaism both here and overseas-were to he needlessly agitated over a problem which. 
in the last analysis, might well he considered an administrative one. 

It is urged that your delegates come informed hut not instructed on this subject, so that after care­
ful perusal of the material which is reaching you on both sides of the question, and after hearing furthe1 
debate and discussion in Boston, they may arrive at an objective decision. 

Meanwhile I will appreciate hearing from you on the Executive Board's recommendation to mov 
Union headquarters to New York.

THE JUDEO-CHRISTIAN TRADTf ION OF HU 1A ~ EQUALITY 

A message for Race Relations Day - Issued by the Joint Commis­
sion on Social Action of the Union of American Hebrew Congrega­
tions and the Central Conference of American Rabbis. 

In the Talmud, a familiar story is interpreted as follows: 

Why did God begin the creation of man with only one couple? Why not with several 
couples? The answer is: To teach us that all human beings are descended from 
one common ancestor, so that no man may ever be able to say 11My family is better 
than thine", or rn;:y tribe is better than thine". The remarkable insight of the 
Talmudic interpretation has since been vindicated by the findings of science and 
of human experience. 

The science of anthropology has been unable to discover any relationship between 
color of skin, texture of hair, shape of head or stature of body, on the one hand, 
and intellectual capacity or moral character, on the other. Mental and moral 
differences between human beings are purely individual differences. 

Human experience has demonstrated that individuals of all colors and ethnic origins 
are capable of making the most important contributions to every facet of civiliza­
tion, to science , literature, art and r eligion. It has also been demonstrated in 
factories, offices and barracks that human beings of various ancestries can work 
together harmoniously. The founding fathers of America wrote the Biblical doctrine 
of the essential brotherhood of man into the Dec ara ion of Independence, and the 
principle of human equality has only recently been embodied in the United Nations 
Declaration of Human Rights. 

Indeed, the princip)ft of the equality of all human beings, and their right to equal 
treatment and equal opportunity, can definitely be said to have been the paramount 
issue of the Second ,~rorld ~r·ar . Our enemy in that war , still so horribly fresh in 
our memories, was our enemy because he insisted on the racial superiority of a 
specific group of human beings, and denounced other human beings as racial inferiors 
subject to enslavement or extermination . The American people was compelled to the 
conclusion that Nazis, Fascists and Japanese militarists had to be defeat0d to in­
sure the survival of democracy and civilization. At a prodigious sacrifice of 
v·ealth and blood, we 'ion a victory for the cause of human equality. 

Throughou the war, enemy a ents sought to demoralize our ranks by stirring up 
ha ,red among the various Groups who make up our citizenry. Their propaganda sought 
t J ~,rove that in housing, in education and in employment,, American men and ,,...omen 
v: -.,r e gover ,:;d by he doctrines vrhich Nazism pr claimed. This ruse, int ended to 
divide the nation, failed and America remained united for victory. 

Yet ,; e nm·.r know that the foe was probing a definite weakness in our moral armour. 
It is true that our democracy is not complete. It is true that there are large 
groups in America treated by lar or by common practice as though inferior. It is 
true that there is racial and religious exclusion, discrimination and segregation 
in many areas of the nation's life. 
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To assure the survival of democracy, ,. e mitst nm)' proceed o co qucr the enemy of 
democracy in our midst . re us implement to t.ht3 fu+lc...s extent the democratic 
doctrines of the D8claratio of Ind~pend~nce and of th8 Constitution, not only f er 
the sake of our country, but for the sake of Y.'orld p8ace. One of the grt:!atest 
pov.rcrs on earth today, u~ could lead the na ti ns of the world tm· ard the goal of 
peace, provided v,e gav~ them heightenod confidence in our protestatiC'ns of good 
v:ill. 

ost of the peoples of he -r·orld are "colored" peoples . 1~te can exercise no moral 
leadership in the caus0 of int8rnational amity if they suspect our sincerity. ..e 
cannot advance the r1.;ign or larr among the nations as long as our 0n1 lav,s are on­
forcud v:ith i .justice bas0d on racial grounds. Discrimination in America is more 
than a domLstic issut.., It has implication for peace or war on a v:orld scale . 
Particularly fatal to our pretcns·ons as champions of freedom is the pattern of 
thoroughgoing racial segregation ·which prevails in the capital city of our country, 
,fashing on, D. C. 

