The latter figure is variable because Chicago has promised 
to give us ten per cent of all the U10ney that the United Palestine 
Appeal raises nationally. 

As of today, the 1937 income of the United Palestine Appeal 
throughout the country, except for New York, is $1,345,081.04. Greater 
New YorA reports a total of $600,857.89. The Jewish ational Fund, 
as at the end of December,1937, reports a total amount of approximately 
$336,000. However, the net income reported to the United Palestine 
Appeal by the Keren Xayemeth is $205,636.05. The difference represents 
expenses and tie items which are excl·l.lded from the agreement between 
the Keren Hayesod and the Keren Kayemeth.

In addition, there was obtained for the Youth Aliyah by Hada.ssah 
the sum of $120,679.44. The agreement between the United Palestine Appeal 
and Hadassah provides that the United Palestine Appeal shall receive 
credit for this amo-unt, both in .America and in Palestine. The amount of 
$3,594.39 was obtained through special gifts to the Keren Hayesod. 

The total is, therefore, $2,348,712.76. 

The expenses of the national United Palestine Appeal were 
120,500.57. The expenses of the Greater New York campaign totalled 

$81,143.36. The expenses of the Jewish National Fund are indicated by 
the difference between the total amount announced and t e net income ma.de 
available to the United Palestine Appeal.

I am in receipt of your letter of the 7th in ... t. with ei1-
closed copy of the letter which .Ar. J. C. Hyman, Executive Director 
of th Joint, wrote to !.1r. Alex Lowenthal in Pittsburgb, dated 9th 
No ~ember, and on which ~'OU invite my observations. I find, however, 
that there is hardly anything to be ob ... erved as t1r. Hyman is far too 
clever a man to quote figures which could not be proved to be correct. 

I see that the most important fact in ~.fr. 5:yt!lall I s letter 
has already been observed by you, the fact nam 0 ly that of the total 
contribution which according to !Ar. Hyman the Joint r.ias made for 
Palestine, by far the greater part consists of relief expenditures 
during and immediately after the World War. Unfortunately I have no 
reports on the activities of the Joint f or the years before 1933. I 
think it would be rather interesting if you could get an early report -
say f 1925 - and find out from the smnmary of the expenditure by 
countries which amoTu.~t had already been remitted to Palestine by the 
Joint say up to the end of December, 1924. 

The summary per 31st December 1933 shows that $8,815,963 
had been remitted to Palestine. In the same reuort the Joint i 
stated to have allocated in 1933 only $18,088 f~r relief expenditures 
in Palestine. It follows, therefore, that roughly $8,800,000 - which 
is indeed more than 90 percent of the grand total of $9,736,240 quoted 
by Ar. Hyman - had already been remitted to Palec-tine by the Joint 
before the 1st of January, 1933, i.e. prior to the advent of the Hitler 
regime and the German Jewish problem resulting from it. 

On · the other hand it can be gleaned from the summarien in 
the Joint reports for 1934 and 1935 that in these two years the Joint 
expended in Palestine $26,747 and $12,500 respectively making a total 
of its contributions for Palestine during 1933-1935 of $57,330 in­
cluding, apparently, the grants to the Hebrew University in Jerusalem 
during these three years. (I have no summary per 31Gt December, 1936 
and therefore do not lrnow the figure for the Palestine expenditure of 
the Joint in 1936) . 

A certain discrepancy dees exist, however, between the 
figures quoted by fr. Hyman and those recorded in the printed reports 
of the Joint.

Dear Dr. Silver: 

Thank you for sending me t.11e letter addressed to 
you by Babbi Wohl. I am sure that he means well by the 
United Palestine ~ppeal and would like to be most helpful. 

But we usually find that men associated wit the 
League for Labor Fa.lestine regard their obligations to the 
Gewerkschaften campaign as a primary responsibility. The 
Gewerkschaften campaign is seeking $500,000 duriag 1938. Its 
publicity and announced purposes make it appear as though the 
United Palestine Appeal is eitnt r a superior body or at the 
very least a competing body. 

Some of the su.&ges tions made by .Rabbi Wohl fail to 
take into account that in one hundred and fifteen of the major 
cou»nunities in the United States fund-raising is done throU&h 
Welfare Fund mechanisms. We try to infuse into each community 
as much publicity propaganda as the local Welfare Fund officers 
will permit. I am glad to report that thus far we have had a 
very unusual response on the part of Executive Directors to 
the proffers by the national office of the United Palestine 
Appeal of service through speakers, publicity material and 
pamphlets.

