I want to say that I am greatJy helped in these things by the fine coopera­
t1on the American Jewish conmrunity has given in the effort to find means and 
money to help our oppressed brethren in the past year. We American Jews can 
approach the High Holydays with a good conscience in this field and I a.m 
sending you this letter to let you know that I am prepared to bear witness 
for you. I certainly hope you ha.~re a good y ear,. I want to tell you that the 
Joint Distribution Comnittee understands and ap_reciates your cooperation. 

The J.D.c. must tackle the new problerm in the New Year with all the vigor 
that its experience of a quarter of a century and its enthu~iasm which it, 
gets from you and men like you can provide. There is no chance for the 
J.D.c. to av0id an enormous responsi~ility for the Year 5?01 of the Jewish 
calendar. When one country is closed two ne frontiers are being crossed by 
exiled Israel today. The Beene changes so quickly that I simply cannot give 
you either examples or details, My colleagues, Mr. Baerwald, Mr. Hyman or 
Mr. Coons will be glad to do that. It would takA a daily bulletin to advise 
you of the problems which the J.D.C. must grapple with in t hese days of 
fiendish cruelty armed with ligh nj_ng. I was not going into this but some­
how or other I can't hold back when I think of the suffering that American 
Jews can relieve through the J.D.c.

Dear Friend: 

I del~yed writing you about the dissolution of the United Jewish Appeal and the 
program of the Joint Distribution Committee, as I felt it would be advantageous for 
both of us to wait until at least some preliminary plans had been made. I had hoped 
until the very last minute that the dissolution could be averted. I therefore made 
no plans whatsoever for a 1941 Campaign for the Joint Distribution Committee which 
did not envision a United Jewish Appeal. 

The Joint Distribution Committee will, of course, present its work and basic needs 
to the country with the same candor as it has for the past twenty-five years. The 
obligations of the Joint Distribution Committee have expanded in the past year. 
They are so continuous that to fail to meet them would be most short-sighted on the 
part of American Israel. 

The Nazis are still continuing their well-known tactics of clo~ ing and crowding the 
highways of the world with miserable refugees in order to divert the powers of de­
fense of the democracies. It we withdraw the Joint Distribution Committee from 
South America, for example, we leave the field open to the most disastrous anti­
Semitic propaganda. If we lessen our work for European Jewish cormnunities, we throw 
the Jews into the hands of the Nazis as unwilling victims . All this is quite aside 
from our need as humane human beings to meet what we ca.n of the problems of exiled 
and impoverished Israel. 

The Joint Distribution Committee will do everything in its power to relieve communi­
ties and individuals of any 111 effects of a divided campaign. As a matter of in­
formation, you will be interested in knowing that in the 1940 United Jewish Appeal. 
under the terms of the national agreement a,nd by action of the Allotment Committee • 
the sum of $12,450,000 agreed upon and allotted thus far has been divided as follows,

United Palestine Appeal 
National Refugee Service

You can rest assured that you can put all your energies into your desire to help and 
not be harassed on our part by partisan claims. I am confident that the National 
Refugee Service and the United Palestine Appeal will t ke the same attitude in this 
important matter. 

You will. of course, hear in ample time of the plans and the essential needs of the 
Joint Distribution Committee. I am sure you regret the dissolution of the United 
Jewish Appeal as much as I do and that you join with me in the desire that this dis­
solution will not work a hardship on the millions of men and women we are obligated 
to encourage and assist.

Your letter in re cponse to the telegram that Mr.Paul Baerwald 
and I sent out has been lying on my desk and I have been awaiting an 
opportunity ,men I might b e able to answer it in detail. 

I share oom, letely your disappointment at the dissolution 
of the UJA. It had been my hope up to the last moment that some compromise 
might be reached. Undoubtedly you have received the official statements from 
both or canizations stating their case, but if you ,-n.11 allow me, I would like 
to eo behind those facts, into the principles which seem to me to be at 
stake. 

