Thee it constituted about one-third of total e enditures. •General 
dministration" for 1941 totaled $218,758 (as ainat 290,177 in 1940)

"Personn l Cost" in 1941 and 1942 are ot kno . Salarie, rent and all 
other "distributable items" have been absorbed into the v rious ervice ite s. 

Profes1or Ginzber ha pointed out that th t port1 n of NRS funds hich ar 
expended for t he need ot ref eea in e Tork hould be raised by the welf e 
organizations in ev York and that only that portion required by the S 
nationally hould be allocated out of the onie of the United Jewi h A peal. 

So far a th financi l need of th S are concerned: without goin into 
deta1 it hou.ld be clear that ta time when immigration ha sub tanti 11 
decreased, with the pros ect in the ne r future of Tirtual ces ation, and 1th 
the dec1ine in the number of jobless refugees a a r tilt of the ar, the moni s 
allotted to the NRS should be reduced as rapidly a poa 1ble. ithout doubt 
even under present circumstances, when immigration been almost co letely 
halted and hen employment is on the rise, the l cold use four or five 
million doll r. :Butt t ia not the qu et1on. question, rather, is 
whether a rd otion of financial aid to the refugee in thi1 country, under 
present circumstances, ould con t1tute a real blow. And the ans er is" o". 
It is till some hat of a mystery a to why it was t 11 necessary to erect 
the huge ach1n ry of the BRS instead of entrustin existing Jewi h relief 
organization ith the t sk of looki after the refugees. It must also b 
em ha.sized t e and again that of the 200,000 refugee ho, acco ding to 
atati tics, entered the United States ince Hitler'• ri e to over, only 
am.all proportion were without any mean or ere ithout rel tiTes who ere 
able to loo after the. 

Jewish immigration to the United State (1nclud1n visitors who, in fact, 1th 
tev exce tione, st&l'ed on here) ounted to 51,033 in the fiscal 7e r 1938-39, 
ending June 30, 1939. It f 11 to 42,424 in 1939-40, to 28,808 in 1940-41; 
and there is l ittle doubt that the figure f<r the current fiacal 7ear, endi 
June 30, 19 2, will not even r ach 11,000, mot of them (about 8,000) havi 
arriTed before America entered the . The ira 1tself etatee: "Immigration 
todq baa di iniahed, but not cea ed. Some refugees continue to come.• 
("Refugee - l 41", page 1). But the 1naiets. of course, that 1 thou and• 
who came in recent 7eare continue to need help". And Mr. Roeenwald, aesuring 
the public that "the ork baa reached a high degree of effectivene••"• (which, 
in tact, is matter of opinion) iTe a nev r aaon why the machine17 -
and its 900 cooperating committee■ - Ult be maintained. e ha.Te, he• s, 
to look into the future "when tull 1mm ration aq be poaaible once more"; 
and we bav. theretor • to intain "a teated ttern for th tutu.re rece tion 
and abao tion of thoae who will want to co e to A erica with the r' end".

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One must unders t and that the npenditurea are not limited in t his t tement 
~o actual disbur ments, but include all appropria tion aade in 1941 on 
accoun, ot th& 1941 campaign'1 income. The expenditure side, therefore, 
include• appropriation• which the JDC will have to pq in 1942 or 1943, but 
aleo appropri tiou which - to Jud8e from previoua e:rperience - the JDC mq 
never be c lled upon to convert into p ymenta. 

Whatever the intention• of the JDC may have been in vritin& ott on the 
income side $200 ,000 from the incoae allotted the JDC out of the 1941 
campaign, tod.Ay it ie cle r that this pesaimisa proved unfounded. There 1• 
no doubt that the JDC will rec ive the ellll of $5,5150,000 in full. By the 
aubatitution of thie figure (initte .d of $5,350,000) the excue of expediture 
over income of $143,815 is irmaediatel.y ch&nged into a aurplua on the 1941 
account to the amoun\ 'of $56,185. 

