December 15, 1920. 

MEMBERSHIP DUES AND SUSTAINING MEMBERS 

TO TH:E OFFICERS AND MEMBERS OF THE DISTRICT COMMITTEE: 

At the Convention in Buffalo the following resolutions pertaining to member­

ship dues were adopted: 

"For the next fiscal year the regular membership dues shall be $6.00 

and the sustaining memberhip dues shall be $25.00 or more. Contributions 

for organiza.tion purposes may also be solicited and received by the National 

Executive Committee. 

"Of the annual dues paid by the member, for the next fiscal year one 

dollar shall be the shekel tax; two dollars shall be allocated to recognized 

District Organizations; one dollar shall be allocated to recognized Regional 

Unions; one dollar shall be subscription of the member for publications is­

sued by t~e Zionist Organization; the balance shall be held by the Zionist 

Organization of -America for national administrative purposes. 

"The National Executive Committee shall from time to time deter­

mine what, if any, part of the dues of sustaining members in excess of six 

dollars shall be distributed to Districts and Regional Unions. 

"The Organization and Administration expenses of the Zionist Organ­

ization of America shall be met out of the membership dues, excess dues of 

sustaining members and specific contributions for these purposes." 

Your District may have in its possession membership cards not acccounted for. 

All these cards are now invalid. You will therefore please return to this Office 

without delay all membership cards on hand and ALL MEMBERSHIP MONEY 

IN YOUR POSSESSION so that we may be able to clear up your account. The 

enclosed card shows the status of your membership account. 

The new membership cards will be f orwa'rded to you as soon as they are ready. 

In the meantime your District Committee should make preparations for the enroll-



ment of members on the new basis. You should order cards now, on the enclosed re­

quisition blank, so that they may be sent to you without any unnecessary delay. 

We call your 1attention to that part of the above resolution which has to do with 

the sustaining membership. Under the new plan of organization, the national ad­

ministration will have to rely solely for its administrative and organization expenses 

on the membership and the sustaining membership dues and on contributions re­

ceived from Zionists. 

Please call a special meeting of your District Committee to take up the ques­

tion of membership dues. At this meeting a committee of responsible men should 

first be formed to undertake to secure in your District AS MANY SUSTAINING 

MEMBERS TO THE ORGANIZATION AS POSSIBLE, and a second commit­

tee to take charge of the enrollment of regular $6.00 members. Every Zionist should 

be made to understand that the future of our Organization and the effectiveness of 

its work for Palestine depends on the ability of the Zionists to maintain it financially 

as well as upon their devotion to Palestine activities. Unless the Zionist member­

ship is made responsive and responsible to the needs of the Organization, the Or­

ganization will not be able to do the tremendous work which it will be called upon 

to do during the coming year.

b. It shall transfer its headquarters to. 
Palestine. 

c. lts primary objectives shall be settlement 
and development. 

d. It shall aid in the upbuilding of the 
Jewish Homeland, without encroaching on the 
functions of either the Palestinian Government 
or Palestinian Jewry. 

e. It shall foster the t;niversity and Tech• 
nicum, but entrust the general school system 
in Palestine to Palestinian Jewry, gradually 
reducing its sttb\'cntions, and assisting in the 
formation of a body, under Palestinian Jewry, 
to secure general J cwish participation in the 
maintenance of th<! ~chool work. 

f. The primary economic work shall be 
entrusted to suitable corporate or cooperative 
institutions under appropriate control, in place 
of the present centralized bureaucratic system 
of the Zionist Commission. 

2. Readjustment of the relations between the 
World Organization and the Federations. 

a. The rolitical aim, which required uni­
formity of expression, has been attained. A 
complex economic development requires di• 
versity in methods of approach and orgalliza• 
tion. 

b. The \Vorld Organization shall carry on 
the political work, coordinate the economic 
work, and create the trusteeships for the trust 
funds accruing under the wbiic plan. 

c. The rights and duties of the Federations 
and the Fractions must be equitably deter­
mined and n.:adjusted. At present, the frac­
tions are practically independent of the au­
thority of the \\'crld Organization and assume 
no financial oLJigations towards it, yet in 
combination exercise at times a controlling 
voice. This is rcprc5,entation without taxa• 
tion. Such an intolerable situation must be 
changed. 

d. On the one hand, the World Organia• 
tion shall apply to Gegcnwartsarbeit only the 
funds specifically given for that purpose, and 
on the other han<t. each Fc<leration shall 
have the right to ref rain from participation in 
Gegenwartsarbeit. 

e. The manner and method of raising funds 
in each country shall he decided by the partic• 
ular Federation. 

f. In order to strengthen the Federations, 
and to enhance the interest of Jewries outside 
of Palestine in Palestinian work, the World 
Organization shall. in it-- di:icrction, transfer 
to Federations the initiatiYe in certain under­
takings, with proper public safeguards, and 
subject to the coordinating authority of the 
World Organization.

