Purs~nt o our conversation .s of the llt4 of December, 
1945, I am submi ttin6 here i th the follo· 1in proposals concerning 

the development of Hech· lutz in the United States an Canada. 

l& It is imperative to put in om oraer the recess of 
distribution of Chaluz Certificates in the . . . le present 
Pal~stine Office, tho h managed by capable peo le, must be 
reor -anized in accordance i h ~h decisions oft e Zionist 
Congress ~n the recent London Conference. The ~alestine Office 
shall include the re resentatives of all Zioni t 1,-1 rties • n one 
repreQentative of Hechalutz in &ccordance ith the established 
procedure. 

The Hechalutz suggests that t e above-mentioned Palestine 
Offices all also be the official Zionist body intereste in the 
develpment, of echalutz inU.,:,.A. ana to hom the Merkaz Hechalutz 
will report about its activities. 

2. In order ~o facilitate the growth of Hechalutz in America 
it is intended to increase its presen~ membership of 1200 to the 
minimum of 3000 in 1945/46 It is believed that next year the 
membershi~ will grow to 5000, provided oney Jill be made available 
for educational iork in the cities and for hachshara in·agriculture 
and industry. A budget of S i.10 1000 is necessary for this year, 
and a guarantee that if the expansion program proves to be a 
success a bu et will be made available next year. 

The American Fund for Pal stine Institutions will guarantee 
S25,000 t oards this budget. The Chalutzim themselves - 15,000. 
S16,000 were allocated by the Jewish Agency, and a sum of 
approximately S60,000 is lacking. e suggest that this amount 
shall be given by the Zionist Organizations in America eithe 
through initiating a special campaign or through direct allocation 
from their own funds. 

It must be absolutely clearly Wlderstood that unless these 
fW1ds are made available to Hechalutz, no serious expansion program 
will be possible. 

3. There are right now 900 chalutzim in the United States ready 
for immediate immigration. 450 of them were on hachshara for 
over four years, and their aliyah is an immediate necessity. le 
request the Aliyah Department to take the situation into considera­
tion ano that the Zionist movement in J.merica, through the Palestine 
Office, shall give preference to these chalutzim. 

In addition there are a few hwidred candidates or anized 
by the Hechalutz from amongst the war veterans, for st~y at the 
Hebrew University and the echnical School at Haifa. 'fhe Veteran 
Administration in {ashington has a proved these schools as a part 
of eligible schools for American ·ar veterans, and guaranteed the 

ayment of tuition and maintenance. Many more will join this 
organization if at least s. small fraction of candidates can arrive 
in Palestine by ~arch 1946. e sug est that at least a 125 war 
veterans shall arrive in Palestine in the first group on &dent 
visae or as tourists. 



. 4. It is obvious that the gro t of Hechalutz in America 

can be most froperly secured by the presence of a large 

dele ation from P&lestine Some of the schlichim are 

already in the United States and more are re ·uired. It is 

important that the ork of the Palestinian Delegation be 

supported by the entire Zionist movement in America.
