We, the undersigned, urgently ask of you to vote "No" on 
this question. Our experience s~ows us that true temperance 
is gained by all through licensed and well regulated saloons 
and liquor stores. You, surely, do not believe that by 
making LAWS you will be made GOOD. You certainly cannot 
subscribe to a principle which is based on confiscation. 
We know that you believe in JUSTICE - not - INJUSTICE. 

"Bone-dry" Prohibition means confiscation of vast 
interests. "Bone-dry" Ohio means that you, in your own home, 
are not your own master; i means that you are a Federal law 
breaker i:f you bring to your own home wine, liquor or beer; 
it mea:is that you cannot send for your liquors outside o:f 
the state, a nd that your home will be subject to Sear0h 
and Seizure laws from ·within your own state. 

The Jewish people are t -mperate ; even the most 
radical tempe ance crank admit s this fa~t. We use alcoholic 
liquors in our religous rites, and i the home we educate 
our children in the prope r use nf these things , ~nd set for 
them an example of sobriety, moderation and control. 

We know that you are against his radical law and 
that you prize your liberty ani freedom of choice . Therefore, 
not alone do we be s eech you to voe "No" on "Bone-dry " 
Prohibtion, but we earnestly crave ~hat you use your influence 
against it. 

Permit us to remind you that if you wish to vote, 
you must register on October 19th or 20th.

.h ~J d many ye:1,rG of vnluable r each ing experi Pnce. Men ~.1ho rank highest 
in the fi el o t Education h· v e been ana will continue to be my advisors. 

I f you have a boy or know a boy whose be s t interests you have 
at heart, ~end him to me. He will have .n opportunity to mak e the t·ight 
kind of friends among b oy s of the fine s t type. The r e i s no o .her Camp 
or School of the kind for liberal-mi nd d Jewis h parents. ThP plan fQ a n 
answer o numerous appeals. 

If I receive ten (10) applications before January first, I shall 
open the scho ol on February fi1·st of the coming year; otherwise the open­
ing will be in October 1918. Write that you will work in my tJehalf and 
that you will urge your friends to do likewise. I need your help.

.Thi· war i not a a1 on the part of America again ·t the 
German people. It i rather a ·ar again t an antiquat d 
y tem of government that unhappily dominat the G r­

man people to their o v_n and the world's undoing. 
Again and again Pre ident Wil on ha di tingui 'hed b t­

v een the German people and theii' rule1 . In empha izing 
thi fundamental point the President ha pe1·f ormed a r­
vice to Germany and to the vhole w01 ld., Thi di tinction 
c· nnot be too highly regarded or too much empha ized both 
by the advocates of democl'ac in G rmany and by the 
friend of democracy in merica. 

Pre ident Wil on ha likewis,e very clearly pointed out 
that the war mu t go on until the triumph of democracy i 
complete. This matter is no longer debatable. All Ameri­
can citizens of German tirth or de cent mu t now realize 
that they a1·e face to face with a known fact and not , ith 
an open que tion. America and the allie are going to win 
thi war against the Emperor and the ruling classe of Ger­
many. 

The purpose of the Society is to further democracy by aid­
ing the people of Germany to e tabli h in Germany a govern­
ment responsible to the people. 

Our society con ist of American citizen of German birth 
or de cent and all other who are in sympathy with it pur­
po e. It is required of all member that they favor a vigor­
ou pro ecution of the war until the aim of the nited 

tate government hall be attained. 



During the pa t seventy years over five millions of Ger­
man have come to America. The first great German im­
migration, following the German revolution of 1848/9, 
prung from the desire of freedom-loving men and women 

to take up citizenship in a country , here political freedom 
wa e tabli hed. More recently there have come to u mil­
lion of German who have ought both freooom and an op­
portunity to make a better living here than was possible in 
the Fatherland. All have found open to them in America 
very opportunity for advancement which has been pos­
e ed by th nativ population. Our fellow citizen of Ger­

man extraction have ucceeded in bu ine , in the profes­
ion , and in th ir appointed part in the labor of the nation. 

They have al o ucceeded in making a reputation for them-
elve a regard the quality of their citizenship and their 

ideals of public life and of public service. The part which 
they have taken in the upbuildinir of the American nation 
i too widely 'knm n to I equire emphasi here. 

W·e now find that the principles fo, which many of our 
immediate ancestors or we our elve uffe1"ed exile are 
threatened by the very powers which forced so many of us 
out of Germany. In thi crisi our en e of duty and of 
honor will permit of but one course of action. We mu t rally 
, ith our fell ow American again t the tyranny which ha o 
long cur ed th country of our father and which no, ri es 
a ·1 d· ng rou threat again t th lib .rty of th \ ·hole 
world. 

The Friend of German Democracy u1'ge all American men 
and wom·en of German exfraction, by every means in their 
power, to as ert them elves on the side of democracy in this 
conflict. We, as a society, shall u e every means possible to 
reach the people in Germany and make the real issue of the 
war known to them. We still believe that a majority of the 
German people, if properly informed concerning their m n 
government and it mi deed , will not ait until their finaJ 
defeat by force of arms. They will, ooner or later, ri e 
again t the Kai ·e1' and the Junker and e tabli h a democ­
ratic governm nt in Germany. With uch a governm nt 
America and the allie can and , ill make peace. 



Finally, let us empha ize that we, the Friend of G rman 
Democracy, are seeking to unify the people of America in 
the common cause as well as to arouse the people of G r­
many to a sense of their duty and their opportunity. We 
know that our action here and in rmany , ill pro 
blessing to both countries. We hope, above all, to ha t n 
the end of the , yar by bringing an earlier victory for th 
forces of f1·eedom than would otherwi e be cur d. ur ly 
our purpo e are importc nt enough t touch the cm .. i n 
and the :·pirit o ever one vi o lov d· mocrac 7

rnERE ARE THE GERLW .. .:ERICAf S ? 

I was interested this morning by the remarks 
of the Rev. F. E. =mrich at the meeting of the Twentieth 
Century Club. They breathed a spirit which we all hope 
will prevail among the nations of the earth after this 
war. And vre may admit that it was proper thus to adress 
Americans. 

But are they the only people who need this 
advice? The German Americans within this country occupy 
a position of peculiar power and can speak to the German 
people with authority. No fear oft e Kaiser's ven eance 
need trouble them. Vhy is it that durin~:> all the years 
since this war began they have ne er uttered one word of 
protest against the hideous crimes and barbarities which 
have created in every citilized country the "dislike of 
the Germans" which Dr. Emrich bids us lay aside? 

rvhen Louvain and many another town was burned; 
when non-combatants were murdered; when women were out­
raged and children massacred; when Belgian and rench men 
and women were torn from their homes and carried into 

I 

worse than slavery; ~hen the Lusitania was sunk and hundreds 
of innocent passengers drowned, why did the German-Americans 
never lift their voices in condemnation? 

strong expression from them 1ould weigh in 
Germany more than any other thino. It is not too late 
to speak now, and vigorous speech might hasten peace. 
'fhy have they been silent? Vhy are they silent now? 

While German-Americans in this country oy their silence 
apparently consent to all that Germany has done, they 
cannot complain if t ey share the condemnation with which 
the whole civilized world justly visits their native land. 

Let Dr. Emrich speak to his fellow-countrymen 
and teach them to repent. When he has done this he can 
better ask us to forgive. "~ue meilsieurs les assassins 
commencent."
