ewish affairs. Th is or ganization embraces the J __..wi sh ch i l dren 
betwe en the a ges of ten to eighteen. 

During the brief period of its existence, 1·abonim groups 
have been established in twenty-five cities numb ering over a 
t housand children. Leadership course have been or ganized in 
many centers, and educational materi a l on Labor Zionism con­
te .. porary Jewish life, social orientation, han dicraft an d 
s couting were prepared. summer camp for t he train ing of 
leaders in Accord, .

In reference to the attitude of our Hospital to­
wards displaced German Je1ish physicians, permit me to state 
that over a year ago our Board went on record as beinG s 
pathetic to \,ards the moveri ent and that it would do everything 
in its power to ~ive it such aid as was within its power to 
do. 

t that time the ~mergency 0 mmi ttee in Pew York 
City advised us of one case, which, after due consideration 
on t he part of the Board, we decided we could handle but when 
we so notified the O ittee in New York we were advised 
that this physician had found a place in Cincinnati. 

The next case tat came up as that of Dr. Schiff. 
This occurred early this year, and I can best inform you as 
to what happened by cp oting from the minutes of our Board 
meetings on Jarch 24th and of our .edical Council meeting 
on April 13th, 1936. The Board minutes are as follows:-

"A letter from Dr. George Baehr, ew York City, 
Secretary of the Emergency Connnittee in Aid of isplaced 
hysicians, received by the irector, was read, in which 

Dr. Baehr requested that l 1 ount inai -ospi tal give Dr. Hans 
Schiff an opportunity to reside in the hospital for a few 
months. Dr. Baehr's letter stated that Dr. Schiff had ar­
rived in -ew York from Germ.any on a permanent immigration 
visum, and desired to locate somewhere in this country, and 
that he would like to have an opportunity to reside in a 
hospital for a few months in order to learn our erioan 
customs and methods. 

The Director stated that at the time of the re­
ceipt of the request fran r. Baehr no quarters were avail­
able in the dormitories of the ·ouse taff, and Dr. Baehr 
had been so advised, with the further statement that ount 
Sinai Hospital wished it to be understood that it was sym­
pathetic with the position in which Dr. Schiff finds h:im­
self, and that except for housing, any other courtesies 
possible would be gladly extended. The Director pointed 
out, however, that recently, due to the marriage of Dr. 
Reuben trauss, who holds a Fellowship in the Laboratories, 
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Dr. Strauss will reside outside of the hospital, and his 
present quarters ro uld be made available for Dr. Schiff until 
July 1st when the new House Staff will arrive, includin the 
successor of Dr . dtrauss as Fellow in the Laboratories. 

Thereupon, on motio1, the Board instructed the 
irector to advise Dr. Baehr of this opportunity nd to of fer 

Dr. Hans ~chiff quarters until July 1st next if t _is should be 
agreeable to him." 

The .Iedical Council minutes are as follovv s: -

"The Director also called attention to the recent 
correspondence with the n:ergency Committee in id of Displaced 
oreign Physicians, Dr. George Baehr, Secretary, whereby an 

opportunity was sought for Dr . Hans Seniff, a displaced physi­
cian who desired to reside in a hospital for a few months in 
order to Jearn .american customs and methods. The Director 
stated that while at first, due to lack of ~uarters, no op­
portunity could be offered Dr. chiff, that more recently a 
vacancy had occurred in the 1-ouse taff dormitories and that 
he had offered Dr. Schiff these quarters with the ap proval of 
the Board of Trustees , but mean hile Dr. Schiff had found 
another location on the west coast." 

From the above you will note our ospi tal has not 
been unmindful of its responsibilities in respect to displaced 
Ger~an Jewish physicians, and while it is true that at the 
present time we are very much cramped for quarters to take 
care of any addition to our present force, we shall at all 
times hold ourselves ready and willing to co-operate in this 
important natter .

Dear Friend, 

I aJn very anxious to get your reaction to the 
compulsory teaching of Hebrew on Sunday mornings in the 
Religious School. For the past twenty-two years Hebrew 
has been taught in the Religious School of Congregation 
Emanu-El on a compulsory basis. At the present time 
there is a movement on the part of my Religious School 
Committee to abolish compulsory Hebrew. 

I still feel that although the children do not 
learn mu.ch Hebrew at a weekly session, nevertheless the 
little they do learn is valuable in developing in them a 
positive attitude toward the language, particularly as it 
is expressed in our ritual service in the Congregation. 
It seems to me rather inconsistent to preserve Hebrew in 
our prayer book and to make so much of the Kaddish in 
Hebrew, and at the same time to oppose any preparation on 
the part of the children to be at least a little familiar 
with the Hebre language. 

It would be very helpful to me if I could receive 
a statement from you as to your own opinion regarding the 
value of compulsory Hebrew instruction in the Religious 
School.

Now we have betore ua 
an unique opportunity: during the month ot J'uly most ot the German organiza­
tions uae to hold their General meetings; tor instance a large group like 
the lorkmen's Sick and Death Benetit with 48 000 members. le want to cover 
all these meetings with thousands ot newspapers and hundreds ot agent•, and 
I am trying at present since we are short ot time to get a certain financial 
contribution tor this propaganda. To print one thousand copies in addition to 
our usual circulation, and to mail the thousand copies to individual addressee 
doea require not more than · 11,-; therefore we could c1o a lot ot auccesstul 
work with a compe.ritively small 8D¥)unt. 

You said laat time you would try do get one or the other German-American 
in your community interested. I k:Dow you haTe to ask tor contributions continu­
ously, and ot course tor cauaea you are more closely connected with. Neverthe­
leaa may I take the liberty again ot expressing thia request? Could you find 
one or the other f"riend ot such an undertaking? ill•• need is 250. It the 
gentleman or lady to contribute would not like to have hie or her name appear­
ing on a check tor a newspaper, the check could be amde out tor Mr. Arnold 
Schroeder, the buaiDeaa manager ot our paper, not known politically anywhere.
