It seems to me toot there is enor­
mous danger of violence erupting there which could spread and 
cause the very destruction of civilization itself. 

It seems to me that the United States will probably build 
up the Arab nations because the United States needs oil atxl toot 
the Russjans will build up the Arabs in order to cause trouble. 

If this analysis is right , in the long run Israel I s best 
hope for security lies in the United Nations . Would it not there­
fore be in I srael I s best interests to urge bar not only to allow 
the present UN Emergency Force on her side of tre border of the 
Gaza Strip but actoolly to urge that this force be built up arn 
invited to p:itrol all of Israel 1s borders? 

I know that the above is not in line with the thinking of 
Israel ' s leaders . I wonder, however , if it would not be desirable 
for the leaders to begin to think along these lines both in Israel ' s 
self- interest and for the security of the civilized world?

In our community, the Orthodox rabbis pennit a Reform 
rabbi to share in a wedding ceremony only to the extent 
of delivering the brief J11essage or sermonette.

Ettelson , my pre­
decessor aa well) is not permitted to recite any of the 
prayers or offer any blessings. I am told that in some 
communities Orthodox rabbis allow a greater degree of 
participation. Here, the Orthodox rabbis have been 
adamant in t heir position throughout the years .

I am aware that Israel Chipki n was a fellow member of yours 
at the Dr . Herzl Zion Club all the way back in the first years 
of this century. Msny of us take great pride, as I am sure 
you do, in the records of those of you who first banded together 
as young boys in a love of Hebrew culture and in devotion to 
the highest ethical principles of Judaism. 

Some twenty years ago Dr . Chipkin interested the ladies of I vriah 
in the establishment of a nursery school based on a bi-cultural 
and bi- lingual pattern. This chool was named Beth Hayeled . It 
has flour ished and has had a very salutary influence on the devel­
opment of Jewish education not only in New York City but elsewhere 
as well. Within the past year, based on the same principles wh ich 
impelled Dr. Chipkin toward the formation of Beth Hayeled, the 
School has been expanded to a full Day School program uo to the end 
of the Junior High School years . It has honored itself in paying 
tribute to Dr . Chipkin , by taking his name . 

The Israel Chipkin School is a pilot program in integrated education. 
It is one of the few schools in the country, if not the only one, 
which is trying to forge new educational tools , and create new 
settings wi thin wh ich to carry out a bi-cultural (and bi-lingual) 
education of young Jewish children which will give them a sense of 
unity and of belonging to both cultures of which they are a part. 

Precisely because it does not attempt to speak for a specific Jewish 
ideology, but rather concerns itself (at the children's level) with 
lasting and meaningful Jewish and other cultural values, it is 
different from any parochial school . 

New educational techniques have had to be devised, and are continuing 
to emerge, in line with the unique educational philosophy, which 
permeates the School . Teachers whose general pedagogical background 
may be excellent have had to be retrained. This involves educational 
research, wri ting of new books for teaching teachers , development of 
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special lectures, etc . 

In many cases, present books or teaching tools for imparting 
educational content to t.he dlildren are not adequate to the 
needs of the School . This means that new texts and other 
teaching materials for the children have to be created. 

Because this type of program has such significance for the 
future education of American-Jewish children, it must constant­
ly be evaluated, and developed along these lines which appear 
to be most f r uitful . 

We are presently engaged in the creation of a Development Fund, 
to serve as a sound fj_nancial foundation for the future of the 
School . We would be most grateful if you could bring to our 
attention t he names of those individuals who knew Dr. Ch i pkin 
and who might be sympathetic to the program upon which we are 
embar ked, with a view to inviting them to join with us in the 
establishment of this living memorial to a most l'IOnderful person . 

We would be honored if you would permit us to list you as a 
sponsor of The Israel Chipkin School Development Committee, 
indicating your own personal interest in Dr. Chipkin and in the 
wor k which he so brilliantly executed. 

May we l ook forward to hearing from you at an early date .

