The month of June 1942 will mark the 25th anniversary of the 
establishment during the last war of the Jewish Legion. The Legion was 
recruited primarily from Jews of America, and comprised the 58th, 39th and 
40th Battalions of the British Royal Fusiliers (later officially designated 
the Judaeans). It was the first specifically Jewish force to be organized 
since the days of ancient Rome. Under the late Field-Marshal Allenby, the 
Legion took part in a number of important operations in and near the Jordan 
Valley, and received favorable mention in his official despatches. 

In commemoration of this anniversary a public celebration will take 
place in Town Hall, New York, (123 W. 43rd St.) on Tuesday evening, June 2nd. 
The anniversary of the Legion of 1917 is of. particular interest today in 
view of the part played in the present war by thousands of Jews who have 
been fighting with distinction in units of the United Nations in Ethiopia, 
Greece, Syria and Lybia. 

May we extend to you a cordial invitation to join the committee of 
sponsors and to add your name to the list of leading Americans who will thus 
associate themselves with this occasion.
