! wish to tell you of the status of the Anna 
Lipshi t z case. 

Subsequent to our last telephone conversation, 
I had a joint interview with Miss Lipaitch, r. Ulovitz 
and rs. JewPll, who is in charge of the Florence Crittendon 
Home. As a result of this interview it became very ap arent 
to me that Mias Li aitch has doubtless been an immoral girl 
for some time. Mrs. Jewell stated that iea Lipeitch ad 
during the interview shown a aide of her nature and character, 
which had not previously during her acquain ance with the 
girl become apparent. Mr. Ulovitz stoutly denies all guilt 
in the situation and it may easily be that his representations 
are honest. It is true that Mias Lipeitch very vehemently 
accused him in his presence of the paternity of her child, 
but there was not the ring of truth in her accusation. I 
feel convinced that further inquiry would reveal that Mias 
t.ir)si tch has been immoral for some time and that Ulovi tz ie 
either guiltless in the matter, or at leaat ia by no means 
the only man who has been involved with her. 

Uri er the circumstances, I believe that no responsi­
bility can be forced on him in connection with the child'& 
support. I believe also that further investigation in regard 
to Miss Lipaitch would be inadvisable. I have therefore 
arranged that as soon as the Influenza quarantine has been 
lifted at our J~wish Infants' Home, that ias Lipsitch and 
her baby should go there. iee Lipaitch ill be employed as 
a dining room girl and ill also do other light housework. 
She is very well pleased with this arrangentent. Meanwhile 
the Florence Crittendon Home has consented to take care of 
her and of her _hild. 

Hoping that these arrangements ill meet with your
