I have made three s,tops so far at 3 different 
factories on Organ investi ations, and my­
reception has been more than satisfactory. 

Fortunately my previous knowledge of the 
subject together with tle studyingb that I have 
done on the subject during the past 6 months 
has more than compensa~ed me for my effort, 
insofar as it ha.s made Tff'J language intelligible 
to those with whom I have thrown in contact, 
and at 1h e same time has made it possible for 
me to understand their language. 

Besides, the respect the different master 
builders have sho7n me has almost been flattering 



I am sorry that I could not interest you in the 
subject,because I felt that the organ in its relation 
to the pulpit was as essential as the Orchestra and 
scenery are to the Opera Singer, 

However, there is one thing I need ya r 
cooperation on and your knowledge as well, and that 
is as follows: 

I have had the feeling tbat we ought have the 
Shofar represented among . the stops of our instrument, 
but none of the Organ men seem to know anything of it; 

I am thoroughly familiar with the history 
of the instrument, as its history came within the 

range of study tl:iat I have been pursuing forn over 25 
years, but on the following points ie: its usage, 
I need some advice, and I hope tm t you will neither 
spare words nor time in giving me what I require. 

Firstly: Is it permissable to use the Shofar 
on any other occasion than on Rosh Hashona; 

Secondly, Is there any notation for the instrment, 
ie: has there ever been written for it any Music 
or is its playing dependant upon the impr~visationa1· 
inspiration of the performer• by which I mean 
Rosenblatt and Sirotta both sing certain Traditional 
songs, both Using the same theme; but both differing 
in their interpretation by each using liberties in 
the treatment whi1e still adhering th the MAIN THEME . 

Is the Tonal Range of the instrument very extensive. 
by which I mean, that there wru ld be no reason for 
having a se L of pipes (73) made up to imitate the 
shofar, if its natural range would only require 25' to 32 
pipes; 

Pipes is expensible. 

I am get ting in touch with an old Orllhddox Rev 
and expect to make an appoimtment tomorrow with a 
Shofar player from which performance I can then fix 
in my mind the tonal placement of the instrument, 
as its construction might be very simple, yet complex 
to place in the scheme of tone color values. 

I regret the necessity of bothering you with 
this matter, but it happens to be that The New Temple 
is a M:onument to you and not to me, and therefore 
yrur knowledge in this instance is absolutely essential, 
unless you wish me to drop the matter, but to me, 
a Cornet on Rosh Hashona, is about as ludicrous, as 
having a Goy Choir sing Shma Yiaroel with a Henry Ford 
emotionalism. 

I am enjoying my investigations immensely, 
as it but adds several new chapters to the study 
of music,and inasmuch as I have made it a life study 
it is quite interesting to note the oonsiderartion 
that the different Organ Builders are giving to/Yl~ ~ 
certain phases of music which they have overlooked 



~usically while commercializing t" e 
instrument. 

I will no doubt spend the balance of the KK 
week here in oston, as I have not as yet b 
been able to connect up with The Skinner 
Co; but hope to hear from them on Tuesday
