Might I say that 
baldly stated, you are of course correct when you speak of the serious­
ness attached to the statement charging one rabbi . with causing the 
arrest of another rabbi. • .. :.· 

The situation however was not quite as literal as 
that, and that accounts for the tact that I regarded the whole matter 
semi-Jocularly. I do not believe that because a man calls himself a 
rabbi, he is entitled to the protect1on of regularly orda1ned rabbis 
when he P-Jrsues a course that is illegal and criminal. On the contrary, 
when such a so-called and self-ordained rabbi violates the law and brings 
a chillllha-Shem into the Jewish community, I could easily conceive where 
it would be the duty of rabbis to protect the honor of our people and 
pUt such lmpasters in a position where their power for harm would be 
restrained. On this line of reasoning, you can understand why I could 
see nothing so fearfully blameable 1n the statement which I thought 
Mr. Drucker had made.
