The writer was so fortunate as to hear two of 
your series o! addresses on the founders or great re­
ligior.~- the first one, and the next to the last. 

The immediate purpose of this letter is to in­
quire whether it would be possible to procure copies, 
printed or otherwise, of the entire series. I woul d like 
to have them for my own perusal, as well as !or my Father 
who has long been an amateur student of comparative reli­
gions. I spoke to him a few eeke ago when I saw him 
last about hearing two of your series and he expreseed a de­
sire to have me obtain copies if I could. 

In this connection would i:t be out or place ro r me 
to express the great pleasure I experienced in listening 
to you and rcy appreciation or the broad and liberal spirit 
displayed. I regret that it was not feasib l e for me to 
hear the entire series. I come myself from a line of English 
and Scotch-Irish ancestry, long adherents to the Presbyterian 
and Congregational faiths. It has been my good fortune, how­
ever, to listen quite frequent l y for many years to some or 
the ablest and most enlightened Ministers of the Protestant 
denominations, for several years having been a member of 
Rev. Torbet•s hurch at Lockwood and Euclid Avenues. I hardly 
feel qualified to express any critical opinion, but in com­
par·ng the viewpoint of yourself as a representative of the 
more advanced leaders in Judaism, I was impressed with the 
reflection that about the only difference between that faith 
as represented by yourself and the liberal thinkers and 
preachers in the Prote tant denominationsis one of emphaais 
and historical viewpoint. For instance, the attitude or many 
of us now is, substantially as you expressed it, that Je1ue 
was divine only as every other human being is divine, the 
difference being in degree or divinity rather than in kind; 
that, however, the human race probab l y will never see another 
man in whom as much of the divine is found than is to be round 
in Him. 

It is our prediction that the Jews will gradually come 



to place more and more e~phasis upon Jesus as an Exem_lar, 
o.ni t~e Christia..~s less upon the mystical an fabled and 
thus gradually a 1 differences in theological beliefs, which 
after all are immaterial, or at least shoul be, will dis­appear.
