e called upon Miss Martin, of the Personnel Service 
Company, 880 The Arcade. Miss Martin received our 
Visitor cordially. She displa~ed a genuine interest 
in the problem of employment for the girls our organ­
ization is helping to ad.just. She thought her agency 
would have work opportunities for some of the girls 
described and invited the Jewish Social Service Bureau 
to send the girls in any time. She even suggested !he 
Lindner Company as a possible place of employment. The 
following information Miss Martin told unsolicited: 

ASSISTANT DIRECTOR 

It has been her frequent experience to meet with preju­
dice on the part of employers against girls of different 
religions. In order to save the girls this unpleasant 
experience, she always asks the employers if they have 
any religious preference and avoids sending girls out to 
those positions when their religious affiliations would 
disqualify them. This discrimination is not directed 
exclusively against Jewish girls. Unfortunately, some of 
the girls take the attitude that Miss Martin is the one 
who is prejudiced. 

Kr. Tarshish, of the Jewish Big Brother Association, called 
at the Elworth-Helwick Company and spoke to the salesmanager. 
He introduced himself as a representative for a friend in­
terested in property. He was told that the Maple Heights 
section was available. He mentioned his friend was a Jewish 
client. The salesmanager was willing to sell. He said 
they have numerous clients who are Jewish and are glad to 
sell to them. 

We hope this information is satisfactory.

One point there was, however, which caused 
some controversy. When in sub . tance you said that you 
would hate to think that . the man who was "spat upon, -=;ton­
ed and crucified died in vain" we all inferred, of course, 
you meant Jesus. 

some of my friends, a number of whom non-Jews, 
wondered why, speaking from a Jewish pulpit, even though 
it be liberal reformed, you should make reference to Jesus, 
when our own history is starred by the martyrs who uffer­
ed and died for our faith. 

In my own way I tried to make the point that 
you spoke of the fundamental need of human life and not 
Jewish life only, and that the need for a God, prayer and 
Immortality was no less for the Jew than for all humanity 
whatever the faith. 

we are still debating the subject and it is 
for that reason I take the privilege of asking your answer 
to the question.
