During the past four years our little band of 
teachers and workers has established a school to train 
workers for the va.riO '-'- S branches of t h e labor movement. 
·e had faith that if e gave our time and energy those 
interested in workers' education rould rovide the necescary 
funds to buy land, to build the school plant, and to secure 
the industrial equi~ment that ould eventually make us self­
maintaining. 

In July we will begin the construction of our 
hydro-electric plant. ,e have raised ;,3, 500 toward the 
building of the dam and po rer house. e will g o as f a r as 
vre can with this sum but iJe must have 11,500 to complete 
them. 

In October vre ,..-ant to begin the erection o f a 
fireproof library. le are now housing over 15,000 worth 
of books, and their number is increasing daily, in a rough 
structure t ,1at cost les s than ~500 . n ot only is the fire 
risk very great , but our library has outgro \;n this build­
ing. s 7e have be e n offered the Frederick r rear art 
collection if we would house it in a fireproof social cen­
ter, our proposed library is planned to include a combined 
little theatre and art museum . Although all the work of 
construction rill be done by Commoners, the materials that 
··e must buy -;rill cost around ,le,ooo .
