ATTORNEYS AND OTHERS WHO MAKE AFFIDAVITS IN SUPPORT OF AP­
PLICATIONS FOR ADMISSION TO THE BAR WILL GREATLY FACILITATE THE 
WORK OF THE COMMITTEE AND, THEREFORE, EXPEDITE ACTION UPON SUCH 
APPLICATIONS BY COMPLYING STRICTLY WITH THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS 
IN THE ORDER GIVEN BELOW. 

Points to be covered in drawing affidavits of character. 

1. Name of affiant. 

2. Residence address of affiant. 

3. Nature of affiant's business. (If affiant be a practising attorney, he should state that he is a practising 
attorney of the Supreme Court of the State of New York and give the year of his admission to the Bar 
and the Judicial Department in which he was admitted.) Any business connections of the affiant should 
also be set forth. 

4. Business address of affiant. 

5. Length of affiant's acquaintance with applicant. 

6. That the applicant is to the knowledge (or in the opinion) of affiant a person of good moral character. At 
least two affidavits must be made by persons residing in the same city or town as the applicant, one of whom 
must be a practising attorney, and each of these affidavits must state that to the knowledge of the affiant the 
applicant is a person of good moral character. Rule III, Court of Appeals Rules for Admission to the Bar, 
so requires. 

7. Set forth in detail the facts upon which affiant's knowledge of or opinion as to applicant's moral character 
is based. If, for example, the applicant has been employed by affiant or under his supervision, the period 
of employment with the month and year of the beginning and ending theiand the nature of the posi­
tion or positions held and services rendered p y the applicant must be state f the ac9tuaintance between 
the affiant and the applicant is of a social nature, the facts of social contac must be stated, as, for exam­
ple, that the affiant has been a visitor in the applicant's home and is acquainted with his parents or other 
members of his family, or that the affiant has been associated with the applicant in specified organiza­
tions or otherwise and nature and extent of such association. If practicable, there should be two affidavits 
specifically covering the home life of applicant by persons who have been visitors in his home. ffidavits 
covering home life should characterize family and home environment. 

8. Affiant must have read questionnaire and answers of applicant and state such fact and that to the best of his 
knowledge and belief the several answers of applicant are truthful and accurate. 

9. State by whom the affidavit was prepared, and, if not prepared by the affiant, set forth the reasons why it 
was impracticable for the affiant to prepare it. 

The fore going instructions are intended to supplement the instruction sheet, and are to be given by 
applicants to those whom they request to make affidavits for them. Further copies, if needed, may be had 
upon application at the Committee's office, Appellate Division Court House, Madison Avenue and Twenty­
fifth Street, New Y Qrk City.
