Euclid Avenue, Cleveland, Ohio, as Depositary. 

The object of the Committee will be to protect the interests of all depositing bondholders 
to the fullest extent possible. The Committee will make a careful study of the problems ari ing 
in connection with this issue of bonds and will keep in close touch with the operation of the 
property. The deposit of the bonds will place the Committee in a position enabling them to 
negotiate with reference to the property for the best int ere ts of the bondholders and, if necessary, 
to authorize foreclosure proceedings. 

The formation of the Committee has the approval of the original underwriters of the bond 
issue, and the Committee has been organized with full knowledge of the Trustee. 

The Committee understands that in 1925, when the bond issue was placed on the property, 
the property produced an income in excess of $180,(X)().00 per year, which was more than ufficient 
to take care of its obligations. The principal tenant is the Orpheum Theatre Circuit which rents 
the theatre called The Palace Theatre. Under this lease, a guaranteed minimum rental of 
$40,000.00 per year is paid and, in addition thereto one-half of the profits of the theatre. Due to 
changes which have occurred in the theatre situation in South Bend, the excess rental realized 
from the profits of the theatre has been greatly reduced, thereby materially reducing the gross 
income of the property. In addition to the theatre, the property contains a large assembly hall 
and ballroom and ten store-rooms, all located at one of the principal business corners in the city 
of South Bend.
