I very mugh regret to inform you that it wi 11 be impossible for The 
Public Square Improvement Company, which owns the Ulmer duildin~, to meet the 
interest coupons on its first mort6a6e leasehold bonds which will be due on 
February 1st. The records show that you are one of the owners of these 
bonds. Inability of the company to meet this obligation at the present 
time may be attributed to several clauses: 

(1) For a period of several yvars two entire floors of the buildinb 
"'ere occupied by The Van Swaringen Company. Their occupancy covered one-
sixth of all of the of1ice space in the entire buildin6 • Upon the completion 
of the Terminal Tower Buildin~ on the Public Square in the early part of 1928, 
the Van Sweringens vacated all of this space. This caused a very serious 
cut in the revenue from the b~ilding and created a large amount of vacant space, 
trom which the building has been slow in recovering. 

(2) Completion of' the Terminal Tower Building and the shiftin6 of 
tenants from other buildings into this building created a bad office building 
rental condition in the city. As a result, competition for tenants has been 
unusually keen and there has been some loVverin6 of rents all of which af1·ected 
the income of' the Ulmer Building, and from vrhich it takes time to recover. 

(6) In July of 1928, S. Ulmer and Sons, Inc., one of the largest ten­
ants in the building was forced into receivership. This had a serious effect on 
the building and resulted in additional vacancies and increased difficulty in 
renting space. 

Despite these handicaps the percentage of occupancy of office space in 
the building has increased from a low of about 681~ to a present occupancy of 
78.1%. The T. W. Grogan Company, managers 01' the buildinb, estimate that Vlith-
in a few months the building should be 901~ full. They also stato that the 
building will earn all of the chargEis accruing a6ainst it \'lhen it is 821~ full. 
We therefore .feel that we are almost at the turnin~ point and that lYithin a short 
time the building will have an 82~ occupancy which will carry all charges and in a 
short time thereafter an additional occupancy which will produce enough income 
to mak~ up any present deficit, and to save a profit from operation. 

The company has hu.d an unf'ortunato oxp€;riencc: in connection with a 
lease which it made for the si~n rights on the roof to a lessee considered fi-
nancially responsible located in Now York. The rental is ijl#OOO per month 
and there is a dtilinquency at present of tl3,000, for which amount suit has 
been filed in Now York. 

The building has been managed for tho past year and a half by The
