My dear Abba: 

The purpose of this letter is to present a youn~ ma n whom 
perhaps you know a lready, Mr . Alexander Grossman. 

Mr. Grossman ha s been a student of the Hebrew Union 
College for t hree years. He is, of course, a Cleveland boy. 

After ca~eful consideration, and with extreme reluctance, 
the Faculty filt that in view of conditions which have developed 
in the last year or two in the American Rab binate, it ought to 
advise him to withdraw from the College. It reachAn this decision, 
as I said, with extreme reluctance, because Br. GrCDssman's wor k 
as a student was satisfactory in every way and likewise not the 
slightest shortcoming was experienced in his qualities of ch urac­
ter or in his attitude toward the Institution and his conduct as 
a student . It was only beca use the Faculty had reached the con­
clusion thRt bee use of certain qualities of personality, the 
prospAct of a successful Rabbinical service was very uncertain, 
that this step was taken . Mr . Grossman can himself give you full 
particulars with regard to this matter. 

He is of course now confronted with the very difficult and 
responsible problem of finding some other field of work to which 
to turn . Two fields seem to attract him above all others, viz., 
that of journalism, with a view perhaps to eventual~ literary 
activity, or perhaps also of Jewish journalism, on the one hand; 
and, on the other hand, that of architecture. Whether he has any 
positive talent for the latter field is, of course, a question 
which I cannot determine in any way, and about which he himself 
feels s ome uncertainty . Undoubtedly a responsible architect , 
~referably a Jew, could advise him in this matter most helpfully 
and sympathetically. The same condition is also true to a con­
siderable extent with the field of Journalism. 

I am wondering whether, and also hoping, that you may oerhaps 
be able to assist him to find himself in this difficult situation 
and to put him in touch with some architect, or some influential 
person in the field 0f journalism,who may be ablA to advis e him 
and perhaps, if their advice prove favorable in Eit her direction, 
to assist him to e t a start in this npw fiel 1 of work . 

Any assistance which you might be able to render him would 
be reatly apnreci ~ted by me personally and also as an added 
service to the Hebrew Union Colle e.
