September 13, 1930 

I have been out here exactly one year, and in all that time 
have not written to you. However, were you to know the many 
letters I started and never finished, you would appreciate my 
intention although at the same time condemn my carelessness. 
I'm sorry. Perhaps it was just the process of getting adjusted. 
I have been busier than I have ever been, and happier. A few 
of my dreams have been realized, and I feel that in tim~ slowly 
but surely, the others also will be fulfilled. Can you feel 
my thrill, my awe, when I walked slowly into the room and faced 
for the first time, after having read about i':f"'and heard about 
it and discussed it for years, the original "Blue Boy" at the 
Huntington Art Gallery? I gazed at it quietly for many minutes, 
and silently communed with my friends at home in Cleveland. 
I felt for them. I tried to breathe into myself that gorgeous 
blue. To think that on that very canvas the great artist had 
himself worked. 

This season I had planned to study at the University of Calif­
ornia Extension School - night classes - thereby shortening 
my years at college. ( ( I want to go to Berkeley.) ) But when 
I infonned the Extension School of my plans, they askect 
whether I had the necessary credits to enable me to matricu­
late at the University, and we discovered tmt I had never 
taken a laboratory science. I must therefore return to ~h 
school and attend the night class in chemistry. I am both 
peeved and delighted. That word "chemistry" has been in the 
back of my mind for years. I have always wanted to study it. 
I delight in the thought of experimenting. Another dream come 
true. 

hen Mother returned to Cleveland I went to the "Hamburger 
Horne" to live. It is a resident club for Jewish girls, some­
what on the order of the used-to-be ~artha House in Cleveland. 
Miss Ida J. Wolfe, our head worker, considers our Home a 
laboratory, as it were, for the girls. Firstly, it is a 
very beautiful place to call Home, having a spacious tastily 
appointed living room in which is a radio, a baby grand piano, 
a delightfully large fireplace, and open bookcases all around. 
A little magazine room opens off it in the back, and contains 
shelves upon which are all sorts of magazines, the Jewish 
Encyclopedia, and the Encyclopedia Brittanica. 
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We look forward to our dinners in the cheerful dining room. 
Here there are seven tables, some round and some rectangu­
lar, enough to take care of the fifty-five girls and any 
guests they may desire to invite. This they like to do 
particularly on Friday night. They come to dinner just a 
bit more nioely dressed that than they are on other nights. 
They stand while Miss Wolfe recites the Kiddush. Then one 
girl a.t each table lights the candle, we call out "Goot 
Shabbus", we pull out our chairs and sit down. Before we 
start the dinner we pass around the dish of "Grace" bread. 

our rooms are lovely, each furnisheo in a different color, 
pink, blue, orchid, green. 

Our Home is really for girls have who perhaps come to the 
city only a short while ago, who are here alone, their 
families far away. It is impossible to be lonely. We have 
a dramatic class, giving a certain number of plays each 
season; on Friday evenings we have with us either musicians 
to play for us, or someone to lecture on an interesting 
subject - Ve are forming a literary group; a homemaking class; 
a dancing class; each month we have a dance. Really, here 
are so many things here that some of us frequently think we 
are overburdened with duties; but somehow we get them done. 

Our girls are from all over the world. Two hie from England, 
a number from Russia, one from Poland, one from Austria, 
and the others from every state in the Union. 

And now I come to the crux of my letter. We have a. little 
paper supposed to be published once each month. The liter­
arily inclined have the opportunity to write. It should 
contain helpful information for the girls--as to vocations, 
as to Judaism, and so on. At present, for some unlrnown 
reason, I am Editor. I don't really consider myself literary. 
I shall have to stop carrying books around with me. They 
give people the wrong impression. Be that as it may, I 
am cal.ling on you for a contribution, Rabbi Abba Hillel 
Silver, and I hope you will respond. 

Firstly, would it be possible for you to write a list of 
the good Jewish books that have come out during the past 
year. Perhaps you could tell just a bit about each. 

Next, would you have the time to enumerate some of the 
really important Jewish haJ.peni.ngs of the year. Just a 
line or two for ea.oh. 
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And last, I should appreciate it very very much if you 
could take a few moments end write a small article on 
"Intermarriage". Two of our girls have within the last 
sevem months married Christian boys. e give for every 
girl who intends to get married a shower, and the problem 
arose when theRe two announced their coming marriage, 
whether or not a shower should be given them. One was 
married very hastily and we did not have time to do any­
thing for her. We decided to shower the other one because 
she had been in the Club for several years, and some of 
the other girls were particularly friendly with her, 
and felt indignant at the thought of not holding a shower 
for her. This girl has :had very little, if any, Jewish 
education, her i:arents having been dead for a long time. 
Hereafter, however, we decided tna.t should a girl be mar­
ried, only those girls who real ly wanted to hold a shower 
for her should do so, not the whole house. We held a 
very heated discussion about the whole matter. We 
had never seriously considered intermarriage, but now 
it hit us right on the nose, end hard. iould you write 
something that might help the girls? The problems that 
come after marriage - the children - the reason for 
rerr:aining a Jew - what there is in Judaism to hold one. 
It seems that we don't really know about our religion. 
I believe that there is something lacking in our Jewish 
education. The method of teaching Judaism is too cut 
and dried . We don't retain enou h. Something is wrong. 

Our paper comes out September 22nd, Rosh Hashonah Eve, 
and I would be overwhelmingly delighted to be able to 
have this your contribution in it. Only this morning 
the idea came to me; that is why I have not written be­
fore. You notice that I have airmailed this letter to 
you. If you have the time to write these things, and 
could airmail back to me your articles so that I could 
receive them by at least Friday the 19th, I would be 
very happy. And if you feel that you cannot do this 
right now,(I know that at this season you are very very 
busy), will you at any rate dictate a bit of a letter 
to your secretary so that I may know you have received 
my communication, and let me know whether you will be 
able to write what I have asked for our next paper. 
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You must think that my only reason for writing this letter 
to you is to ask of you a favor. I have thought of you 
very frequently, and miss your Sunday morning sermons very 
keenly. And the picture of our Temple will be with me 
always. Particularly will I be missing it this New Year 
and Yorn Kippurim. And howl 

Congratulations upon the arrival of the new addition to your 
family. I should like to see your Daniel. Does he talk? 
I wish that you would extend to Mrs. Silver my congratulations. 
They will both be fine characters. Having the fine parents 
they do, they will not be able to hap themselves. 

I never thanked you for the kind letter you wrote on my 
behalf. It is a lovely thing, and I shall always keep it. 

I am anticipating your contributions. Don't think me 
too forward in asking you. But I know you can help us. 

Thank you with all my heart. A very happy and heal thy 
New Year to Mrs. Silver and yourself. Rerrember me to 
Jimmy. Tell him that I can still see his smiling face.
