Your letter of February 12th together with colilD'n.lnioation 
from Rabbi Silberfeld of Newark, reached my hands in father's absence 
from the city. Needless to say I appreciate your kindness in bringin the 
matter to our attention. 

As a :mat~er of fact however neither father nor I are inter­
ested in assisting Grover 1 liesenberg. You will understand our apparent 
indifference when I tell you that due to his persecution of various members 

of our family through threats and other obscene matter sent through the 

United States Mails, I was obliged to have him arrested. He was convicted 

and served I think a term of some eighteen months at the Federal Penitentiary 

at Atlanta. Upon his release he was returned to Ohio to complete a sentence 

at the Canton Workhouse. 

Despite the fact that he deserved no assistance at~ hands 

I decided that there might be some hope of rehabilitating him, and with this 

in mind, and unknown to the other members of my family, I secured a pardon 

for him from the Governor, with the understanding that he would leave and 
remain out of the State of Ohio. At the time I gave him substantial finan­

cial assistance. He is a parasite however and I realized that if I showed 
any inclination to send additional funds to him from time to time I would 
permanently have him on my hands. SUoh proved to be the case, and I was 

finally obliged to refrain from i"urther assisting him. At the time he was 

able-bodied, and ful ly able to support himself. 

Under the circumstances I am sure you will realize why neither 

I, nor any other member of my family, is under any obligation• to him whatso­

ever. He has apparently followed his usual praotioe of misrepresenting the 

faots to the Rabbi of Newark, and has in that way enlisted his sympathy. 
Naturally, I do not care to do him any unnecessary injury, at this ti.me, and 

I would therefore prefer that you refrain f'rom making the contents of this 

ietter known to Newark if' you can see your way clear not to do so. It poss­

ibly would be sufficient if you were to advise the Rabbi that Grover's 

c l evaland relatives do not care to as s ist him.
