My dear Abba: 

October a, 1931. 

I was happy indeed to see you here yesterday at the 
meeting, but very sorry that after dinner you did not get to 
come over to my office, so thc t I might have gone over with 
you the record of Jerry Polatsek, as well as the records of the 
other students of his cl ass who were dropped at the end or last 
year, as you might have seen tor yourself exactly what t he oon­
di tions were. For this reason I am writing to you today. 

As I told you last night, in September, 1929, a class of 
25 new students was admitted to the College. The year bef ore 
the.t, the entering class had been of approximately the same 
size. And in previous years we had had even larger classes. 
A conviction was growing upon the Fa culty that our student 
body was becoming somewhat too large and that 1 t might be wise 
to reduce it sanewhat, and in conjunction with this process 
to raise the standard of work within the institution. Broadly 
speaking, there were two general methods by which this end might 
have been achieved. First, we might have attempted to exercise 
extreme discrimination at the time of admission of mw students 
and have excluded all those whose credentials, including their 
academic records up to that time, were not of the very highest 
quality. Or, on the other ham, we might have cont1nm d to 
admit students in fairly large numbers, as we had been admitting 
them in previous years, and then determine upon some process ot 
elimination at a fairly early moment in their career as students. 
The Faculty decide to try the latter plan, believing that in 
this way a fairer judgment of the ability, worth and promise of 
students could be made when based upon a certain period of con­
tact with thElll and the intimate knowledge resulting therefrom, 
than 1 f a more or less summary judgment or them was made upon the 
basis of their recommends ti ons and academic records, with prac­
tically little or no actual personal contaot. Accordingly it 
was decided in the spring of 1929 to insert in the forthcoming 
catalog e. rule that, beg inning w1. th the class which would enter 
in the fall of that year, 1929, students adm1 tted to the "D" 
Grade would be required to take an examination at the end or 
their seoond year, not to measure the quality of their class­
work, but to determine exactly what working-equipment they may 
have acquired during their two years here at the college, the 
working-equipment which would enable them to continue their 
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studies in the higher clasees with a fair promise of achievement. 
This notice appeared in the catalog which came out early in 
September, before College began. This class was accordingly 
admitted upon these terms. And this condition was impressed 
upon them within the first two weeks after they were here in 
the College. 

Some 25 students were admitted that fall. Most of them 
were found to possess a minimum preparation, and of such 
equal character, that SCIJle 21 or 22 of these students were 
placed ·n the "D" Grade, the lowest class. This was entirely 
too large a group of students to be handled efficiently by one 
Instructor, in accordance with our methods of teaching Hebrew. 
Accordingly the class was divided into two groups of equal size, 
consisting of approximately ten or eleven each. In the one 
group were placed those students who seemed to have a slightly 
larger knowledge of Hebrew than the others. And in the second 
group were plaoed those students with the slightly smallE!l'" 
knowledge. I Emphasize this word .. slightly" because the differ­
ence in preparation between even the best prepared in the first 
group and the poorest prepared in the second group was not or 
any great extent. Had any or th semen possessed a fair knowledge 
of Hebrew, he \\OUld of course h8l8 been put in at least the C Grade. 

Th ese students, in ad 1t1on to their class instruction, had the 
benefit of tutorial instruction. This was an experiment during 
that year, but an experiment which worked out unusually well. 
At the end of the first year, naturally some students had made 
larger progress than others. And sane of the men in the second 
group had quite caught U1f, 'and even passed, sane of the men in 
the first group. In the second year, the two groups continued 
divided and under separate instruction in the work in Hebrew 
and Bible, but were united as one cl ass in the work in Mishna, 
Liturgy, History, etcetra. 

