Dear Rabbi Rilver: 

Since I have written you my last note I have 
been thinking of a way to nelp the Jewish 
ca\.lse right here iI .1 America to save the free­
dom the Jews have retained since the founding 
of this country. It has been very hard to 
erase or stamp out the poison existing in t he 
older folks, the ~entiles, either born abroad 
or right here, but I should think if the youn 12·-
er generation were to be taught in public schools 
every day during the schocl term the following 
principles in paragraph one and two. I believe 
these ideas would not only help check the poison­
ous feelin~a and hatred carried by the older 
folks, but the younger generation would try to 
enlighten their parents of the evolutionary 
feelin ~s that would come from the following 
principles. 

The children should be taught that all people 
are born equal regardless of race, color, or 
religion and that no one race of people are 
inferior to another. 

If a person happens to be imbued with better 
material that will eventually materialize in 
a hi f her position or monetary success, as long 
as that person does not abuse that natural 
gift, the lesa fortunate person should be broad­
minded enough to appreciate nature's complexes, 
and not be prejudiced or cause any hardship 
because of the difference.

• an individual I should not hesit ·te to expreaa myself with the greatest frankness, but as the President of this corpor tion, I have a reaponaibility to a large number of stock­holder• of ell faiths and political creed.a, and it is this respon­aibilit which prevents me from acting simply according to my 
f eeli s. 

In the first place, ere we to order our purchaa1ng office in Berlin, which purchases, as 11, in Czecho Slovakia and all oth r Ea.stern ~'Uropean c untries, to desist from buying in Germany, that fact wvuld immediately become known generally, nd w uld receive considerable publicity. Such action mieht ver:, definitely put an obstacle in the way of whatever solution thi• and oth r Government• might find in mitigating the trea ent of Je s by th Gern an Government. 

In addition, we find the ·e are still manuf cturera 
in tionn o • J ish f i th whom we can help by ourchaaing from them. 

, ere we. without reaponsibility in the matter, our first reaction would be to stop b~ing German goods, but facing our rea naibility, we have so fr deferred taking 8Zf¥ action. 

Your lette~ waa discussed at a weeting of the chief executives of this corporation, and it as the une■imoua eroresaion that individually all of ua, both Jew •nd Gentile, were sympathetic to showing our disgust of the Hitlerite attitude toward the Jew■,

Under date of July 6, 1953 a letter was sent to you from the 
Bondholders' Protective Committee enclosing Plan of Readjustment, together 
with Letter of Transmittal. \',e are writing you at this time on behalf of the 
Committee, wishing to call particular attention to paragraph five of the sum­
mary in the letter which states that unless at least 90% of the outstanding 
bonds are on deposit by August 15th the plan may be abandoned. In justice to 
those bondholders who have deposited and who are anxious to see the plan con­
summated, feeling that it offers the possibility of a substantial realization 
on their investment at a later date, we wish to leave no stone untunned in 
bringing the plan to the attention of those bondholders who have not as yet 
deposited, If the present plan is not adopted it is doubtful if another plan 
will be attempted. In this event we are fearful that a forced sale under re­
ceivership or in the bankruptcy court would result in almost no realization 
to the bondholders. The present plan offers an opportunity to carry on in the 
hope of better times when the properties can be sold to greater advantage. 

We would also like to call attention to the fact that if 90% or 
more of the bonds are deposited the mortgage on the Payne Ave. plant, the prin­
cipal property of the company, will be foreclosed and bid in by the Committee 
for as low a figure as it will be ponsible to secure it. Any outside bidder is 
required to pay in c&sh, but since the Committee has only to tender bonds for 
the amount of its bid, it is doubtful if there will be any other bidders. The 
bondholders who do not deposit will receive their pro rata share of the proceeds, 
less taxes and receiver's expenses. It is quite possible that they will realize 
no more than 8¢ or 10¢ on the dollar for their interest in the Payne Avenue 
plant. The depositing bondholders will then own the property leased to an oper­
ating company already familiar with the business which will have furnished 
$100,000 for v1orking capital. May vie not ask your prompt consideration of this 
matter.

There will be no cash assessment for expenses against the de­
positing bondholder under this plan. If the plan fails of adoption and the 
depositing bondholder wishes to withdraw his bonds he can do so, with the 
consent of the Committee, by paying his pro rata share of expenses, but not 
in excess of 2% of the face value of his bonds. 

If there are questions you would like answered or if the plan 
is not clear to you we shall endeavor to provide you with any information we 
may have, providing you will let us know in sufficient time so that the bonds 
can be deposited prior to August 15th. 

Fearing that you may have mislaid the former communications, we 
are enclosing the letter of July 6th, the Plan of keadjustment, the Letter of 
Transmittal and a blank to be filled out and sent to us which will materially 
assist us in tracing bonds and avoiding future expense. Thete remain a few 
printed copies of the Bondholders' Protective Agreement. If you have mislaid 
your copy and require one before sending in your bonds, please so indicate and 
we will mail you one if the supply has not been exhausted.
