Unfortunately my duties as Army Surgeon are such, that 
it is with 41fficulty that I am permitted to leave them • .tlowever, 
I shall be in Cleveland this coming week end. I hope that you 
may find it convenient to see me at some time aturday afternoon, 
February 16.
