The time has come when the enlightened J"ews of the World should 
make a step to emancipate their co-believers from the bondage of 
their reli(!.ion. The tendency ,of human nature is not to ad.mi t a mis­
take or acknowledge a fault, but time has had its softening i nflu­
ence and with one grand stroke the Jews can emancipate themselves 
from the discredited and superstitious religion of their ancestors, 
and at the same time advance the oause of intellectual progress 
throughout the v1orld. 

It is needless to state here that educators, historians and 
scientists have discredited tno Bible as the word of God, and it 
is no longer the sacred volwng that for conturies Jewish children 
have been taught to believe.
