It is not enough to knock on the doors of the 
remaining few democracies, asking admittance for more refugees. 
It is not enough to t&l k oolleoti ve security. 

We must aot. Munich has opened the eyes of many 
Americans. Last night' a Music Hell audience resolved to do 
something concrete to stop Hitler. TheTe is, as you know, a 
mounting public opinion in this coon try favoring post ti ve action 
against the Fascist aggressors; the imposition of official 
economic embargoes, for example. Let sympathy for the victims 
of aggression be merged with our passion for peace a.nd freedom, 
snd Hitler will be answered adequately.

I reuet that I annoyed you the other evening by lon distance 
telephone for somethln that I sho ,1ld have perhaps not brought 
to your attention at all., but I was just about at my wits ends, 
and f it did noth n else, it relieved me a little to have 
spoken to you . 

Ver .,r briefly, the situation is this : Saul., my husband, and his 
brother, Srunuel J . eeti., of Ha ard., entucky and Cumberland, 
Kentucky respectivly, purchased a lot of men's suits through 
t he reco.rrnendat on of the r brother.- ·n-lew., Geor e Bailes, a 
Cincinnati Attorney. It developed that the merchandise had been 
stolen from an interstate co11L1erce consignment ., and the boys 
were consequently indicted along with the men who conunitted the 
theft ., for vi olation of the interstate commerce act , and for 
receivin and concealing stolen merchand se . In the way of 
explanation., when the federal men crone to claim our me-rchandise, 
we had four Snits on display n our window, wh ch certa nly was 
anythin'5 but conceal.: ent . At the t rrie of the preliminary heartng 
in Federal Court at Cincinnati, the six men., all Italians, and 
all confessed former criminal s , pleaded guilty . G;t9r,.ge Bailes , 
t he attorney, who was supposed to have represented,\tfiese men from 
time to time , soon followed in their footsteps , anct the only two 
v,ho remained for trial were my husband and his brother . Now, for 
some reason, unbeknown to us ., these men have found it convenient 
to shift as much as possibl e cf the blame on these two ,,en, and 
the prosecutor's Office and the Court , as nearly as we can gather , 
are l abori . under the i pression that these two partles were 
re~ular members of the conspiracy; were re~ular users of stolen 
merci1andise ., and the Ccurt consequently was not at all in s ympathy 
with hearing what the two boys had to say . 

After the Jury had been chosen ., and the opening state~ents already 
been presented, the attorneys for the boys ., one f rom Cine n ati 
and the other from Dayton, over the protest of our legal adviser 
from Hazard who knew Saul ' s re ul ar habits , etc . ., persuaded the 
boys to plead uilty, on the 0 rcunds that several other innocent 
per 1ons , includin0 the wives , etc ., would be indicted if the 
case went any further . This they did, and this they re ret doing , 
but that is too late , and of couse that ls the thing that we must

overcome now if poss ble . The boys ~ere sentenced to one :rear and 
one day and ~500 . 00 fine each, while the men who were the actual 
thieves receivedthe same sentence without a rine . 

All of t h is is entirely out of my line--I have never had to i'ace 
such a ordeal in my life , and wil l , of course , if I must , make 
t he best of it , but frankly I say to you , Rabbi Silver , that there 
is no better citlzen in the country than S"-u1 Keeti . lever in 
the six years that I have known him, has he done anyone a wrong 
deed or cor::nni tted any crime of wl-- ich I have knowledge . I keep 
his records and his office , and know the legimate way in which 
we have both worked to build up a beginning for a future for 
ourselves and our child . 

You lmow me well enough to lmow that I would not be pleadin~ for 
Saul and Sam unless I thought that they were worthy . There cold 
be absolutely nothing in this world gained by sendin,~ these two 
good citizens to prison , vhen , if they were perr.iitted to get out 
on parole , they mi~ht prove themselves worthy of that consideration. 
Incidentially, t4ey were allowed thirty days in which. to win.d up 
thetr business , ffwenty- two days still remaining . They are out 
on ~1000 . 00 bond, so you see that the case cou ld not be so terribly 
serious . 

I realize fully that the harm was done when they pleaded guilty, 
and I have no desire to see the case reopened for that would just 
bring additional strain, and then · f circurnstances were a~ainst 
them, they v10'.!ld have no chance at all . It seems to me that the 
best thing that cold be done wou ld be to rely upon the mercy of 
theose who have the powers that be in their hands . 

I have spoken with Senator Bar kley p ~rsonally about the matter ., 
and he has instructed me to write hi:n a brief statement of the 
case , and has promised to do what he can in the ria tter . 

Coming at this time of the ~ear , which incidentally is the only 
time this Jear that we have had a Che.nee to do anythin ::... worth while 
in a bus i ness way, it is doubly trying , for it means that Saul and 
Sam would h::-ve 1-;o be away from their respective businesses during 
the Christmas Season, which we look forward to the year arvund . 

The community here is heart ily in sympathy with us , as well as all 
o.f the wholesal e houses with whom we deal , and they have a _l come 
to the front to lend whatever aid they might , and to cooperate with 
me in the operation of the business to the fullest extent , in case 
nothing can be done to find relief for Saul . 

It is at a time like this in the affairs of the life of our People , 
that we should all be deeply concerned about each other ' s v,elfare . 
It is needless for me to suggest to you the disadvantages that thes•e 
two boys had to face .
