I an sendin¥'this letter to both:iou in your capacities 
as J oint Chairmen of the United Jewish App ea 1. 

I would inquire whether there is any pos · ibility of the 
JDC using the services, either temporarily or permanently, of 
Rabbi Jerome Rosen, a graduate of the Colleg " of the cla s s of 
191?. 

Rosen is a splendid ~an for this task and his past training 
should equip hi 'l ad.ruira bly for it. . -hen ne graduated from the 
College, he served as Re i unal Rabbi for the Union for a short 
while, and then enlisted in the Army a nd 'Jent to France as a 
Chapla ·_n. .And aft er the war, if I am not mistaken, heJvent to 
Poland in connection v ith the Jew1 .fe1fa e ,fork t here. Upon 
his re t urn to this country I secure for him a position in Louis­
ville (the congresation which Bazell now has). From t here he went 
to chenectady , N.Y. and served efficiently there for a number of 
years. However , teing a thorou~ h idea list, he 1Na s discouraged by 
the rna teria liSIU of the congregation and its lack of re s ponse to 
his l abors in its beha lf. Accordin(;l :, he resi ned frofl the pulpit 
and went into the millinery business. tle was in this business for 
a num.~1er of years and was moderatel:· successful. But he found 
himself discontented in it, with a persistent urge to return to the 
rabbinate.. Accordingly, about a year a .go I helped him secure a 
pulpit in a quite Con~ervative congre0 tion in Battle Creek, !'ichi. an, 
since it was the only opportunity which offered its elf a t the time. 
As happens so frequently with congre a t i ons like that, it li as petered 
out completely in this short time despite his earnest l abors . He now 
finds himself without a pulpit and without any chance of securing 
anything that would begin to yield him a oolary before the Fall Uoly­
days .. He is very eager the re fore, a nd this ; ui te naturally, to secure 
something to tide him ov er the present situation. 

I have known him intimately for many years and know hin to be 
not only a 1nan of the finest character and nighest ideals, and of the 
most punctilious integrity, but, as I said, I believe him to be 
excellently qua lified both by personality and by training to serve 
as represen tativa of the JDC in oontac ting various c.ommunities, and 
similar duties. Do you think that you could have any us e for his 
services? It is not a charity case. Only if you feel that there 
is a rea 1 place for a man of this calibre and with this equipment 
should vou consider him. But I believe sincerely that the JDC would 
find his services of great value. Please give this your ,ery sympa-
thetic consideration nd if there be anything for him, communicate

The grci.ndfather on he pat­
ern s cle was f r~ vio inist of the .Metropolitan Opera for over a 
quarter of a century. 

Our friend, Dr. Vladimil' Bakaleinikoff, 0 ive him a dai les­
ton in violin, conducting and viola with no charge ,_.hatsoe-ver. Conse­
quent , the fam'ly follows in his wake. V'ben the Pittsburgh Sympho 
is on , they live in Pittsburgh for f ve months, and then settle: wherever 
r. Eakaleinikoff happens to be. They a.re very sens ble, honest, ideal­

istic people and have no in ention of exploiting the youngstel'. If we 
ba ·n•t had him !n our home for anent re week, we could never be· ieve 
that he could be the genius that he is and still be the simple, unspoiled 
charming little boy. 

It has been decided th~t Lorin will be permitted o conduct 
a.bout e half dozen times a year. Last September he shared the podium 
on an All-Tchaikows pro ram with Leopo d Stokowski &t the Hollywood 
Bowl, and received ma.gniricent criticism. He has the enthusiastic rec­
ommendation of t1ost of the greatest musicians oft e country as an accom­
plished musician who performs with a genius that io wey beyond his chrono­
logical age.
