l!;ncyclopedia. Seven volu es remain to be finished for publication. 

Through the extraordinary dev tion of a friend, an attorney named R:irry alkin, 
we have secured unusuall)- favorable terms with the printer and the dist1·ibutor. 
The Colonial Press of Clinton, Massachusetts, second l ~rgest book makers in the 
country, is undertaking to finance the printing of the seven volumes , content 
to receive their pay out of sales to be m .... de by 'l'he University Society , ont. of 
the leading book distributing concerns in the country. 

Both firms are committing themselves, as you can surmise , to substc.ntial invest­
ments . They stioulate, nowever , th.b.t we guarantee ll) that there will be no stoppage 
in the com letion f the ma cript; (2) that we step up the tempo of manuscript 
production; (.;J -r,nat ~~e c:. ... nere to a rigid schedule of manuscript deli very, so that 
the University Society may in turn guar antee delivery of the completed set of ten 
volumes by February 1942. 

I bad noped I would not have to seek your assistance in the financing of thq prepara­
tion of the manuscript . We here , nowever, are f ced ith the necessity of making the 
foregoing guarantees. The sum we require, considering that over ~400,000 has already 
been invested in the Encyclopedia, is not large . Based on a careful survey of our 
needs, we require an additional 50,000. Both printer and distributor are willing 
to proceed on condition that we have that sum on hand. 

Frankly, Abba, I can no long'3r go out to attempt to raise $50,000 piecemea1. I 
must find several friends, in Key places, who will rally behind the ~cyclopP.dia 
v;ith will.ingness and energy , with appreciation for the work, and 7ith friendship 
for me - and with faith in my faith. I am, therefore, as ing you to arrange for

30,000. Mr . Za.l.k:in wants me to state that, in case our friends in Cleveland 
desire it, we ~vill agree to repay such sums as they subscribe - after our 
obligations to the printer and the staff have been met. 

The third volume will be ready for delivery in December. It is ess ntial, 
however, to clinch this gtl.cll'anty be.fore the end of November. As you know, dth 
the exception of one moment in your study a t the Temple, I have not heretofore 
broached the subject of financing the ~ncyclopedia to you; nor have 1 ever 
approached anybody in Cleveland. As a matter of fact, I have held you and 
Cleveland as an "ace in l,h.r.:i hol~11--in cnse of emergency. Th-'1t emergency confronts 
us now., riue to a series of incidents beyond our control, caused mainly by the 
international situation, especially tr10 factors : {l) inability to obtain from

scholars !ttl othrrspecialists in various .l!.,uropean countriGs, who, dri. ven from 
pillar t0 post, could no+ and cannot execute their assignments .

I appreciate fully the content of your note of 
November 12th. I too am now failing in the evice of calling 
groups of people together for the purpose of money-raising; I had 
hoped that p€rhaps you had not reached that point of satiatinn. 

Let me make another suggestion. Perhaps you can o for 
me what ~efkowitz did in Dallas and Barnston in Houston. They 
arranged for me to meet the leaders of their own Welfare Funas; 
and since you are the C1evelandd°'hairman tbat should not be too dif­
ficult. \\'bat I placed before the Welfare tunds in the Texas cities 
was the proposition which has alv·ays been the ultimate aim of my col­
Jeagues and myself in undertaking the editing and publishing of the 
l!ncyclopedia, namely, to place a set of the Encyclopedia in every 
public library and in every library of our institutions of higher edu-
cation. (Down in Te:aias they even subscribed to sets for the High 
Schools in the large ci tif_S.) Several years ago I b cached the 
subject informally to the Jewish Welfare Fund group in etncinnati. 
I once had occasion at a summer resort to speak of it to a Cleveland 
gentleman whose name, I think, v:as ""'eslie. In Cincinnati the sug­
gesti r•n came that I divide the state with an imaginary line and that 
Cleveland might ful£111 this idea in the north part of the state and 
Cincinnati in the southern part. Down in Texas th elfare P'unas sub­
scribed to sets for all the 92 libraries in the state. In Ohio 
there are 

60 College and University Libraries 
98 Public Libraries 

I shall, of course, bring a detailed statement W1 th me if you will 
arrange to ive me the opportunity to present this idea to the 
leaders of the Cleveland Jewish Welfare Flllld. The plan which was

worked out by Lefkowitz and the Dallas 'elf are ,11'und administ a t ion 
is in effect that the distribution or the Encyclopedia will be a 
task of the various Jewish com.rnunities of AmPrica instead of cast­
ing the burden on a few individuals. 

I shall raise the money t o assure tre continuous pub l i­
cation of the Encyclopedia with a viev, to corripleting the ten 
volumes by Februar,., 1942, according to schedule. Monies from sub­
scriptions by the Welfare Funds are divided, 75% to the printer 
and 25~ t ~wBrds the work on the manuscri pt. 

Now on Sunday, December 8th, I am the University preacher 
at the Rockefeller ~hapel at the University of ~hicago. I could 
return by way of Cleveland and stop off for an hour or so at any 
time that will be agreeable to you and your men on the 10th, 11th 
or 12th. On the 13th I have to be back in my pulpit. 

Will you do this for the Encyclopedia and for me per­
sonally? Ir you will set th date now I "'ill commu.nic~te with 
L:incinnati to stop off there either before I come to Cl@vela.nd or 
after I leave Cleveland.
