they were crazy, o Abba, regardless of what happens, you know and a lot
of us lknow, that you and you alone are responsible for that trend, not
that you dfid it single handed and that you didn't havea hell of a lot of
help, but your indomitable will and your faith.inthe fact that it could
be done 1s responsiBibe, 83 no matter what happens tonight (this is the
eve of the fateful Thursday evening) YOU CAN!T KEEP A GOOD GUY DOWN and
you know that you can count of Elk and me, and there are many like us
around the countrye, We'll rally round,
