A rew weeks ago I attended Sunday Services 
at the Temple and I enjoyed yotlr sermon on the subject of Palestine. 

There seems to be but little doubt that there 
will be a Jewish State in the near future if there is not too much 
doublecrossing going on behind the scene among the UI • A dream 
will become true due to the splendid spirit of the American Jews 
and their leaders, above all Rabbi .. bba Hillel Silver, 

At this crucial hour, when victory seems to 
be within your grasp after a long and difficult fight,. I sometimes 
wonder ·whether this victory may noj. turn out to be a Pyrrhus Victory • 
I know Palestine, the people and the country. I lived and worked 
there for some years before 1939. 

\lhen I listened to your Bermon and when your 
congregation cheered at your suggestion of armament of Haganah,. 
I thought of a hot April mornin~ 1936 in Jaffa where I had a very 
close escape from the knives and stones of a fanatic Arab crowd. 
How can anybody fight these people in their territory with tanl·rn 
and planes as you suggested ? There just can be no modern warfare 
against those sneaky hit and run attacks on Jewish settlements 
at night . ,e all rem.ember Hebron, Tiberias etc . I shall never 
forget those dark nights at II Schmira II in the ardessim of 3aro ah . 

Isn't there a different approach to this 
problem possible ? Isn 1 t there a J e-dish Lawrence ? There is no 
doubt that Husseini is the source of all trouble and unrest since 
Sir Herbert Sanruel. Couldn1 t anybody bargain with the ·-I•i:uf,:,i ? 
I did not meet one rab as yet who could not be bought with money. 
llost probably it would be a diffic~lt and expensive job, but it 
does not cost any Jewish blood.

Another thought is or my mind . 
I sometimes wonder whether the J ew'S in Palestine are capable or 
Self Government. ~ome e:>..--periences of the past ( City Council of Tel- .r1.viv, 
Zionist Congress, Hagana.h vs . Irgun etc . ) do no-t. seem too f>romising . 
I dislike the British as much as anybocy. However in reviewing the past 
Qua.rte~ of a century of Jewish progress in Palestine it is my firm believe 
that the Je1·rs were not doing too bad under British .a.ule, after all.

7. There hos been much criticism of the decision 

to send these Jews to Germany. For the reasons given 
abo.-e, no alternative destination was available. It 
should be remembered, moreo'f'er, that this territory 
is administered by His Majesty's Government and that 
the illegal immigrants will be looked after by the 
British military administration and not by Germans. 
Moreover, as you will clearly see, there wa_s absolutely 
no need for them to go to Germany at all. They have 
spent three weeks waiting off a French port with ev­
ery facility and encouragement to go ashore, both from 
the French onrl British side. They, and those who in­
spire them, have chosen instead to make a political 
point of refusin,g to Ian~, thereby causing His Majes­
ty's GoveYnment to send them to a destination which 
is unwelceme to everyone concerned. It is, moreover, 

. the hope of His Mcaiesty's Government thot it will 
now be possible for the illegal immigrants to pass 
through Germany into France. 

8. The facts obout the disembarkation at Ham­
burg are as follows: 

(a) The moiority of the passengers on the first 
ship ( the "Ocean Vigour'' ) disembarked peace­
fully, bi,t a few who resisted had to be carried 
off. Of the 1,412 passengers on board this ship, 
one sustained a slight heorl wound. 
(b ) All the passengers from the second ship 
( Empire Rival ) disembarked peaceably and no 
force was employed. A time-bomb was later dis­
co•ered on board this ship. 
(c) The passengers on the third ship (the ' 1 Run­
nymede Park" l resisted violently~ taking the ini­
tiative in attacking the soldiers who were wait­
ing for them to land. It was necessary to employ 
hoses and, on some occasions, truncheons. Of the 
1,485 persons on board, 15 men and 7 women 

were injured, the worst cases being on injured 
head and a broken wrist. 

To sum up, 4,294 persons were disembarked, 
many of them forcibly, yet only 23 were injured and 
none of these seriously, in spite of the violent resist­
ance offered by them.

Dear Rabbi Silver: 

May I introduce myself as a lff9turer at 
Hunter College, a psycholof?1st, and author of ~'here Do 
People Take Their Troubles. This by way of letting you 
lmow that my purpose 1n writing to you is a serious one. 

Some t1me ago I was sent a "Proclamation and 
Petition" by the 7th district and wrote back and told them 
that I did not like the sttitude of their group 1n relation 
to these brave kids 1n Palestine, known as gangsters to them, 
and that I would throw my support to the gangsters unless 
the ZOA were kinder to the kids. Mr. Kohn answered me, 
his strongest point being that the kids had held up bus lness 
men 1n Palestine for money and that the ZOA is still the 
voice of the Jewish people. I told him that the history of 
progress 1s that of young people thumbing their noses at the 
rest of us; that the issue was too 1niportant a one on which 
to divide the Jews, and that all sides of the Palestine 
e1tuat1on should be aired in a meeting at which we could hear 
all s1des. His answer overwhelmed me - " As to a meeting 
to discuss this matter, my answer is no. The Zionist Organi­
zation of America 1n convention assembled has taken a stand 
on this matter, and this must be the pol1cy of the Seventh 
District." 

Mr. Kohn made one statement which it 1s 
important for all Jews to understand. 11 I would 11ke to point 
out that ussol1n1 1 s faao1st movement and Hitler's Nazi 
movement were originally youth movements. The e..Qders, as long 
as they had the courage and stamina, stood out against 
'Mussolini and Hitler. I do not admire fascist-minded youth. 11 

That is no slight statement, Rabbi Silver. I told Mr. Kohn 
that it was h1s 4uty to "tell us about th1 J Hitler and 
Mussol1n1 that ls leading the youth of Palestine into the 
Irgun and Stern gang". H1a secretary, Rita Palestine, 
informed me that Mr. Kohn wished to have nothing further to 
do with me. 

Are we children, Rabbi S1lver, that we have 
not the right to think for ourselves? Surely we are not the 
k1nd of bigots that cannot change our mind. But when the 
president of the 7th district tells us that it has been decreed 
that there shall be no d1ecuss1on and that we must take his 
word that these groups are fascist led - what 1s he if not 
fasc1st1c?