Tho Fed8ral Gov~rnm~nt should proceed at once to realize our democracy in its co -
pl ... tl:! form by e acting in o law the proposals of the I--r1,;sidunt' s C ittl_;e o 
Civil Rights . It should ~liminate all forms of s0grcgation in our nrm~d forces 
a.1 should pive no aid or subsidy to any state using such funds in a pro rm of 
discriminativn or s~grcgati n. It should orbid rac~ discrimination or segr gati n 
in h prodl ction of goods and s\;rvic .)s 1.hich r into Int1::rstat1:: Comm rce. It 
should use its constitution 1 p :~rs to pr hi it t ,c oll tax and to make lynching 
a Federal off0nce . 

Democracy is n t th~ sol8 respons • bili ty of th1.:? e r- 1 Gover 8nt . ''e appc...al tn 
the states of the Union tor cognize that th~y arc ually rt:!sp nsible fr the 
defence of our free institutions. E ch statv sho ld enact laws pr vidin for 
fair mploym~nt practicus, fair education1l practicvs, fair housing practic~s, as 
well as for qunlity in public transportation and all ether ar~as of public accommo­
dations . Each stat~ should also r einf re~ its l0gislati0n by a program of cduca ion 
in the principles of d8m cra~y and th~ir applicati n.

This was t he 
first time that the Union was officially represented at any such 
gathering and found itself able, in view of the resolution adopted at 
our Biennial in Boston, to associate itself with the kind of resolu­
tion that was adopted last evening. I am sure that you will consider 
this some progress and will share my own feeling of satisfaction that 
we have come a long way within the Union. 

I do hope that the progre st twas reported last night will continue 
and that the news from Israel will be such as to bring about a speedy 
solution of the tremendous problems with which you particularly have 
been burdened these past years. 

I was so very sorry to learn recently of the passf, ing of your beloved 
father . May I hasten to extend to you and yours both Rosa's and my 
own heartfelt sympathy. I am confident that yours must be the satis­
faction and solace that your father's old age was made happy through 
you because of his residence in the Holy Land. 

I trust that you have had at least a few moments leisure since you re­
turned to Cleveland and that you have been able to follow through on 
the request made by Mr . Saul ~gart in his letter to you of January 
18th, and that you have been able to persuade Mr. Abe Luntz to act as 
co-Chairman of our forthcoming appeal in Cleveland. This will be the 
first time in many years that we have had any such campai n in Cleve­
land, and particular yin view of the critical financial situation of 
both the College and the Union it is imperative that this drive have 
the most influential lay sponsorship that is possible . I will appre­
ciate it greatly if you will intercede in this matter . 

You ill recall that some time ago you indicated to me that you would 
be willing to undertake at least one speaking engagement on behalf of 
the College's and the Union's co bined appeal . e really do desperately 
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require your personal assistance, and inasmuch as Chicago is most eager 
to have you as their guest speaker at their large community wide dinner 
on April 21st, I hope that you will be able to accept just this one re­
quest on my part for this year. Chicago, more than any other community, 
deserves the honor and privilege of having you present. Last year about 
1,500 people were present at our fund raising affair, and Chicago in­
creased its contribution to the Union from about 45,000 the previous 
year to over $901 000 last year. They are hoping this year to raise 
175,000, thus providing a magnificent example to the rest of the country. 

Your acceptance of their invitation will further stimulate and encourage 
one of our most deserving communities. 

I trust that I will receive your affirmative reply in the near future so 
that they may proceed enthusiastically with their plans for another most 
successful community v.ride dinner.