.A.ttached herewith is a copy of a letter which I 

have sent to Executive Directors of Welfare Funds throughout 
the country offering them gratis the motion picture "Land of 
Promise". It has not been available hitherto for such use. 

It wuuld be most helpful on the part of Rabbi Wohl 
if he would submit a list of tne officer& of the League for 
Labor Palestine who would be willing to undertake some definite 
responsibility. That means one of two things:- (A) to see to 
it that campaigns are launched in the community a1d that a 
maximum sum is ma.de available tote United Palestine .A.ppeal. 
(B) to go to adjacent towns, where the United Palestine Appeal 
has never had good contact, to arouse the coIIIIIU.Q" to undertake 
a fund-raising obligation toward the United Palestine Appeal.

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.Another form of cooperation which would be most helpfu~ 
would take tnis form:- let ~bbi Wohl designate some specific 
individual in the New York office of the League for Labor 
Palestine who will un ertake on consultation with me to supply 
us wi ti1 speakers as we require them and as the Regional Directors 
of the United Palestine Appeal require these men and women. 

The fact that a man is a devoted frie~d of Palestine and 
has visited Palestine is not always sufficient inducement to a 
COIIll:runi ty to make use of him in campaigns. People want names 
that will attract crowds. If a com..'lIWlity asks for Dr. Silver 
or Dr. ise, they may eve_tually take someone of lesser import­
ance but yet not agree to a third-rate name, no matter how 
loyal to Palestine. 

If the labor leaders associated with the League for 
Labor Palestine in ew York City want to renuer an outstanding 
and real service to the United Palestine Appeal they can create 
a special labor comcittee to raise funds among labor groups in 

ew York for the United Palestine Appeal. At the present time 
we have little if any contact with the hundreds of thousands of 
Jewish working men and women organized in unions. These groups 
are reached by the Gewerkscha.ften campaign or, to a far greater 
extent, by the Jewish L9.bor Committee headed by Vlad.eek. Funds 
that have been raised have usually gone to the Joint Distribu­
tion Conmittee or have been remitted directly to Poland and 
other European lands. It would be a great day for the United 
Palestine Appeal if Babbi Wohl, himself, would call a conference 
of leaders associated with the League for Labor Palestine in 
New York and at that time create an organization which could 
operate within the framework oft e New York United Palestine 
Appeal campaign. 

The regional organizations now being set up by the United 
Palestine Appeal will, of course, carry out so~e of tAe sugges-
tions made by Rabbi Wohl. There will be r gional meetings, and 
use will be made of all the key people in the United Palestine 
Appeal . .A.s you know, we have a list of key people of eome seven 
thousand names of men and women throughout the country w o in each 
col'.Il!llWlity have given real service to the local fund-raising efforts. 
In addition we have the National Council for Palestine which includes 
the most important of that list. 

Babbi ohl 1s suggestion of having a Reform, Conservative 
and Orthodox rabbi travel together as a good will unit throughout 
the country is admirable. It is solely a propaganda stunt, however, 
since eacn community has its own specified period for campaigns and 
will not dislocate its campaign calendar to meet the itinerary of 
the travelling trio. 

If I see rather brisk in ID..>7 treatment of Rabbi Wohl 1s 
letter it is perhaps due to the fact that we have been trying 
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for years without success to bring into the organization 
the representative oft e labor group. 

I would appreciate hearing from you with respect 
to the further suggestions ma.de by Bl.bbi ohl.

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We were informed that, in order to obtain the cooperation and support of the recognized parties in the 
Zionist movement, and to utilize the year-round Palestine educational program maintained by these bodies, arrange­
ments were made to allot the sums set forth in the following schedule for the services which these organizations 
rendered to the United Palestine Appeal, Inc.: 

(1) Zionist Organization of America: to receive an amount not exceeding 54,ooo.oo 
(2) izrachi Organization of America: to receive $9,800.00 (in addition to the 

$60,000.00 allotment previously referred to) 
(3) Poale Zion-Ziere Zion: to receive $9,800.00. 