The JDC has, from the beginning, maintained that as fixed 
_ ratios are, at best, nothing more than the result of bargaining and pressures 
' over the years, they should be relegated to as small a role as possible in 

Lo the considerations for this year. In fact, t hey should be applicable only 
to that minimum amount needed by the three r espective agencies to carry on 
their probram vrithout severe dislocations durin t he first months of the 
year. A careful study should then be made by an objective group, similar 
to the 1940 Allocations Committee, "Nhioh would make its allocations on a 
monthly or quarterly basis according to the relative needs of each or ganiza­
tion. Their decisions would, of course, be based also on the funds available. 
Such an Allooations Connnittee would be representative of the giving community. 
It was rrry hope, in faot, that the agencies themselves would not be represented 
at all but might appear before such a committee. 

This was unacceptable to the UPA representatives who wanted 
a fixed initial guarantee of $2,500,000. irrespective of any further allocation. 
This is approximately the sum the UPA received as a fixed allocation during 
1940. In other words, they wanted their funds guaranteed, lea.vine to the 

G:) other organizations such risks as were involved in the normal process of 
-fund raisine;. This was, of course, not acceptable. Moreover_ they were 
unwillin~ to accept the principle of placine the largest possible sum in the 
hands of an objective Allocations Committee. Their feeling was expressed in 
Dr. Silver's own words when he said they did not wish "to place the fate of 
Palestine in the hands of non-Zionists, not to say anti-Zionists", al though 
in 1940 they were willing to have such a committee apportion part of the 
moneys collected. Lastly, they resented the inclusion again of the MRS in the 
oampaivi and could consider it only if the total it recei ved during 1941 came to 
no more than two million dollars or approximately half of what it reoeived in 
1940. 



I do not happen to be active on the NRS, thouVl I am a member of its board, but I know one thinG: that as an American citizen, and despite the f act that I happen to be co-chairman of the JDC, I consider the problem of keeping the refugee from becoming a public charge in this country and of adjustine himself as quickly as possible to the American scene, or far greater importance than either or the other two progrmn.s. I, for one, vras unwilling, even if JDC and UPA could reach a decision, to "sell the NRS down , the river". Furthermore, I could not lend myself to any united front -which would, in fact, accomplish that purpose. 

Unfortunately, those of us who have been char t ed with the responsibility for the actual administration of public funds for the refueee needs, have, in the past few years, encountered in the welfare fund leadership throughout the country, a terrifying apathy as to the issues at stake. Even those ,mo are aware of the situation have, for the sake of supposed harmony within their communities, voted a ~ainst their better judgment and permitted 
~ themselves to be subjected to pressures and power politics. There is no question but that such a procedure is the most expedient and the easiest, but it is just because of such weakness that the recent negotiations failed, For, 
1,tthe Zionists, aware of t his weakness, firmly believe that a split campaign, lwith its opportunities for irritation, pleadings and pressures will enable them to press for a more favorable allocation to themselves. They are evidently convinoed that the JDC and the NRS leadership will be unable to hold their following firm in the face of such an attaok and the natural ur ge for community harmony. 

If connnunity leadership theref ore is willing to abandon the principle of just allocatiom on the basis of need because<:£ political pressures and !'ear of the breakdovll'\ of oommuni ty harmony, the road is wide open for those who wish to use such pressures to force greater and greater concessions. For these reasons I am afraid that I, personally, oannot accept the doctrine of harmony at any price. I want to know what the price really is and I see in the power politics of the Zionists e. real danger to all of us who are as interested as they e.re in seein~ Palestine prosper. 

No one can possibly take exception to the wonderful work being done in Palestine, nor to the need for Palestine as a refuge. But there are many of us ,vho look vrith fear upon those who are willing to throw aside their responsibility as American citizens and members of the American Je,rlsh connnunity in dee.line with the refugee problem as a whole. Another source of irritation derives from the fact that while the NRS and JDC receive their sole support from the UJA, the agencies involved in the UPA, and the other Palestinian agencies, receive funds from this appeal and from side appeals as well. 