There 11 no detailed 1t•1satioa aTailable of th• large amount ot $6,248,100 
tor •Program ot •tgr tion, Relief snd Rehabilitation". Yrom other documents 
published by the JDC we knov, however, that the JDC appropriated b. 1941 tor 
the anigr tion cl ranee arra.ngementa in GeraaDT, Auatria, Csechoaloftlcia and 
Poland, the sum of $1,549,200; that an additona.1 81lount ot $578,000 vaa 
allotted to the Hie• tor the defrayal of transpor'-tion coat s; and that a 
further amount of $638,000 vs expended for other •1grat1on. requirements. 
The •igration expenditure of the JDC 1n 1941 (or, to be more specific, on 
the 1941 account) totaled, therefore,. $2,76&,200 - equal \o 52.~ ot the 
entire amount spent or allotted tor emigration relief and re bilita.tion. 
It ia important to have this fact 1n mind in new ot the declining trend 
of emigration pos11b111ties in 1942 a• comp ed with 1941, when the United 
St tee was not yet 1n the ,ar. 

The JDC has lso published statement of its f nc1al condition as of 
Decilllber 1, 1941, re ulting in an excesa of re ourees over 11 b111t1es 
(General J'und Surplu) to the amount ot •93,332. 

The liabilities are $2,799,966, while the resources a.re .given as $2,893,298. 
The 11ab111t1ea, of which no det iled it ization. 1■ arllable, are open to 
question. With re rd to the resource~ it is cle r, from the foregoing, 
that an amount o'! $200,000 (written ott by the JDC fro■ the income of the 
1941 campaign) 1111Bt be added . .1n dditional uount of $70,000 11 to be added, 
since the JDC 1n thia ■tat•ent eetiaa.ted the income to be received from \he 
1940 campaign t $50,000 only, while, inf ct, u: to MaT 15th it amounts to 
$120 ,000 on account of the 1940 campaign. ~7 adding th• $200, 000 and the 
$70,000 the General hnd Surplus increase trom $93,332 to 363,332.

On J n1J8.17 15, 1942 the JDC publlahed a 48 page pa11phlet entitled 1Prograa 
cd Bud«et". Despite the f ct t t the budg•t ie dr wn up tor a 11x-aon\h 
period onl7, it to\~l• $5,074.410 - representing about 9~ of its aggre te 
expenditure in the 1941 ccount. It also publiehed aoae veelc1 ago 1 SUIIJD&l7 
of O eh P ente• • de up to March 15, 1942 on account ot all program• (1942 
and prior 7ear■ 1 appropriatiou). The ctual upend1 ture incurred in the 



tirat 21- aonth• of 1942 aaoun.ted to $1,600,000, ot which at least $620,000 -
and perbapa considerabl.7 more - con•titute a ahort-term adT&nCe onl.7 made 
against depoaita ot relatiTea ot prospective imaigranta; so that $1,000,000 
was act 117 expended by the JDC. 

In my memore.nd'tllll ot March 3lat I attempted to d•onatrate how a comparison 
of the actual expenditure trom Jan'li&r7 1 to March 15, 1942, with the budget 
for the first ab: month• of 1942 1 conclua1Tely proves thi1 $5,000,000 
bud&et to be deliberately' inflated, and designed for propaganda purposes. 

It may be worthwhile to recall aome of the figures of the budget as compared 
with actual 9'CPen41ture: 

$600,000 ia bud&eted. for the first six months of 1942 for 
Polish refugees in Ru.esia; $13,768 was spent during the first t~o and one-half 
months. 

$566,140, equiTalent to a monthl.7 expenditure of $94,000J 
11 budgeted for relief 1n unoccupied rrance; $143,970, equivalent to $57,500 
per month, was spent during the two and one-half monthl. 

$180,000 bud«eted for relief in Spain; no p&7Jllents whataoeYer 
made during the two and one-halt months. 

$104,800 budgeted for Religious and Educational Aseistanoe; 
$21,405 spent. 

$134,000 budgeted for Relief li Jforth Africa, 'lurkq a.nd the 
rar Fast; $7,500 spent. 

$450,750 budgeted for aaaistanee to refugees in Central and 
South America.; $109,378 1:peut. 

$250,000 included in the budget as an Emergency Reserve; 
the onl7 it• chargesble a.gainat thia ia $10,000 for the maintenance of refugee 
paaaengere aboard the "Strama•. 

!he it~m, "Continuation of 1-J.ergenc7 Aid 1n Occupied Co1U1trie1•, ■erits some 
closer observation. 1Progre.m and »ud.get • malce• the following comment thereon? 