My Dear Judge: 

Your theory about "Gegenwarzarbeit" and the "Diaspora Nationalism" r.iay be sound, but I do not believe that any Federation or La;1dsma.nschaft ha.s the authority to adopt nev, principles. They should b~ presented to the International Zionist Congress. 

As to the "Keren Hayesod·' I do not believe that private corponations will build Palestine, Private j_nitiative should be encouraged but the land will only be re-built through the efforts of the Jewish p~0~le. Large funds must be raised for the establishment and de·.rclopment of a complete national life. The funds now raised must be so invested as to ultimately become the property of the Jewish Nation, Palestine will not be built upon philanthropy, nor throu~h priv!:tte corporations. It will take the combined effort of a united IDrael to establish a Jewish Homeland. 

The "Keren Haye sod", the details of which mu~t, of course, be worked out, combines, in my opinion, the four fundamental principles: 
a) Philanthr0py: to take care of sanit3tion, 

immi~r~tion, afforestation, and education, which is the beginning of our ne, _settlement; 

b) Public Utilities; 

c) Industri~l Investments: 

d) Acquiring of land. 

. The land so acquired and the industrial investments will be the beginning of our National weal~h. 

All funds collected must. of course, be economically and efficiently expended, but in view of the impracticability to raise more than one fund., . the underlying principle of the "Keren Hayesod'' deser~es our full-hearted co-operation.

4. The names of all nominees must be placed 
on the ballot in alphabetical order. 

5. The Official ballots are to be prepared and 
printed by the Board of Elections which shall 
also send out notices of the election in its own 
name. 

THE RIGHT TO VOTE 
Every registered member in good standing is 

entitled to vote. 
By "Good Standing" is meant every registered 

member who has paid at least half his member­
ship dues for the fiscal year beginning January 
1, 1921. 

The following is to be regarded as evidence of 
membership: 

1. A card showing that the member has paid 
his membership dues for at least half the fiscal 
year beginning January 1, 1921. 

2. An entry on the membership lists of the 
District indicating that a member has paid his 
membership dues for at least half the fiscal year 
beginning January 1, 1921. 

Any member registered during the year 1920, 
but whose membership du s have not been paid 
in full, ruay qualify to vote by paying his dues 
to the Secretary of the District prior to voting. 

BASIS OF REPRE ENTATIO 
Every District having a membership in good 

standing on or before May 22nd, of not less than 
50 and no more than 300 is entitled to one dele­
gate. One additional delegate may be elected 
for every additional 300 members or major frac­
tion of 300; (that is, if you have 451 members . 
you may elect two delegates; 751, you may elect 
three, etc.). The candidate or candidates re­
ceiving the highe t number of votes after the 
elected delegate shall be considered alternate. 

V~\CA CIES 
The Di trict ommittee shall designate a om­

mittee on Vacancies, consisting of at least three 
members. 



Please take notice of the following rules: 

NOTICE OF ELECTION 
Every member of the District should be noti­

fied at once, by mail or by announcement in the 
local press, of the date and place of the election 
and of his right to nominate by petition. 

:METHODS OF ELECTION 
1. In Districts where there are more than 400 

registered m mb rs, arrang ments shall be made 
for polling places where the members may cast 
their ballots in p rson. Voting shall be by 
secret ballot. 

2. In Districts where tb re are less than 400 
registered members a meeting of all the members 
shall be called and at this meeting nominations 
from the floor shall be allowed and the voting 
shall be by secret ballot. 

3. Please take notice that in all cases wh r 
more than two delegates are to be elected, a m m­
b r ha the right to vote for only two-thirds of 
the entir number of delegates to be elected, 
a major fraction being q uivalent to one. 

Olli ATION AND BALLOT 
1. Twenty-five members of the District hav 

the right to nominate one candidate for election 
as a delegate, provided such nomination is mad 
at least five days prior to the holding of the elec­
tion. 

2. Every registered Zionist society within th 
District has a right to nominate one candidat 
as a del gate for every twenty-five of it m m­
ber or major fraction thereof, provided such 
nominations are made at least five days prior to 
the holding of the election.