Knowing your deep concern with the need for developing the intellectual 
ca:pacities and skills of our people, I am :prompted to write to you about a 
special :project soon to be launched by the nation's broadcasters . 

Radio and television stations throughout the country will participate in an 
effort to a..iaken the public consciousness to the necessity for placing greater 
emphasis upon attainments of intellect and skill. And, I might add, the necessity 
for kindling pride in work, pride in doing a job, any job, ,rell . 

We believe, as you do, that imagination, originality, knovledge and skills a• 

the use of the mind -- should be nurtured in our young people . As President 
Eisenhower put it in his State of the Un.ion message : " ... redoubled exertions ,1111 
be necessary on the part of all Americans if we are to rise to the det:18.IldS of our 
times . This means hard work on the part of state and local governments, private 
industries, schools and colleges, private organizations a.nd foundations , teachers, 
parents, and -- perhaps most important of all -- the student himself with his bag 
of books and his homework. 

"With this kind of all-inclusive campaign, ve can create the intellectual 
capital we need for the years ahead - - and do this, not as regimented pawns , but 
as free men and women . " 

The broadcasting industry's special. public service campaign will seek to do 
just that. To unleash the imagination of our people, we are prepared to call upon 
our experience as well as our ability to cooununicate ideas directly. 

Our special effort has as its theme: LEARN - - AND LIVE . 

Specifically, the objectives of this program are to: 

l , Develop 8Jllong all Americans a respect for learning and knowl edge, 
making ignorance unfashionable . 

2 . Stimulate among young people a sense of the exciting adventure of 
groving to their full intellectual capacity.

3. Impress upon their elders, especially parents, their duty to guide 
and su;pport youth in obtaining more knowledge and training . 

This project is not concerned with methods of imparting knowledge nor the 
problems of building more and better equipped schools . It is directed toward the 
heart of the problem -- widely held attitudes that hold back our full intellectual 
and technical development as a nation . IEARN -- AND UVE will seek to stimulate 
curiosity, and, thus , greater application to the business of learning and acquir­
ing skills . 

This project was unan1mous1y approved by the Board of Directors of the 
National Associ ation of Broadcasters at its meeting in Phoenix last January . It 
will be officially launched April 27 - May 1 at the Association's National Conven­
tion in Los Angeles . There are more than 2 , 100 member radio and television sta­
tions in the Association, and I am sure that IEARN -- AND UVE will have the 
support of all broadcasters. 

We ,nu supply broadcasters with announcement copy and other materials for 
on-the-air use . As leaders in the collmlunities wich they serve, broadcasters will 
develop the project, both on and off the air, in cooperation with local citizens 
and groups . 

On the national level, the Association will '1orl: with interested organizations 
concerned with this v1 tal problem. 

We will be sending you additional infonnation about IEARN -- AND UVE short1y . 
In the meantime, we would greatly value your comments or suggestions . I l.ook for­
ward to hearing from you.

Thank you for your letter of May 15th and for the copies of the 
Ayin B1Ayin which you sent me. 

The title of the intervie,; is , I am afraid , misleading. I did not 
say t.hat there was no need for reform in Israel . I said there was 
no need for the American type of Reform Judaism in I srael which is 
a product of the American scene . 

Israel should develope a reform Judaism of its own consistent 
with its life and its needs. I drew particular attention of the 
interviewer to the fact that , in my judgment, the authoritative 
leaders of orthodox Judaism in Israel should , with vision and 
courage, make the necessary adjustments to modern life and t o the 
demands of the State and recapture some of the "reform" techniques 
which characterized some of the great leaders of Pharisaic Judaism 
in the early centuries. Most definitely there is need for refonn, 
if the young generation of Israeli youth is ever to be won to a 
positive and sympathetic attitude toward Judaism.

Yet a surTey of 580 of these children in achools 
in northweatern Olio laat fall showed that So,( of the grOllp 
were retarded at least one year in school , and of that nwaber, 
halt were behind their proper grade by two or ■ore years. 