At the end ot the second year, in the second week 1n May, 
the examination in question was given. Of the 21 students, 
20 took the examination. One member of the class, belonging to 
the second group, made no attempt to take the examination, having 
lost interest in the work in the course or the year and having 
decided to withdraw frcm the college any way. The examination 
was given by a CoDl.I!l.1ttee of three members of the Faculty, con­
sisting of Professors Englander (Chairman~ Blank and Finesinger. 
The examination was carefully planned by this Committee. It was 
decided to make it oonsist of five sections: (1) an examination 
in reading of ordinary passages from the Bible at sight and 
translation, (2) a written translation of a slightly more 
difficult Bible translation, tor which or course the students 
were given more time than in (1), (3) written Grammar examination, 
( 4) wr1 tten vocalization at sight of a passage fran the Tikkum, 
(5) written translation of a simple passage of the Mishna at 
sight. The Committee had carefully selected the passages in 
advance, to make sure that they were not too difficult, but would 
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instead represent fairly what it was felt we had a right to 
expect as the result of two years of work, and what should 
consequently constitute the working equipment of these students 
for the succeeding yea.rs. When each examination was completed, 
the work of eaoh student was carefully evaluated by each m.ember 
of the Com.mi ttee, with the result that in four oases the Cammi ttee 
was .not unanimous in 1 ts opinion. two me mbers holding one opinion 
of the work of this or that par ticular examination, and one hold­
ing t he other opinion. 

Of the 20 students who took t he exam.1nat1on, 11 passed 
in all five sections. Of their cont inuance in the College, 
at least so far as these examinations went, there was of cotttse 
no quest ion. One o, f th ese students, however, was di sm1 ssed 
from the Coll eg,e because of moral delinquency of which we became 
aw are at just about that time. Of the nine students who failed 
in one or more of these f i ve sections of the examination,, a 
transcr1 pt of the Minutes o'f the Fa cul t ~r of May 29th 1 s enclosed 
herewith. The cases of these nine students were considered 
oaretully and individually. You will notioe that two of thes e 
men, Wagner and Bauman, had passed successfully tour of the fiYe 
sections of the examination, and that in the remaining section 
the Committee was divided in its ju~e-nt.. (The letters in 
parentheses are of course the initi als or the examiners.) 
It was decided that Wagner and Baum.an s hould be allowed to remain 
as students or the College. Att er careful consideration or aaoh 
oase individually, it was decided to drop the remaining seven 
men. Before that, however, two, Lustberg and Shor, who had 
tailed outright in only one quiz, were given a re-examination 
in this subject and both of them failed in it a second time. 
These seven stud en ts were th en g1 ven the pr1 v 11 ege a f appearing 
one by one before the F8 cul ty and showing oause why they should 
not be droppei from the student roster. As the result of their 
representations, the Faculty reversed its action with .regard to 
one of them, Lustberg, and decided to permit h1rr1 to continue as 
a student. A similar action would un.doubtedly have been takm. 
at the time with regard to Shor, who also had failed. 1n only the 
one seotion or the exam1nat1 on, and had a fairly good record 1n 
the other sections, had it not been tor the fact that for some 
time the Universt ty had been sending repcr ts to us that his w ark 
at the University was poor and r,as steadily deteriorating. We 
tel t, under the conditions, that 1 t was too much for him to 
carry the wonc of two institutions sat,1st'actor1ly, and that 
therefore it was the part of wisdom -co drop him. However, 
at the beginning or the present academic year, upon the urgence 
of Rabbi David lefkowi tz, who had sponsored his coming here, 
Shor was perm.1 tted to return to the College as a V1si.t1ng 
student, while he continue:l as a studmt at the University or 
Cincinnati. Accordingly he is back th1.s year, but we have no 
direct responsibility with regard to him as a student. or course, 
if he should conv1noe us that he oan do th.e work of both insti­
tutions adequately, we will no doubt, in due time, reinstate him 
as a Regular student. But of course the respons1 b111 ty for 
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demonstrating this rests upon him entirely. 