1h, therefore . . ct himc.rlf 
the ta,k of rebuilding the ,t,1te physi­

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AMERICArf ORT OPENS TWO-DAY CONVmTION; DISCIBSE:3 EXPANSION OF WORK IN ISRAEL, NOe. ~ "': ' :: .'. 

NEW YORK, May 20. (JTA) -- Plans for the extension of its vocational re­
trainina programs to Israel and North Africa will be reviewed at the two-day no.tlor e1. 

convention of the Amer·can CRT Federation cpening here tomorrow. Dr. William Haber, 
former advisor on Jewish affairs to th~ u.s. command in Germany, will receive the 
organi zation I s first annual a·mrd :for his aid to the ORT' s rehabilitation efforts. 

Last year the CRT retrained 43,000 persons in over 1 1100 courses in more than 
200 schools, George Backer, president of the American ORT, said today. He also re­
vealed that more than 75,000 graduates of GRT schools in various parts of the world 
are now living in Israel. 

Principal speakers at the convention, which will be attended by 500 dele­
gates from all sections of the country, include: Arthur Lourie, Israeli Consul-General 
in ew York; Rep. Jacob K. Javits, member of the House Foreign Affairs Committee; and 
David Dubinsky, president of the International Ladies Garment Workers Union. 

OVERSEAS PfilLAf\i"TBROPY ~T NOT WEAKEN U.S. JEWISH RELIGIOIB INSTITUTIO qs, RABBI'"" SAY 

EW YORK, May 20. (JTA) -- American Jewish religious and cultural institu­
tions must not be allowed to suffer from improper support through an overemphasis on 
overseas philanthropy,three lead ing American rabbis declared at the annual d nner last 
night at the Hotel Statler of the New York Fedoration of Reform Synagogues. The 
speakers were Dr. Abba Hillel Silver, Dr. Julius IarL::, sen:.or rabbi o.f Temple Emanu­
El, and Dr. Maurice N. Eisendrath, president of' the Union of American Hebrew Congre­
gations. • The dinner was attended by 400 LJador of the 49 Reform Jewish con rega­
tions in the Greater New York area. 

"The establishment of I . raol," Dr. Silver said, "has in no way diminished 
the primary and continuing obligation and opportunity of Jewish 11.fe, the development 
of a more affirmat_ve religious cultural life in th0 United States. The establish­
ment of the state of Israel waG an act of historic necessity for our people, but it 
does not represent the consumniation of Jewiah de tiny. It has contributed a larger 
measure of cecurity and confidence to Jewish life, and therefore, has brightened the 
prospects for a spiritual renascence among our people. But the profound meanin of 
Jewish hi tory lies in Judaj_sm. Tho destiny of our people is linked with the pro­
gressive. establishment of the aood society on earth, in accordance with the ethical 
and spir tual principles of our prophet..i..c religion." 

Declaring that we must continue our philanthropic endeavors for the dia• 
placed Jews of Europe and the upbuilding of Iaraol, Dr. Silver said: "Increasingly 
our energies and our resources should be poured into the permar.ent and positive 
spiritual and cultural institutions and enterprises of Judaism. Millions of Jews 
will live in Israel in the days to c0me; m.i.lllons more will live outside of Israel. 
It is the religion of Judaism which will unite them, not any political bonds. 11 

Dr. Eiaendrath pointed out that only 4/10 of one percent of the monies raised 
by American Jewish welfare funds :a cllocated for religious, cultural and educational 
purposes. "We may be destroying the very soul and heart - and, in time, the body, 
too - of American Jewry in the process of saving Jew elsewhere," he said. While de­
claring that overseas philanthropy and rehabilitation, and the development of I reel, 
must be continued, he emphasizod that "American religious and cultural institutions 
can no longer be ruthlessly shoved aside, at first ostensibly for a single year's 
special emergency, only to di cover that over-zEmlous philanthropic leaders wvuld 
make this emeraency solf-perpett!ating and eternal." Dr. Merk called for "a militant 
crusading spir1t" in Reform Judaism and among Reform Jews.