(c) The net proceeds after deducting expenses and the izrachi Organization appropriation of 60,000.00 
referred to above shall be allocated on a basis of parity between the Jewish National Fund, Inc., and Palestine 
Foundation Fund, Inc.; as previously mentioned, the Emergency Fund of the Jewish Agency for Palestine is to receive 
one-third of such allocations.

Tne accounts of United Palestine Appeal, Inc., and our 
examination thereof are discussed in the following comments: 

RE CONTRIBUTIONS ---

The welfare funds and combined campaigns, from which the 
United Palestine Appeal, Inc., receives its funds, are conducted in 
communities throughout the United states. Each community, we are 
informed, organizes its local campaign committee, which solicits 
pledges and cash. The campaign expenses of these committees are 
paid from the cash collected by them. In turn, these campaign com­
mittees allocate amounts to each of the participating organizations 
from the net funds raised. Contact between these local campaign 
committees and the United Palestine Appeal, Inc., is mainly by 
correspondence between the committees and the National Office of 
the Appeal, and visits by the latter's field representatives. When 
a campaign committee informs United Palestine Appeal, Inc., that an 
amount has been allocated to it, the amount thereof is recorded in 
its books. Subsequently, reruittances are received which are deposited 
in the bank account of United Palestine Appeal, Inc. 

1 The Jewish National Fund, Inc., conducts its own fund-
raising activities and furnishes a monthly statement prepared by its 
auditor, showing the net amount (under the agreement) which is to be 
remitted to United Palestine Appeal, Inc.

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Our function, as auditors of Unite Palestine Aopeal, Inc., 
was limited to the examination of the books and records of the 
National Office of the organization, inasmuch as the various cam­
paign committees do not furnish the ational Office with details of 
their gross collections and eA1)enses deducted therefrom. 

It was impracticable for us to obtain direct confirmations 
in verification of contributions during the period; we ascertained 
that the recorded cash receipts agreed, by totals, with the corre­
sponding deposits shown by the bank statements. We assured ourselves, 
generally, that proper control records for receipts and acknowledgment 
of contributions were maintained during the year; our examination of 
the records in respect to such amounts was limited to tests of 
Greater New York contribution lists and receipt duplicates, and, 
with respect to national contributions, to a check of receipt 
duplicates and to examination, by test, of the contributing communi­
ty's correspondence. 

With respect to the income from Jewish National Fund, Inc., 
we ascertained that the amount recorded on the books was in accordance 
with the amount of net income, subject to the agreement, as shown on 
the monthly statement prepared by that organization's auditor. 

Reports were received from local treasurers in the combined 
drives in which pledges and collections ere listed. We made t st­
examinations of contribution lists and of receipt duplicates in order 
to satisfy ourselves that proper control was maintained. 

RE t,;XP N SES ---

We noted that checks issued in payment of all salaries are 
signed by a co-chairman and one of the treasurers; that the payments 
appear to be in regular amounts; that the compensation of field 
representatives was in accordance with authorized rates. It is our 
understanding that r. Alex Rothenberg, Controller, engaged the 
office employees and, 1th the approval of the Administrative Com­
mittee, fixed their pay. r. Rothenberg has also been assigned to 
approve all bills. Payment vouchers were also signed by r. Rothenberg 
and the bank checks bear the signature of a. co-chairman and either 
the treasurer or an associate treasurer. 

Creditors• invoices in support of checks issued in payment 
therefor were examined by us, and we noted that they bore the proper 
approvals. 

Vouchers substantiating the weekly expense statements of 
field men (en erating per diem allowances, traveling expenses, 
telephone, telegraph, and miscellaneous expenditures) were examined. 

' The arithmetical calculations were verified and the totals compared 
with the disbursement checks.

The United Palestine Appeal and the Joint Distribution 
Committee have come to an reement with respect to 
cooperation during 1938 in Welfare Fund communities which 
are members of the Council of Jewish Federations and Welfare 
Funds. 

The agreement arouse out of the recognition of the two 
major agencies to deal with the overseas problem that harmonious 
cooperation between them is essential to obtain from American 
Jewry during the current year the large sums that eadh so 
urgently requires. The spirit in which the negoti tions were 
undertaken was also influenced by the desire expressed at 
the recent Council meeting in Cincinnati for an reement 
between the two organizations. 