In the final analysis the problem is one for whioh community leadership ,rlll have to find a solution. They have been unwilling to face this responsibility and have so~gjlt to avoid it by forcine t he agencies to come to some aereement, just or unjust as that agreement might be. The agencies have failed to reach such an agreement and novt it again becomes the problem of the giving publio and its leadership to recapture their franchise and to face the problem for themselves fairly and squarely.

It is my earnest hope that we ~ have your invaluable assistance at this crucial time when American Jewry is seeking to sustain Palestine as a foremost haven for the rei\tgeea and as a bastion in the defense of democrac~.

My dear Rabbi Silver:

I have your letter of Vay 9th in which you refer to the acticn of the 
Executive Committee of the Greater New York United Jewish Appeal, empowering, 
as you state, the Joint Distribution Committee to "remove from the funds 
transferable to the U.J.A. sums raised in connection with the speciru. 
campaign for ma.tzoths". This is not the situation. The Landsmannschaften 
undertook a campaign on their own responsibility for the purpose of raising 
funds to purchase matzoth, primarily for the Jews in Poland. The campaign was 
not conducted by the J.D.C. and was not considered a pa.rt of the New York City 
campaign. Funds were raised by the Landsmnnnschaften not only in Ne" York, 
but in all parts of the country. As you know, the Landsmannschaften contillllOue,).y 
raise funds aIOOnt; their members for the purpose of bringing aid to the towns 
in which they are particularly interested. Thi s has been carried on for many 
years and traditionally the J .D. c. has been a sked to transmit funds to 
particular colllDIUli ties on behalf of the Landsmannschaften. These funds were 
never considered part of the funds of the J.D.C. nor did these funds ever 
replace the subveations granted by the J.D.C. for the communities involved; 
the J .D. O. hts merely acted as a transmissial agent. 

The Landsmann schaften crune to us in accordance with their usual custom. 
asking us to transmit for them these special funds which they were raising 
for matzoth. Because of the fact that there might be some que stion involved 
we thought that we would like to have the Executive Committee of the Greater 
New York U.J.A. take cognizance of this reque st. This was done and V.r. llebowitz 
himcelf placed the mtion, stating that this fund was collecte4 outside of the 
U.J.A. and was not to be considered as part of the U.J.A. campaign. The appeal 
was made for a specific purpose. Contributors were given the definite 
undertaking that the xooney would not go either to the N.R.S., the U.P.A. or 
the J.D.C., but that it would be spent only for the purchase of matzoth. The 
La.ndsmannscha.ften could very well have carried through the purchase of matzoth 
by themselves, without reference to the J.D.C. However, theyrequ.ested the 
technical aid and experience of the J .D. c. in order to make su.re that their funds 
were spent most effectively. In addition to libat the Landemannschaften had 
promised to make availal>le for matzoth, the J.D.C. had made an independent 
appropriation of $70,000 for matzoth. That was the maximum that we felt we 
could appropriate for this special activity in the light of our budgetary 
reqairements.

Unfortunately, it was not possible to secure matzoth to the full extent of 
the funds available for this purpose. Difficulties arose as regards export 
licenses from one country, and import licenses into another, with the result 
that only a small part of the fun4s had been expended. 

The funds belong to the Landsmannschaften and they have the right of 
disposal of these funds. Neither the U.J.A. nor the J.D.C. can dispose of these 
funds. There is a balance remaining of these funds and it is intended to call 
the Landsroann schaften group together and place the si tua.tion before them and 
ask them to make whatever disposition they desire of the balance available. 