1MSDT month• prior to the entry- c4 the United States 
into the w&r, the JDC repre■entatiYea bad given assurances 
to all its overseas oo-1t,ee1 that the interest of the 
American Jewish co1111nU1it7, a• expreaee4 through the JDC, 
would no, atop 1n the eTen, that co1111Unicat1ons were 
aeTered. The loo l coaittees vere told, therefore, that 
the7 should endeavor to carr;r on with the reaaaurance that 
th•T aight ultima.tel.7 hope for repa:,aent. !he hecutiv• 
Co1111ittee of th• JDO has eet up an appropriation of 
$1,500,000 out of 1942 funds to cover requirements arieing 
in thi• v9.7." 

If 11 to perce1Te the juatific tion for thi• appropriation - despite the 
JDO'• apparent pride in it. It ahould be underatood that the continuance of 
relief actiTiti•• b7 the Jewish co1D11Unitin in Berlin, Prague, Tienna, araaw, 
Juchareet, Amsterdam, Belg~d•, Antwerp, etc. will in no way be met b7 



arq financial aa ietanoe from non..Teviah eourcea. Su.ch activit1•• vill depen4 

aolel7 upon oontribu.tione of Jewry in each oountey. It taxes on•'• underetandinc 

a1 to~ Jewiah c~tiee, orcan11ationa and individual in th ■e countri••• 
who are at111 able to rend.er financial aaeiatance in solTing the probl• of 

Jeviah need, should be reiab11rse4 when the war 1• oTer.

Mr. Joaeph c. H111an, Executive Vice-Chairman of the JM, in a letter of a:r 20th 

dwell• once more on thia $1,500,000 alloo tion. The local committee, to be 

reimburaed after the war, accord.inc to Mr. BJman, are thoee of •Poland, BoOMan1 a, 

Hungary, Shanghai, etc.• Kr. Hyman 1tatea quite definitel7 that these coultteee 

(including the •etcetera••) are able •to aecure 1uppliea to some extent on the 

basis of our assurance• that after the war the J:00 will help male• reimbursement 

for an7 credits or loaas the7 might obtain.• And he add•& • e know that the 

Tarioua oommi ttees can secure some hel.Jt locall7 on the basi a of the e assurances 

which we gave prior to December 7, 1941, Ju•t as the7 did during the fir1t 
World War.• 

Apart from the que tlon of wb. ther the J:00 should have promised these local 

coaittees that they will be reimbursed after the var, it would be Tery intereat­

in.g to learn from Mr. Hyman which coamitte•• in the Bazi-oocupied territor1, all 

of which are aharpl7 auperTiaed and coh\rolle4 b7 the Nazi thorities, can 

aecure logal help on the baal a of the JDC pro 1 ae - promi ae which the JDC will 

be able to fulfill only after an Allied rlotoey. Sll.ch arrancement can perhap1 

be envisaged. for Hungary which la not yet offlciall7 under llazi control, and 

perhaps for Shanghai, al though there 1 t could have worked - if at all - for the 

:tiret few week• only. The reference to the J'irrl orld ar la absolutel7 ean-

1agl•••• Ae far as the Jews are concerned, th conditiona in the present war 

cannot be compared to those in the first World War. 

Mr. HJm&J1 in the aame 1e,ter atate1 that actual oash dieburaements for the 

per1o4 from Jan:u.U7 lit through Mq 20th a11oun.ted to $2,518,000; and ••tillate■ 

that up to the end o:t the month ( that 11, to May 31.et) the total expen.d.1 ture 

will be close to $3,100,000c However, on May 2'1th the JOO po.bli1hed. another 

1tat•ent indicating that expen41 turea Ul> to the end of th.e month will amount to 

$2,788,000, which 11, after all, •312,000 le•• than Mr. Hyman'• • tiaate. 

J'rom Kr. H~•• letter it tranapiree that, of the .1,500,000 (or rather 
•1,200,000) spent during the la1t at, onthe, an •ount of at lea•' tBoo,ooo was -

once more - a ahori-tiae a4ftDce onl7, m de again1t depoai ta, leaTing the actual 

expen41tu.re of the JDO at aome t,001 000 tor thi1 period.