In an effort to giTe aore adequate aohool experience to these 
itinerant children - whose aohoolill#: is 10 often interrupted -
the Elizabeth s. IIIILgee l!)iuoation and Research Foundation has 
undertaken the support of a epeoial suJ11111er echool, the first 
in Olio. It •ill, we hope, be the guide and inoentiTe for 
other euoh eohools in our state, in areas where large nwabere 
of aigrauts come each euramer.

there. This provision is also now 
made each year at Allen Township 
Sd10ol. /1. teacher with some knowl­
cd~e of Spanish is employed for six 
or eight weeks LO teach the non­
gn1ded migrant children i11 the com­
munity. l!erc. as in the other class­
rooms, the child adjusts quickly and 
happily. 

Tl has been foUJ1d that school be­
gins many limes and in many places 
for these boys and girls. The under­
standing ieacher welcomes the mi­
gra1u thilrt. He becomes an integral 
part of school living. lie soon pos­
sesses the warm feeling oI belonging.

Roy ond Moria are t.rsr graders in the Clay 
Center School. 

Rosita, a shy twelve-year-old, en­
tered one of the schools in the east­
ern part of the county. She spoke 
lillle English and had no knowledge 
of reading and n u m be rs. She 
brought no report on attendance 
from another school. 

One o! the first grade teachers re­
quested that the child be placed In 
her room. This wise and understand• 
ing teacher depended on Rosita for 
many things. She took care of the 
plants, helped the younger children 
with their wraps and served the 
lunch during the milk break. 

While Rosita was helping others 
she was learning and when she 
moved away two months later she 
had acquired a better understanding 
of English and was reading fluCJ1tly 
in the third pre-primer. Most of all, 
though, she had grown in self-re­
liance and in leadership. She had 
been happy and comfortable in this 
group. While she was there Rosita 
found a sense of belonging which 
was one of her real needs.

ln another school the boys and 
girls were eager to share expe­
riences with Marie who was thir­
teen. The teacher encouraged J\Iarie 
to cook a Mexican dish for her and 
for the other children. What a fine 
way for children to learn under­
standing and respect for the cus­
toms of another people! 

Samuel, Manual, Richard and Lisa 
were welcomed to the little com­
munity where they moved from 
Texas. The father found work which 
he hopes will be permanent. The 
older boys joined the Scouts. During 
the summer months the father spent 
many hours coaching a Liltle 
L eague team. The mother h ope s 
they can always stay in this IHUe 
community. 

These children who attend the 

Mr$. Georgia Dunn wolcomu new pupil, ol Allen Central. 

schools in Ottawa County c·arry 
complete records or auendance and 
accomplishments lo the next schools. 
The use of the report card recom­
mended by the Federal Office o! 
Education is encouraged. 

!n September. 1957. Phila 
Humphreys, supervisor of elemen­
tary curriculum in the State De­
partment of Education, ,•isited the 
migrant camp and the schools in 
Ouawa County. She felt that the 
people here had made a good begin­
ning toward assuming theil' respon­
sibility for a better understanding­
of the migrant farm workers and 
their children. 

These laborel's and !heir familie:s 
are making an important contribu­
tion lo Lhe comrnuniHes where thc_v 
Jive. By encouraging the children to 

.QO tn schocil, by making heallh serv­
ices a\'ailable, by doing away with 
SC.Qt'ega I ion and by sharing <:om­
munir y advantagc•s the citizens of 
this county are building real fricnd­
shipi; wilh these people. Increasing 
numbers of the;,e migralll families 
will create problems which wiLI re• 
quire ron~tant alertness nn the part 
of lhe public agencies involved. 

Ottawa was one of nine counlies 
in Northwestern Ohio that partici­
pated in a survey initialer! by the 
Education Sub-Commillea of I he 
Governor's Committee on llligrant 
Farm Labor.