Actually, therefore, you will see tor yourself that not 
nine students, as was reported, and as you yourself repeated 
several times yesterday, but only five students out or twenty 
members of this class were dropooo. from the College. The 
records of these tive students in this examination speak fer 
themselves. The Faculty was 1n sane doubt as to whether it 
should drop Lubel, whose record as you can see was the best 
of the f1 ve, since he fa lied in only two out of the five 
sections of the examination. He came from San Antonio. 
Next to him was Marx who crone from Birmingham (the boy of 
whom Newfield spoke),who ~ailed in three of the five sections. 
Next was Brener, the boy from Harrisburg, Pa., about whom 
Bookstaber waxed so eloquent, who failed in four out of the 
five sections of the examination, and, as you can see tram 
the mark (S) Satisfactory, barely soraped through the remaining 
section. The other two boys, Polatsek and Banks, as you can 
see for yourself, had the poorest record of all, having failed 
in all five sections of the examinat ton. Moreover, as our 
1nutes show, the University reported that the work or Banks, 

Brener, Lubel, arx and Polatsek was poor. In other words, 
these five students had a record at both institutions which was 
not creditable. On the o1her ham, the University had reported 
to us that the work of Lustberg was good. This consideration 
influenced us greatly in reversing our first judgment w1~~ 
regard to him. 

With regard to Polatsek personally, his Instructors or 
two years reported that he was a fine boy personally, but 
intellectually he was not up to the standard. He bas a 
confused mentality, in that he grasped things in the class work 
very slowly and required that an undue amount of time and 
explanation be given to him. Then, despite this tact, and the 
belief of the Instructor that he had at last succeeded in making 
this matter or that clear to Polatsek, at the ver~r next class 
recitation he was again hopelessly muddled. His examination 
corroborates this judgment. 

It was entirely because of these considerations, and with 
the strong conviction that these boys had all been given a tiir 
trial, and that there was little reason to believe that in the 
succeeding years, when the wark gradually gets harder, and when 
likewise they do not have the advantage of tutorial assis ta nee, 
their work would grow worse instead of better. We believe 
sincerely that 1 t was best to let them know, under this oon-
di tion, early, and not encourage them to a:>ntinue at the College 
longer. Aooord1ngly they were dropped at the end of their seoond 
year. Formerly we might have allowed students like that to 
continue until the third, fourth or even t he fifth year. 
Experience has demonstrated that this policy is ne1 ther fair nor 
wise. 
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I feel eertain that atter you think these matters over 
carefully, you too will agree that no injustice was done these 
boys. Personally they were all fine. Intellectually, however, 
they were only mediocre. As students of the Hebrew Union 
College they seaned practically hopeless. 

If any mistake was made at all with regard to them, it was 
perhaps 1n having ever admitted them. Yet I am sure that if 
we had proceeded merely upon the basis of their personal cre­
dentials and their academic records up to the time they were 
admitted to the College, in 1929, the majority of these five 
boys, 1 f not all of them, would have been admitted, and their 
credentials would have been regarded as se. tis factory am highly 
promising. 

However, profiting by this experience, we have decided 
to abandon this method am to follow the other method of 
admission of students. Accordingly we have introduced a 
system by which we scan the credentials and academic records 
of prospective students much more carefully and exactingly 
than in the past, an::l also make a much more responsible effort 
than in the past to secure as tull lnfor ation about s t udents 
as possible. In accordance with this system, we admitted to 
the College last year only twelve new students, of whom three 
have already been eliminated in one way or anothe!'. This 
year we have admitted thirteen new students, an unusually 
promising group, at least at the present moment. This will, 
I believe, give you a full statement of the situation am 
enable you to judge the situation objectively. I am quite 
certain that, lmowing these facts, you will realize in 
particular that no injustice was done to Jerry Polatsek. 
This would have been the very last thing in the world that we 
would have wished because of our very high regard for him am 
our appreciation of the fine qualities of character and personality 
which he possesses.