Attached herewith is a copy of the reement. It voices 
an appeal to Welfare Fund communities to establith a ratio 
of distribution which will give to the Joint Distr bution 
Committee sixty per cent of all funds made avail ble for 
overseas purposes. These ratios exclude allocations that may 
be made to any other causes, whether for Palestine or for 
overseas work. 

A supplementary memorandum, adopted by the two organizations, 
points out that appeals being addressed to the Welfare Fund 
communities by the National Coordinating Committee for German 
Refugees are based on purely domestic needs and that these 
should be met as an American problem as generously as possible, 
without reference to the allotments to the Joint Distribution 
Committee and the United Palestine Appeal. 

The Joint Distribution Committee and the United P lestine 
Appeal have a combined total quota for 1938 of $9,600,000. 
The raising of this sum will meet only the minimum tasks that 
must be undertaken, but for either organization or both to 
achieve their quotas, it is essential that each community 
devote far larger sums to overseas purposes than ever before. 

be events in Europe and Palestine speak for themselves. You 
personally keep in too close touch with the situation to need 
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an analysis of the responsibilities that devolve upon AmericRn Jewry. 

The United Palestine Appeal wa.ni• to place at your disposal every 
aid that it can offer to assure successful results, not only for the 
United Palestine Appeal but for the Welfare Fund as a whole. 

When is your campaign being held? What is the total objective 
which you have in mind for all causes embraced within the Welfare Fund 
and for overseas purposes? What ean we do to stimulate giving in the 
community and understanding of the urgent needs that exist?

There has been some really disturbing news from 
three different quarters. Two of these are New Haven and 
Hartford, Conn., to' communities which give us the bulk of 
the money raised in Connecticut. Last year New Haven pro­
vided $11,000 and Hartford $11,360. Both cities bad com­
bined drives between the Joint Distribution Committee and 
United Palestine Appeal with the income being shared on a 
parity basis. In a letter which I received from Robert 
Silverman tod~, he informs me that the Chairman of the 
New Haven campaign for 1937 declines to accept the cha.ir­
manshio for 1938. On closer inauiry, Silverman discovered ... . -
that this was due to his belief that the United Palestine 
Appeal should not receive So% of the income. He believes 
that it should be distributed on the basis of 60-40. 

The same attitude seems to prevail among some 
of the bigger givers in Hartford. Unfortunately, Abraham 
Goldstein, the Zionist who isthe UFA champion in Hartford, 
is out of the city. Silverman, of course, is applying what­
ever pressure he can. I have suggested to him that if ad­
jacent campaign dates can be arranged perhpas he ought to 
speak to the New Haven and Hartford leaderships offering 
you as the speaker at the campaign openings as an inducement 
for the distribution of 50% to the United Palestine Aopeal. 

Simon Levin reports that there is a. movement 
on foot in iami to divide the funds on a 60-40 basis. The 
campaign was organized the principle of parity between the 
Joint Distribution Committee and the United Palestine Appeal. 
This was the principle followed in 1937. Harry Simonhoff, 
the Zionist leader who was very active in organizing the 
campaign, now feels that the United Palestine Appeal oug}t 
not to get 50~ of the funds in view of the special tasks 
facing the Joint Distribution Committee in Europe. If the 
local Zionist leader takes that point of view it is certainly 
going to be difficult to persuade others to adopt a different 
attitude.

In ever,, case, of course, we shall be called uoon 
to write to the various leaders ur inu that there be a parity 
division between the Joint Distribution Committee and the 
United Palestine Appeal. Recognition will be given to the 
work of the Joint Distribution Committee and appreciation will 
be expressed of its great obligations. At the same time, how­
ever, it mu.st be vigorously emphasized that the United Palestine 
App al, too, has greater tasks than ever before that require an 
equality in the distribution of funis. Have you any observation 
as to the type of approach that might be most helpful! 

I s 0 nd you the facts in these cases so that you may 
be kept informed of the sentiment prevailing in a number of 
communities. One can begin to realize on the basis of this 
information h• important was the agreement effected for 
elfare Fund cities. 

I am informed by Elihu D. Stone of Boston that 
arrangements have been made for a 50-50 distribution of funds 
in Boston. This is a sore point with the Joint Distribution 
Committee which feels that Boston should have a 60-40 arrange­
ment. However, Boston is not yet a member of the Council of 
Federations and telfare Funds. If it should become a member 
during 1938, the 60-40 reement will naturally be followed.