The J.D.C. feels definitely that it cannot undertake to credit the U.J.A. with 
any of the swns which had been expended on behalf of the Landsmannschaften for 
matzoth. As you undoubtedly know, we receive requests from many organizations 
to make earmarked transmissions to particular institutions abroad. Thus many 
of the Welfare Funds turn over to us swns earmarked for particular Yeshivoth 
throughout Europe which we transmit for them as :purely transmission items. W• 
consider the matzoth fund of the Landsmannschaften in this same category.

Palestine Fund 
United Appeal to Assist 

Refugee Jews to Flee 
Europe and Settle Land 

Dr. Abba Hillel Silver, national 
chairman of the administrative 
committee of the Umtect Palestine 
Appeal, announced yesterday a cam­
paign to raise $12,000,000 during the 
coming year for the establishment 
o! European Jewish refugees in 
Palestine. The announcement, made 
in Cleveland, was released through 
the local branch of the United Pal­
estine Appeal, at 41 East Forty­
second Street. 

The United Palestine Appeal, a 
nation -wide organization which 
combines the Palestine Foundation 
Fund and the Jewish National Fund, 
has been instrumental in effectin 
the immigration of 24,000 Jewis 
refugees to Palestine since the out 
break of war in Europe and of 280,-
000 from various countries which 
Adolf Hitler has dominated since 
his rise to power in 1933. 

Stresses Defense Need 
Dr. Silver emphasized Palestine's 

importance as a British colony in 
the eastern Mediterranean by saying 
that "the ability of Palestine to 
defend itself and to give manpower 
for its security may help determine 
the outcome of the struggle. The 
United Palestine Appeal calls upon 
American Jewry to secure $12,000,-
000 in 1941, with which to sustain 
Palestine Jewry in its critical hours 
o! heroic defense by the aid of 
Great Britain and to enable addi­
tional thousands of harassed Jews 
to find refuge there." 

It was understood this did not 
mean the money would be used for 
war materials. but rather to help 
establish Palestine as a product1v 
center which could aid Britain witl 
agricultural and other supplies an 
with volunteer soldiers. Palestine 
it was pointed out, can produce oil 
textiles an dsome steel, as well a 
grain and fruits. 

"The economic rationalization o 
Jewish life," Dr. Silver's statemen 
continued, "has achieved its mos 
effective form in Palestine, wher 
today 137,000 Jews make their liv 
ing from the soil, a proportio 
greater than in any other Jewis 
community in the world. In indus 
try, Palestine has witnessed the 
most remarkable development in the 
Near East, with tens of thousands 
of Jews gaining a livelihood in 
ships and factories which produce 
thousands of types of goods vital 
to a nation's economy. The most 
modern school system. with some 
60,000 students, and a series of 
higher institutions of learning, in­
cluding the Hebrew University, are 
also part of the magnificent frame­
work of a homogeneous and creative 
community established in Palestine 
through the labor of the pioneers 
and the support of the Jews of 
America." 

Agency to Direct Funds 
The funds raised by the United 

Palestine Appeal will be adminis­
tered by the Jewish Agency for 
Palestine, recognized bv the League 
of Nations mandateas the Jewish 
a_uthority in the rebuilding of Pales­
tme, and the Jewish National Fund, 
the land-purchasing and land-re­
claiming agency associated with the 
appeal. 

Some refugees are taken to Pales­
tit:e in ships chartered with money 
raised by the appeal. These ships 
which include those of Portuguese: 
Rumanian. and Yugoslav registry, 
make theu- way to Palestine by 
whatever routes are reasonably free 
from danger. Those sailing from 

isbon, for instance, go around the 
Cape of Good Hope and up to 

alestine by way o! the Red Sea 
nd the Suez Canal. Trains buses 
nd trucks are supplied ,vherever 
ossible for those refugee.; who 
ake the trip overland. 
At the local headquarters •ester­

ay it was said that there are now 
,000 Jews in Europe who have their 

immigration certificates for Pales­
tine approved by the Britist, gov­
ernment and who are waiting only 
for pas. age money before starting 
out.