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Mr. Byman refrains frora giving &JlT brealcdown of the expenditure during the :first 

five month• of 1942. Hovever. it may be a1eumed that the 1 rgeet item in the 

aatual expenditure of the JDC of about $1,700,000 11 on the item of emigration, 

which ailT be eatimated. at between 1.000.000 and $1.100,000, leaving balance 

of about $650,000 for all o'1ler purpose•. If thi 1 correct, an estimate o:f the 

JDC expen~iture for the entire year of 1942 (not taking into account any hort­

time advance•) should be not more than $3,500,000, since emi ation fran Europe 

will decrease very considerably during the remaining even month• of the year ae 

compared with the fir t five months.

It would, for 1n tance, be intere ting to know 

what amount has been spent during the J.11t 2t month• for Polish refugee■ in 

Ru1 ia, when an amount of only $13,758 had been spent during the fir1\ ~ month• 

of the 7eaz - of a budcet ot $600,000 for !ix months.

Deapite all the frantic effort• of the JDC (and the NRS) to 1hov in numerou1 

public 1tatement• that emigration of Jevi h refugee■ from Europe 11 going on 

rather taiaf ctoril7 and that an unbroken stre ot re:t'uc•• 1 1till able to 

leave Europe and to embark for over1ea1 ccnntriee, the fact 11 that emigration in 

1942 aa ccmpared with 1941 ha• dwindled enormou 17, and that the trend 1• still 

downward. The reason• are obvious: emigr tion from asi-oocupied territory had 

oeaaed even some ween before Aaarica'• entr7 into the var, with the retu al of the 

azi1 to ant exit vi■a•. 

Immigration into the United St tee and eome ot the other countrie■ of the eetern 

Hemisphere ot retuc••• residing inn utral or allied countr1ea va1 rendered 
increaaingly ditf1cul t after December 7, 1941, lilen new and complicatecl regula*,ou 

were impo ed, over and above tho•• promulgated on July 1, 1941. Recentl7 
Cuba haa ordered the complete ceaaation of immigration of all person• deriTiDC 
trClll Germ&DT or Nasi-ocaupied countrie , inclwlinc even those who had tled tho•• 

countri•• long a.co and had lready receiTed their Cuban naaa. 

There i no doubt that the 1 teat deTelopment• in uico ( and also in Brazil) will 

ver••l.7 influence illai&l"ation into this country. !he figure• epeak tor than­

aelv••• An otticial announc en, of th• Hiaa, publ1shecl reoentl7, stat•• that 

1,139 Jewieh r•tuc•e•, who ent re4 the United Stat•• and were cared for by the 

Hiaa, con•t1tute4 the •aJorltJ' of Jeviah ref~••• enterinc the United Stat•• 
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dur1 th firet four months of 1942, augge1ti a total immigration of about 
2,000 for this period. en if i igration into the United States proceed• 
at t 1 is rate for the balance of th year, the year' total would reaoh only 
6,000 as against more than 24,000 who, according to the NRS, immigr t d into 
th United States in 1941. 

r. ~n in his letter of ay 20th tatea that from December 7, 1941 to 
June 15, 1942 (that is more than 1x months) a total of 6,000 refugees will 
haTe been enabled to emigrate from :Europe. These 6,000 retugeee - oss1bly 
with few exceptions - were holders of immigration Tiaas to North and South 
America t the time of >-merica'e entry into the ar. There still may be a 
few lmndred people vaitin for transport tion fac111t1e; but unles thi 
chan radically, there is no Justification for ae■umi that it will be 
possible to continue emigration on the ■cale of the past six months, which 
in it elf constituted onl7 a •mall fraction of emigration from rope 
during the corresponding period of last year. 

RELIEJ' I N HA.ZJ-OOCUPI 

After eric 1s entry into the ar it wa.1 no longer pos ■ ible for the JDC to 
maintain clearance arrangements with Berlin, Pragu.e, Vienna and Warsa, and 
thereby assist Jewry in .azi-occupied countries. In 1941 the JDC had 
appropri ted $1,649,200 for such clearance arrangements, representing 27.3 
of it total expenditure on tlie 1941 account. Tra&ic as it ia that merican 
Jewry is no unable to aaai t the Jewish communitiee in all these countries, 
the 1de of the JDC to help them 1nd1rectli- b ett a1ide $1,500,000, t 
be used for reimbursement when the war is oyer, 1 in my opinion unworkable. 
Th inclusion of this um in the 1942 budg t old be objected to for the 
rea ons stated bove. 