Fellowships for Advanced Study Abroad 

United States of America 1932 

In order to improve the quality of education and the practice of the arts and professions in the United States, 
to fost<:r research, ~nd to pr~vide for the cause o_f better international understanding, the John Simon Guggenheim 
Memorial Foundation, established by former United States Senator and frs. Simon Guggenheim as a memorial to 
a son who died April 26, 1922, offers a limited number of Fellowships, tenable abroad under the freest possible 
conditions, for research in any field of knowledge and for creative work in any of the fine arts, including music. 
Appointments to Fellm ships will be made by a Committee of election, subject to ratification by the Board of 
Trustees. 

The Foundation now offers a limited number of Lat in American Exchange Fellowships to citizens of Argen­
tina, Chile, Cuba and Mexico, for work in the United States of America; and to citizens of the United States for 
work in Latin America. In 1932 the Latin American Exchange Fellowships will be extended to Porto Rico. Latin 
American Exchange Fellows from the United States will be chosen on the same ba is a all other Fellows from 
this country. 

1. The Foundation plans to maintain annually approximately sixty FeJtow . The Fellowships are int nded 
for men and women of high intellectual and personal qualifications who have already demonstrated unusual ca­
pacity for productive scholarship or unusual creative ability in the fine arts. For the present, Fellowships in music 
will be awarded only to candidates who have plans for creative work in musical composition, or for research in 
the history or theory of music. 

2. Fellowships are open to men or women, and to married or unmarried candidat s. Fellows are normally 
of ages between twenty-five and forty years; but for 1932-33 the Committe of election has been empowered, in 
exceptional cases only, to make a limited number of grants to scholars ol er than forty. The Fellowships are open 
to citizens (or, in exceptional cases, to permanent resident who are not citizen ) of the United States, irrespec­
tive of race, color or creed. 

3. The stipend will in the normal case not exceed 2 500 for a year of twelve months. The tenure of Fel­
lowships will be adjusted to the purpo e and scope of the tudie of each individual. ppointment will be made 
ordinarily for one year; but plans which involve two or three years' work will be con idered by the Trustees. In 
special cases the Trustees wi11 grant Fellowships for terms shorter than one year, with appropriate stipends. 
M:embers of the teaching prof es ion who have received ~abbatical leave on full or part salary will be eligible for 
appointment. 

4. The Committee of Selection will require evidence that candidates are persons of unu ual capacity for re­
search, demonstrated ordinarily by the previous publication of contribution to knowledge of high merit, or that 
they are persons of unusual and proved creative ability in ome one of the fine art . Definite plans for their pro­
posed foreign study must be presented by all candidates. The Foundation will consult with r~sponsible scholars 
and artists regarding the value and practicability of the projects presented, and the per onality and promi e of the 
applicants. 

5. The Trustee may subsidize the publication of important contribution to knowledge produced by holders 
of Fellowships on the Foundation; but they do not undertake to aid in publishing aJJ works so produced. 

6. Fellows are expected to present a complete report to the Foundation on retiring from their Fellowships, 
and informal reports at such times as the Foundation rnay ugge t. pplication for reappointment must be ac­
c-ornpanied by preliminary reports of work accomplished. uch application hould b r ceived at the office of the 
Foundation before February 1, 1932. 

7. pplications for Fellowships must be made in writing on or before ovembe_r 1, 1931, by ~e candida~es 
themselves, in the form prescribed, addressed to Henry Allen ~foe, Stcrttary, John Simon G_uggcnhe1m Mcmon~I 
Foundation, 551 Fifth Avenue. cw York City.

We are also supplying many student leaders 
with material for local student disarmament campaigns. 

In spite of the current difficulties in fi­
nancing such activities, we have been forced to meet 
these demands, and will have further calls before these 
cases are settled. We nru.st urge all our old friends to 
11 stnnd by us 11 • I f everyone who gave last year would re­
new now, we should be far along toward meeting our obli­
gations . 

In Nov. 1930 you gave $20. 00. We hope you can 
equal that contribution now . We are practicing the great­
est possible economy and members of our staff are sacri­
ficing heavily, but we must not drop these important sit­
uations .