RELIU IN UNOCCUPIED EUROPElN COUNTRIES 
,A.ID IN LATIN .AMERI C4 

With regard to Jewish refugees in unoccupied France and in neutral opean 
countries, it is~ opinion that the Jeviah communities in those countri s 
ou.ld be compelled to do much more for thee refu eea than they are now 

doing if American money cea1ed to flov into the country. 

Still ore reasonable is the nerou e enditure of erican fund for 
refugees in Latin mer1can countries. ere to a considerable extent the 
JDC ha assumed the role of an lfR and ha relieTed the Jewish communitie 
in tho e countries of their responeibil1t1 to d th refugees who haTe 
entered their lands. 

In Pro and dget~ (publi hed January 15, 1942) the JDC liate (P e 33) 
23 Latin American countri I where, aecordin to thie report, grant from the 
JDC are required. The budgetary requirement are fixed, tor a period ot 
eix ontha, at 652,400. Of thia amount the local coJDJ11Unities are not 
expected to contribute more than $101,650, while th balance, amounti to 

50,760, is to be covered by the JDC. Despite all th argwnente of th JDC 
to Ju tify th1 unheard of proportion bet een local contributions and ut id• 
grant , there 1• in f ct no reaaon by American J ahould be called upon 
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to ae 1st the Jewish communities in Latin Merica to this extent. Argentine, 

with more than tw~thirds ot the total Jeviah population of Latin .America, 

figu.rea in the budget tor $50.000 only, although, of the 113,000 rotu.geea in 

Latin Aaerica, 55.000 (nearl7 5~) are 11Tin.g there, while $224,000 is required 

tor 35,500 refugees in lollTia, lrasil and Chile. Why ahould not Argentine 

Jewry. which recently oontriba.ted 50,000 to th• British War Relief, be 

called upon to help the Jeviah commu.nitie in Latin ..tmerica eolv their refugee 

problem! 

I believe that the JDC, tor reason• of ita own, YM\I to be the benefactor 

of Latin American Jevi1h communities, in the aame wa7 as it in■i1ted on helping 

German Jevrr during the firat three or tour 7ears of the Hitler regime, when 

financial assi tance from ou.t ide wae unnece1 aey, and when it would haTe been 

much wiser and more helpful to German Jewry if all &Tailable funds had been 

uaed for con1truotiTe actiTitie outside of Geraa.Jl7. 

CLOSING DJWiIS 

I want to quote tvo paseage from Profe11or Ginsberg'• re o t: 

"•··•• that Palestine 1hould have tirat claim on all monies made available for 

constructive activitie,.• 

1 The J.D.C., as that agency which 1• concerned directl7 with providin the 

barest essentials for the maintenance of 11~• and the rescuing of people 

through immigration, 1hould, to the extent that it can 1how the po1sibil­

it7 of uaing funds for these purpo1e, have its llotment increased. To 

the extent, however, that it apend1 money on objective other than relief 

and emigration, these expenditure• ahould be criticall7 aase11ed againat 

the po11ibility ot using more money in Pale1tlne. 

(The first of the quotation■ appear• on Page 63 of the 
reviaed Report to American Jeva, publi ■hed recently; 
the aecond was made in the original Report of the 
Allotment Committee, Oonclua on1, Page 10). 

We can concur in Protea or Ginsberg'• tatement 1 that Palestine ahould 

hav firet claim on all monie made available tor con1truct1ve activities." 

The que ■tion then arises as to what portion of the moniee 11 or ahould be 

made available tor •conetru.ctive activitiea•. 

Both the JDC and the DS repreaentativ will 1na1at that aid to the J viah 

opulation in lla11-oocupied territoey, to the refo.geea in neutral r~ean 

00W1trie1, in Latin Aaerica and in the United States ahould be given 

priorit7. !I ■hauld in■iat that a prepondera.nce of the monies, not needed 

tor the re■cue of people in las1-occup1ed countrie )r mean• of emigration. 
be applied to •con1\ruotive activitie • - 1 .. , for Paleatine.
